
Early in July, Reading Buses contacted Councillors and then a number of 
community contacts to advise of planned changes from 3 September 2018 and 
the reasons for them. For Caversham, these are as follows:  

Further cuts to Caversham services are extremely unwelcome and CADRA, EGRA 
and Concerned of Caversham were busy campaigning together in July, with Matt Rodda 
MP and local Councillors. Reading Buses explain that they operate as a Council owned 
but standalone commercial business, with the network self-funded through the re-
investment of underlying profits, without any overarching subsidies. They report 
that Caversham is a challenging operating environment, with far lower bus use than 
elsewhere across the Borough. Major road works, including those at Cow Lane, have 
posed particular problems in maintaining a reliable service.

We have been making the case that, after the earlier consultation and the problems 
introducing the new timetables, more time is needed to rebuild confidence and

Caversham Bus Services: update 
on changes from September 3rd

Red 22
Revert to its previous routing as far as the town centre only. 
Weekday peak time two buses per hour services to/from Reading to depart from 
Caversham Heights at 05:50, 06:20, 06:40, 07:00, 07:25, 08:02 08:35, 09:00 and 
09:30, and returning from Friar Street at 15:15, 15:45, 16:15, 16:45, 17:15, 17:45, 
18:15, 18:45, 19:15 and 19:45.
 A new partnership with ‘VAMOOZ’ will see the cross-town school time links continue 
to be offered by a new speculative ‘V81’ route (in addition to the existing Reading Buses 
981) should sufficient interest be generated through the VAMOOZ app and book in 
advance platform.
Sunday service will be reduced to two-hourly. 

Pink (soon to be rebranded Berry) 23 &  24
Monday to Saturday frequency of these combined (clockwise and anti-clockwise) 
services will be reduced to half hourly, still providing up to four buses per hour (every 15 
minutes at key points) to and from Reading from alternate sides of the road on these 
loop services.
Sunday service will be reduced to every hour, so two buses per hour combined (every 30 
minutes at key points) from both sides of the road.

Pink 25
Weekday off peak service will be reduced to hourly (but continuing to be maintained 
with 2 buses per hour during commuter peak times, including with the use of a double 
deck bus on the busiest school time journeys).

Hourly all day on Saturdays and two-hourly on Sundays

encourage more people to leave their cars behind. A new CEO has been appointed 
from October and we all hope that effective joint working can start afresh. Writing 
this before the end of July, we do not yet know whether pressure for a delay will be 
successful or whether the changes listed above will indeed start on 3 September. 
By the time this issue appears, timetables will be available at https://www.reading-
buses.co.uk/services 

If we are successful in securing a delay, it will need everyone north of the river 
to come together and support the service. If we are to avoid further increases in 
congestion and social isolation and halt the problems of air quality, Caversham 
desperately needs a viable alternative to the private car. To help make that possible, 
we all need to take the bus.

Caversham bus services: still 
many unresolved questions 

and few answers
Matt Rodda MP convened a public meeting in response to Reading Buses latest 

proposals which was held on the evening of Wednesday 1st August at Caversham 
Baptist Church. The meeting was very well attended and an overflow room was 
used to accommodate the maximum number.

Concerned of Caversham (who have provided a focus for residents over the past 
year) have been very worried about the latest wave of cuts that have swept across 
North Reading.  The group have recently been passed a response from Reading 
Buses to a Freedom of Information Request made by a member of the public 
regarding figures on bus usage for the local routes.  

Based on that information Concerned of Caversham put the following question 
to the outgoing Reading Buses CEO, Martijn Gilbert at the public meeting. “On 
11 January 2018 Martijn Gilbert stated in a Stakeholder briefing that “Bus use in 
Caversham has continued to fall year on year”

The group has continually refuted that.  Reading Buses even coined a phrase 
‘Use it or Lose it’. The group are now in receipt of a Freedom of Information 
request response from Tony Pettit, Finance Director and soon to be interim CEO 
of Reading Buses.  It shows an increase year on year for the 22, 24 and 25 over the 
past few years.

 Concerned of Caversham was interested to hear Mr Gilbert report that the only 
successful bus route is the 27/29. Given these buses run at a similar frequency 
to the 22 and fares are just half the price of the rest of the Caversham routes he 
was asked to explain, given our receipt of the FOI numbers for this route being 
much lower than any of the other Caversham routes, how he had come to this 
conclusion?”

 The response that night and subsequent communication by Martijn Gilbert has 
been unsatisfactory.  Concerned of Caversham will continue to seek answers to the 
claims made by Reading Buses and the discrepancy brought by the figures received 
by the company through the Freedom of Information request.

In a previous incarnation I lived in Tilehurst as the Methodist 
Minister there. Although I was aware of the River Thames, that 
awareness is much greater now that I live in Caversham. To get 
from Reading into Caversham you have to cross the river. There 
are plenty of other parts of Reading and its suburban villages 
which you can drive through without even having to go in sight 
of the  river, let alone cross it.

So possibly awareness of the River Thames has greater 
resonance for us than it has for many of our other Reading 
neighbours.

I am reading an outstandingly good book at the moment 
called ‘Listening’ by Robin Daniels. It is full of very helpful 
insights about the practice of listening to each other. One of 
the areas he explores is what he calls ‘The Hesitant Journey’. 
Journey is a frequently examined and richly evocative metaphor 
for our lives and for our faith. It is a metaphor about discovery, 
exploration, movement, direction, development. There is one 
particular sentence in the book where he describes the process 
of listening and uses the phrase ‘different types of terrain’: jungle 
(confusion), desert (loneliness), mountains (major life events) 
and river crossing (change). 

Each of those areas are suggestive for further thinking, but it 
is the final one that may have special appeal for the people of 
Caversham – river crossing (change).

We, who may cross the river often, how open are we to 
possibilities of change in our own lives? How prepared are we 
to be the initiators of change?

Cardinal Newman once said, “To live is to change, and to be 
perfect is to change often”. Perhaps the people of Caversham 
have a greater potential to be perfect because we make use of 
the river crossing (changes) more than most!

Being prepared to change our ways and being catalysts of 
change in the world are vital areas to follow wherever we live.

The CTC holiday club drew 175 Caversham 
children to Thameside School in the first 
week of August. Thirty-six adult and 21 
young leader volunteers from 12 different 
Caversham churches were involved. For 
the seventh since it started for the 2012 
Olympics, we followed the Scripture Union 
‘Teambuilders’ programme.

“Thank you all so much – my kids have been 
to loads of holiday clubs, but this is always their 
favourite,” said one of the parents.

The club has a structured day: after 
registration in year groups and putting on 
their coloured caps, a different colour for 
each year, everyone gathers in the main 
hall for singing and the day’s Bible story.

For some, this is the favourite part of the day, it’s very 
moving to see everyone from the youngest to the oldest 
in the room waving their hands, signing and singing the 
songs and dancing together.

This year’s theme song was ‘It’s great to be on God’s 
team’ and by the end of the week it had become as well-
rehearsed as the very popular ‘Taller than the mountains’ 
and ‘Wow, worship of worth’, which we’ve been singing 
for seven years now! The story-teller then introduces 
the Bible story for the day which develops the week’s 
theme. ‘Teambuilders’ features Joseph and his brothers, 
Moses, Esther, Jesus choosing his disciples and Paul 
and Barnabas. Each story covers different elements of 
teamwork, including learning how to work together, not 
always in the easiest of situations.

Then it’s back to our rooms for snack time and a review 
of the Bible story, craft activities and puzzles/colouring 
in a Scripture Union booklet which the children take 
home at the end of the week. After lunch and playtime, 
the afternoon starts in the hall with stories told by 
puppets and then two sessions of other activities ranging 
from tag rugby and dance through spinning and football 
to community craft and cookery. Outside providers are 
used to provide the sports activities and Caversham 
Church members use their skills running other sessions. 
There is also a quiet room for those who need space and 
relaxation.

Wednesday afternoon traditionally is ‘Wet Wednesday’ 
and this was as much fun as ever, with the weather being 

kind to us this year. The week ends with a family fun 
afternoon; younger siblings and parents join the children 
to enjoy bouncy castles, face painting, hotdogs, cakes, 
including those made by the children during the week, 
and ice lollies outside in the playground and then come 
into the hall for singing.

“How have I not known about this club before?” said the 
mother of one first-timer. “It is so lovely to hear the children 
talking about what they have done and learnt each evening. 
My daughter has loved talking with adults about their faith 
and I can see their depth of understanding of the Christian 
faith growing each day”.

We all go home very tired but encouraged and uplifted 
by the spirit of teamwork between the Caversham 
Churches. This was celebrated with a service at Caversham 
Baptist Church on the Saturday afternoon to which the 
children and their families were invited.

Visiting Savill Gardens 
If you are a keen gardener, or simply one who likes to visit gardens and view 

what is going on then you may have already visited the Savill Gardens in Windsor 
Great Park. On the other hand there are likely to be many in these two ‘classes’ 

who have not visited the Savill Gardens 
nor have heard of their reputation and 
what they offer ( your reporter, had 
not visited, but had heard of them and 
with very little idea of what awaited!). 
Eric Savill (later Knighted) became the 
Deputy Ranger of Windsor Great Park 
(1937 – 1959) and remained as Director 
until 1970. He came to Windsor in 1931 
and with the support of George V began 
clearing the present area of 35 acres in 
the South East of Windsor Great Park. 

Tree planting began early on and created the templates for four seasonal gardens 
bound together by a stretch of lakes and wetland (which was named the Savill 
Garden in recognition of its creator). The period of the Second World War held 
back development but Royal patronage and interest continued. In the post-war 
period the major components were maturing: the Spring Wood, the Summer 
Gardens, the Summer Woods, the Autumn Wood, Glades, Hidden Gardens and 
Azalea Walks. Today the Queen Elizabeth Temperate House occupies the South 
East corner of the triangular shaped garden. So, the gardens offer interest at any 
season of the year in terms of trees of many species, flowering shrubs, roses, 
herbaceous borders and in any and every corner specimen plants. As any good 
garden aims to be it is an ever changing landscape of form, hues and vistas.

The British Isles offer a wealth of garden riches, from the smallest and most 
humble to the largest, richest and spectacular. Of course, direct experience and 
visiting has no peer, but in a wider sense gardens and gardening can be enjoyed 
vicariously through garden supplements in the press, radio and TV programmes, 
and a host of books and manuals displayed in libraries, book stores ( physical and 
digital)  as well as in specialist magazines. From Caversham (and Reading) we can 
get to Kew Gardens; there is the Harcourt Arboretum near Oxford, and there 
are still public parks and gardens (not to forget our own Caversham Court). 
There is the RHS garden at Wisley near Guildford, too. One of the pleasures of 
an interest in gardens is simply to go out by public transport or car and armed 
with a bit of information and pre-planning make wonderful discoveries. And not 
to forget the heritage of National Trust properties and ‘Stately Homes’ in private 
ownership, which depend upon public opening and visits: gardens are part of 
our heritage as well as places of recreation and beauty. Our own Caversham 

The Caversham 
Heights Society

On a surprisingly cool and cloudy Wednesday 
morning, the 11th July, a coach load of members of 
the Caversham Heights Society set off to visit the 
house and gardens of Woburn Abbey, the home of 
the Duke and Duchess of Bedford. Driving through 
Bedfordshire we were able to appreciate the beauty 
of the rolling English countryside. This was even more 
dramatic as we entered the vast estate of Woburn 
Abbey, landscaped by Humphrey Repton, a disciple 
of Capabilty Brown in the mid-eighteenth century, 
with vast vistas and lakes. Before reaching the Abbey 
we were treated to a slow drive through a deer park 
with fallow and red deer and seven varieties of 
Asian deer all very much at home. Getting off the 
coach and being welcomed by one of the staff it was 
surprisingly cold for this very hot July but within a 
couple of hours of our arrival the sun came out and 
the normal hot weather returned! 

We were allowed to wander through the house 
and grounds at will without any guide so some 
opted to see the gardens before an excellent lunch 
in the Duchess’ Tea Room, while others explored 
this magnificent house first.

Called ‘Humphrey Repton: Art and Nature for the Duke 
of Bedford’ the exhibition celebrates the bi-centenary 
of Repton’s death. Repton is mainly remembered for 
his intricate and less formal natural gardens which 
we enjoyed despite the heat!  Anyone who saw the 
BBC’s Gardener’s World on the following evening , 
the 12th, would have been treated to what we saw.

In the UK, Easter is the only bank holiday which has different dates in each year. All other bank holidays occur 
on fixed dates (Christmas day, Boxing Day, New Year) or on the nearest Monday to a fixed date (May day, late 
Spring, August). Easter Sunday falls on the first Sunday after the full moon (the Paschal Full Moon) following the 
21st March spring equinox. The date of Easter Sunday may vary between 22nd March and 25th April. This year it 
is quite early, falling on March 27th.

 In addition, Easter usually, but not always, coincides with the Feast of the Passover, which is the religious 
festival that celebrates the deliverance of Israel from slavery under the Egyptians. [It begins on the 14th of Nisan and 
traditionally continues for eight days. In the Hebrew calendar, Nisan is the first month of the ecclesiastical year and 
the seventh month (eighth, in leap years) of the civil year. It lasts for 30 days, and corresponds to a period in March/
April.]

It was announced in January that the Archbishop of Canterbury is working with other Christian churches to agree 
on a fixed date for Easter. The announcement was made after a meeting in Canterbury between Archbishop Justin 
Welby and primates from the Anglican Communion.

In the UK, an act of Parliament passed in 1928 allowed for Easter Sunday to be fixed on the first Sunday after 
the second Saturday in April, but this has never been activated and Easter has remained variable, occurring on a date 
determined as above. In 1990, the Vatican approved a proposal for a fixed date, which was subject to agreement with 
other Christian churches and governments. Agreement has not yet been reached.

A fixed date for Easter would be welcomed by many organisations, in particular many businesses and schools. It 
would mean that school terms would be of consistent lengths in all years.

The archbishop said that he had been in talks with Pope Francis, Coptic leader Pope Tawadros, and the leader of 
the Orthodox church, Patriarch Bartholomew. He hoped the change would happen “in between five and ten years 
time”.

“I would love to see it before I retired”, he said, although he warned the first attempt to make such a change was 
in the 10th Century. An Anglican source said that there had been 15 attempts to agree a common date since then. As 
mentioned above, Easter can be celebrated on a Sunday between 22 March and 25 April. However, the Orthodox

church follows the Julian calendar, and hence 
has later Easter celebrations compared with 
those of Western Christianity, which is 
another obstacle to be overcome if a fixed 
Easter is ever to become a reality.

CADRA is delighted to welcome Terry Marsh as the speaker for the autumn open 
meeting to be held at 7.45p.m. on Tuesday 6 November in Thameside School. Terry is 
a Caversham resident and a graduate of Reading University. He has spent most of his 
working life on the Thames floodplain – successively at the Water Resources Board, the 
Department of the Environment, the Institute of Hydrology and the Centre for Ecology 
and Hydrology where he led the National Hydrological Programme for over 20 years.  
He has authored a very wide range of scientific papers and commissioned reports on 
water resources, floods and droughts with a particular recent focus on the impacts of 
climate change.

Terry writes that in global terms the Thames is a mere stream, but it has played a 
central role in the history and culture of the UK. In a scientific context, it is probably the 
most extensively studied of all the world’s rivers, contributing substantially to advances 
in river and water management both in the UK and internationally.  

The Thames is often considered an ancient and unchanging feature of the landscape 
but it has undergone major transformations throughout its history. Physically, these 
changes were most evident through the Ice Ages but in historical times the river 
has served as a strategic barrier, an important source of food and power generation, 
a major transport hub (which largely determined the location of Reading Abbey), a 
focus for commercial development, a primary source of water supply and an important 
recreational playground.  Less beneficially, its use as a conduit for sewage disposal, with 
attendant health risks which peaked in the nineteenth century, has impacted negatively 
on water quality and, correspondingly, limited the variety of wildlife the river can sustain.  
Caversham has been directly, or indirectly, impacted by most of these changes.

Since the early 1960s, a revised legislative framework has enabled a more integrated 
management of the river, leading eventually to improved water quality and, latterly, 
greater ecological diversity.  But continuing population growth and the threats posed 
by global warning have become a major focus of concern with a media perception that

Parade and Service of Remembrance, Sunday 9th November

All participants should assemble at Westfield Park by 10.15am (or earlier if advised by Group Leaders), and the parade
will march off at 10.25am

The salute will be taken on the library steps on the way to the War Memorial, where the service will take place with two
minutes silence at 11am. The Salvation Army Band will be in attendance.

Dismissal of the parade will occur immediately after the conclusion of service, when personal tributes may be laid on
the memorial..

Last year there was a really moving end to the Service when a very large number of the children went up to the memorial,
quite spontaneously, and left their poppies, orders of service or other personal messages. As this is a very important year

to remember it is hoped that even more will make this gesture as they
think about the sacrifices made by their ancestors.

Last year a long held tradition, where the parade processed to and from
the War Memorial, had to be broken. While a very sad change, it was
found to be necessary. The numbers in the parade have escalated over the
years from a few dozen to well over 1000, and whilst Caversham is very
lucky to have a police escort, many of the parents and the young
organisations leaders, such as the Guides and Brownies, thought that the
control at the end of the parade, because of the slowness of the
youngsters marching back to Westfield Road, was a potential danger.

Its very name conjured up wealth and opulence!  The Grosvenor 
family were related to William the Conqueror.  They came to 
own and develop Mayfair and Belgravia in west London in the 
eighteenth century, and were created Dukes of Westminster in 
1874.  So perhaps it is not surprising that their name should be 
given to the hotel that opened on Kidmore Road in 1935.  Though 
you couldn’t actually stay the night there, it was always a hotel, 
and obviously intended to be a cut above an ordinary drinking- 
house.

H. and G. Simonds, the Reading brewers, knew it would be 
an uphill task to get the magistrates to agree to the building of 
licensed premises on Caversham Heights.  The farm land was sold 
off for housing from 1898 onwards, and purchasers were supposed 
to abide by the terms of covenants, whereby the houses were to 
be expensive, and they were not to build shops, workshops, or 
licensed premises. 

An article in ‘The Hop Leaf Gazette’, the monthly magazine of 
H. & G. Simonds, for November 1934, told how, earlier in the year, 
six members of staff, armed with electric torches, were paid to go 
out in the evenings to canvass support for the hotel among local 
residents.  “Night after night, our little band braved the elements, 
and if it was a cold job, the success obtained warmed us quite a lot.  
Fortunately, we experienced very little wet weather, for which we 
were all very thankful.  Well, after several appearances at court, 
everything went swimmingly, and now the work has started and 
Grosvenor House is on its way.”

It opened on 5th July, 1935, and had been designed by Mr. 
J. J. Cardwell, the brewery company’s chief architect.  Outside, 
there was parking for 80 cars, a garden, and four tennis courts.  
Within was an assembly room with a dance floor (pictured), a sun 
parlour, a billiard room, and an off-licence which could be reached 
discreetly, without having to go through any of the bars.  Dances 
on Saturday evenings continued into the 1970s, as I have good 
reason to remember.

This was a ‘classy’ establishment, and the sort of place I went to 

with work colleagues or members of a social club, for a Saturday 
dinner dance.  On the stage was a three-piece band, dressed 
in flared trousers, with frilly shirts.  The evenings ended with 
something smoochy like ‘The Last Waltz’ or ‘Moon River.’

In 1984, it looked as though The Grosvenor was to be 
demolished and replaced by houses, but fortunately the houses 
never materialised.

From some years after this, I have another fond memory of 
the place.  I went with other church members to sing Christmas 
carols to the drinkers and diners.  At first some of them seemed a 
bit taken aback, but then got into the spirit of things, and started 
requesting carols, some of which we didn’t know.  Nevertheless, it 
went down well, I believe some money was raised for charity, but I 
don’t remember the carol-singing being repeated.

	 Today, as The Caversham Rose, it’s somewhere to enjoy a 
meal that I can walk to – maybe after a Sunday morning service, or 
maybe to combine with a walk along Hemdean Bottom.  But the 
days of tripping the light fantastic are long gone, I’m afraid!

Remembering the 
Grosvenor

Bugs Bottom Ragwort
One of the brightest of flowers at Bugs Bottom in July is Ragwort. As Bugs Bottom is adjacent to grazing land it has to be removed 

for the safety of livestock. Livestock don’t often eat ragwort while it is living, the danger comes in cut grass, hay containing cut ragwort. 
The animals cannot detect the poison in it when it is dried. As ragwort seeds profusely, it travels to the adjoining grassland.

So the CRoW conservation volunteers are asked to remove the ragwort at Bugs Bottom. Not the most pleasurable task during the 
high temperatures of this July, in fact quite daunting, however at each step in the long grass a wonderful colourful variety of butterflies, 
bees and other bugs flew up. Long sleeves and long trousers are essential here. Ragwort is the favourite food of the yellow and black 
caterpillars of the distinctive pink and black cinnabar day time flying moth, so one of us carried a plastic box to rescue some caterpillars 

to take them to a site where ragwort can grow freely. Plenty of ragwort remains 
on site, please feel free to do your own pulling! (Taking away the plants of 
course so that they do not seed on site). CRoW stands for Conserve Reading on 
Wednesday and are a part of Econet. They work in and around Reading on a 
Wednesday. See website: www.econetreading.org.uk

The 
event was attended by over 500 people this year 
and made it the most successful event of its 6 years. 
People came from far and wide and Parishioners 
were joined by people from outside the Parish and 
from other faith communities.

He mixed 
and mingled and we hope enjoyed the event.

Three local bands played covers from the past

They were followed by ‘Wardour 
Street’ who played a mixture of well-known 60’s 
hits and then ‘Dino’s’ played for the last couple of 
hours, by which time the marquee had filled up 
with dancers as well as those who just wanted to 
listen to the music.    

The Purple Turtle supplied the bar and, as well as 
a range of local ales and craft beer, cider, wine and 
soft drinks, they were launching their own beer 
brewed by a local brewery.  Nearly 2,000 beverage 
orders were taken. The hog roast was supplied by 
The Crooked Billet and, when it was ready, a queue 
quickly formed until everything was gone.  As well 
as rolls filled with pork meat, there was sage and 
onion stuffing, apple sauce and the most wonderful 
crackling.   There was also a vegetarian chilli salad 
available which proved very popular. Sharon 
Christy and her team served well over 200 portions 
of Hog Roast and Vegetarian Chilli. An ice cream 
van provided ice cream for children and grown-ups 
alike and the Ice Cream man was stopped 3 times 
as he attempted to leave the playing fields.

The children were well catered for with an area 
for games and a climbing frame and lots of room to 
run around, as well as face painters and a tuck shop.  
All safely supervised!

After meeting expenses £5,053 was raised and is 
to be shared equally between the Motor Neurone 
Disease Association and Our Lady and St Anne’s 
Parish.  Just as important, the evening provided an 
opportunity for parishioners to get to know each 
other better, to introduce friends from outside the 

parish and for all to enjoy a pleasant, relaxing summer evening. 
Both the main sponsors of the event, the Jelf Group Plc and Berkshire 

Mortgage Services attended the event and we are extremely grateful for their 
generosity as without it the event would simply not take place.

We would also like to thank St Anne’s Catholic School whose goodwill and 
generosity of spirit in allowing us to use their playing field provided the space 
for over 500 people to enjoy a fabulous evening.
