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ROMAN FONT FOUND IN CAVERSHAM

A great deal of excitement has recently been

generated in the field of archaeolo

by the

discovery of a crumpled piece of lead in Caversham.
This may not sound very interesting at first but
when you realise that the find is in fact the earliest
evidence of Christianity in the Thames Valley it
becomes more interesting.

Chris Sealey of Lowfields Farm, Henley Road,
was working at Redlands gravel pit near Dean'’s
Farm when he uncovered the piece of lead and some
timbers. The site foreman Kevin Brown then deci-
ded to call in experts from Reading Museum and
Redlands Aggregates kindly donated the find to

the museum.

Mr Leslie Cram,
Keeper of Archaeo-
logy at Reading
Museum, and ex-
erts from the Ox-
ord Archaeological
Unit have iden-
tified it as the re-
mains of a tank used
in Christian bap-
tismal ceremonies
during the 4th Cen-
tury.
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The subject of the
tank and its implica-
tions is so in-
teresting that I
could not fit all that
I'would like to say in-
to one article. Next
month there will be a
continuation article
in the Caversham
Bridge.

I was very lucky
to be invited by Mr
Cram to see the tank
where it is now being
restored by the con-
servation officer Mr
Roger Kent. It was a
fascinating visit and
my subsequent in-
terview with Mr
Cram taught me a
great deal about ear-
ly Christianity.
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The tank was
found in a crumpled
state at the bottom
of a well. Thrown in
with the tank were a
Roman tile, a ladle
handle, glass, pot-
tery and what ap-
pear to be the re-
mains of horse trap-
pings. There were
also two buckets
made of wooden
staves held in place

by bands of metal.
Four timbers, which
made up the base of
the well, each about
one metre long were
also found and they
even show the
original adze marks.
The wooden finds
have been sent to the
Portsmouth Conser-
vation Unit but will
return to Reading
when the lengthy
process of conserva-
tion is complete.
The piece of lead
itself is being con-
served at Reading
Museum by Roger
Kent with some
assistance and ad-
vice from the British
Museum. Itis hoped
that the tank will go

on display to the
public in the
autumn.

The tank is in a
very crumpled state

by
Frances

and it is hoped to
present it in a shape
resembling the
original as much as
possible. The lead
piece measures ap-
proximately 232
centimetres long
and about 45 cen-
timetres deep. It is
impaossible to know
the exact depth as
the top of the tank is
damaged and the
lead thin and crinkl-
ed.

The base of the
tank is missing and

it is obvious from
the knife marks
around the bottom
of the lead that the
remaining piece was
cut fromits base and
crumpled up before
being dropped down
the well. The tank
was cast in two
parts—the joins be-
ing evident. The
decorations consist
of a wavy line
around the top rim,
which were possibly
made by a length of
string being im-
pressed into the
mould. There are
diamond patterns,
possibly made by
the same method,
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Museum Conservation Officer Roger Kent working on the tank.
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around the tank and
one highly signifi-
cant ‘Chio-Rho’
cross symbol on one
side.
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The key ‘Chi-Rho’
cross symbol is the
symbol of Chris-
tianity adopted by
the Emperor Con-
stantine during the
first half of the 4th
Century. By the
year 313 the ‘Chi-Ro’
symbol had emerged
from the eastern
side of the Roman
Empire as a Chris-
tian symbol. Other
symbols were also
used at this time.
The Emperor Con-
stantine had a vision
which directed him
to use this mark in
battle. Winning the
battle changed the
status of Christiani-
ty and it became an
official religion.

There was now no
danger in being a
Christian. In the
year 314 a Council
was held on the con-
tinent and was at-
tended by four
Bishops from Bri-
tain. We expect that
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they came from the
capitals of the four
areas by which the
Romans admin-
istered the whole of
Britain. These areas
were London, Lin-
coln, York and
Cirencester. The
Roman empire ob-
viously had given
Christianity official
recognition.
Christianity was
growing in Britain
but the natives of
the country had
their own religions
before this. Caesar
and other Roman
writers spoke of the
Druids and the fact
that they were bann-
ed by the Roman
Empire and driven
underground. There
is also evidence of
Celtic religions
amongst others.
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One cult had a
great reverence for
the human head,
which they used to
put on pikes and
take into battle!
This was banned
and the religious
groups then made
stone heads. One of
these heads was
found in Priest Hill
in Caversham and
one in Woodcote.
They are now housed
in Reading Museum.
It is clear that other
religions besides
Christianity were
practised in Britain
and continued well
into Roman times.
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Finding the tank

particularly
significant for the
Thames Valley as up
until now the
earliest evidence of
the Christian
religion in this area
was when the King
of the West Saxons
was baptised in the
Thames at Dor-
chester in the year
635. Further details
of the find and its
relevance will
discussed in a subse-
quent article.
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TALKING POINT

“"Would you write the ‘Talking Point" arti-
cle for August ‘Caversham Bridge'?’' one
of the Editors asked me ‘“You could tell
us why you are going to Ireland’’. Well |
could. But it would not make a terribly in-
teresting article in itself. If you want a
‘talking point” it really ought to be about
you in Caversham not me in Ireland.
Anyway here goes . . .

What | am going to do is to study for a
year at the Irish School of Ecumenics in
Dublin. The School was foundedin 1971
as a post-grduate institute for the study
of ecumenical aspects of theology. Each
of the four largest denominations in
Ireland has provided a patron for the
School. The Irish Council of Churches has
recognised it as a major resource centre
for the academic side of seeking recon-
ciliation in the island. Trinity College,
Dublin has taken on the responsibility for
validating its degrees.
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My reasons for taking the chance to go
are personal. Before coming to Caver-
sham | trained for ordination in a joint
Anglican/Methodist college in Birm-
ingham. Some aspects of our training
(such as the courses we did in local
hospitals) were organised jointly with the
Roman Catholic seminary at Oscott near
Sutton Coldfield. In our final year we
spent a month living in each others col-
leges and beginning to do some study in
the area of ‘ecumenics’. In the summer
before | came to Caversham a group of us
from all three denominations went to
County Donegal to help run some
holidays with the Northern Ireland
Children’s Holiday Scheme. N.I.C.H.S.
takes children away on holiday together
from the different communities in inner
Belfast and Londonderry.

Now | can really look forward to the
chance to reflect in detail on what lies
behind all this. | am also very grateful to
various church educational trusts who
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are helping finance the year! | hope | can
bring back something useful to
whichever parish it is in which | will find
myself working in a years time.

So, what about Caversham? | have
been as guilty as anybody else in being so
busy with the life of the congregation (or
in my case two congregations) of which |
am a member that looking outwards has
always taken a back seat. But for your
‘talking point’ this month try a little quiz.
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First see how many different places
you can list where a christian congrega-
tion meets in the Caversham, Emmer
Green and Mapledurham area north of
the Thames. How many different
denominations does this involve? (I can
think of nineteen places of worship for
eight different denominations myself.)

Secondly see how many activities you
can think of which involves more than
one of these churches at a time. (This
should be quite an encouraging exercise if
you find your list gets as long as mine!)

Finally argue about the next, say, three
things we or you could start doing to help
us understand or help each other better.

As far as Ireland is concerned many of
you will know that the Corrymeela Link is
based in Reading. This newspaper has
given it much publicity in the past. The
Corrymeela Community is one of many
organisations which promotes reconcilia-
tionin Ireland. The Corrymeela Link is the
body which promotes the work of that
community on this side of the Irish Sea.
There is a whole area of involvement,
education or prayer available through it.
Recently Kendrick School made its an-
nual travel project grant to two of its girls
from Caversham who plan to follow up
what they have heard about Corrymeela
in their local churches by visiting the com-
munity. And the Director of the Link has
just returned from spending a term study-
ing at the Irish School of Ecumenics!

He
also decides to walk
back to Caversham
bridge beside the
river, because so far he
has scarcely glimpsed
it and that at least will
be more or less as he
remembers it. He has

had enough change for
the time being.

HAPPY FAMILIES

A walk along the
riverside is a rewar-
ding occupation these
days, for the water
creatures are out with
their new families.
Most popular of all is
the pair of swans
which have managed
to rear six fluffy
cygnets, and the other
pair which havereared
five, a real achieve-
ment on the middle
Thames where
breeding swans are
something of a rarity.

These are now big
enough to have
escaped all the

dangers that were a
threat when they were
tiny but still face
danger from lead,
discarded fishing
tackle and various
pieces of junk that get
tossed into the river.
It would be lovely if
they all survived to
adulthood and produc-
ed cygnets of their
own. Ducks with large
families skittering
after them, few of
which survive without
some fatalities, and
coots with their chicks
continue todelight the
human families that
come towatchthem. A
pair of black swans
can also be seen by
regular visitors to the
riverside. However, it
is a long time since the
kingfisher, swaying
on a reed mace, who
hopefully decorates
he Caversham
Hotel's menu cards,
has been seen on this
stretch of the river.

REPAIRS UNDER
WAY

Those whose hearts
leaped in anticipation
at the sight of yellow
and white markings
on their pavements
and roadways, only to
fm(j the markings
fading and still no
repairs carried out,
should not retire
disillusioned. Tt is all

happening. Stories
ang reports continue
to come in of paths be-
ing completey resur-
faced and stretches of
potholes being filled
in. Disbelieving at
first, I witnessed this
happening with m

own eyes in our road.
Sodo not give up hope.
1t will all come to pass
in the fullness of time.
Moreover, in some
roads, and again ours
is one of them, but
don't get jealous, trees
have been planted and

you don’t necessarily
have to lose one to get
one.

This, of course, is no
consolation to
Vastern Road
Caversham Road
where mature trees
have fallen to the
chain saw as the inner
distribution road
carves its way on its
inexorable course.
Afterall, whatisa tree
compared with cut-
ting minutes off your
journey?

NO TO BY-PASS

On the subject of
roads, itis almost time
that talk of a nothern
by-pass for Caver-
sham ceased for good
and all.

Firstly, it would do
nothing to relieve
Caversham's traffic,
as all the figures show,
and common sense
bears out that most of
the traffic comes from
the built up area of
Caversham. In morn-
ing peak periods it
gets heavier as it
passes through the
parts where most peo-
ple live. These people
are not going to turnin
the opposite direction
to which they want to

o to skirt all round

aversham to avoid
going through it.

Secondly, this pro-
posed new road will go
through the coun-
tryside of South Ox-
fordshire whichis very
close to, and has been
under serious con-
sideration for inclu-
sion in an Area of
Outstanding Natural
Beauty.

Thirdly, if anything
is going to encourage
demands for an
M4-A329(M)-M40 link
up, this would beit. To
sum up it would be an
expensive waste of
time, resources and
money, and van-
dalisticly destructive
into the bargain.

SETTING TO

WORK
The Cleaner
Reading Task Force,
the community pro-
gramme scheme,
whose work featured a
month or so agoin this
column, has now
started work on
Rotherfield Way
Copse and the adja-
cent open space. This
ambitious project,
even more so if they
continue through the
space on the other side
of Evesham Road as
far as the Emmer
Green Pond. Emmer
Green Residents’
Association have been
kept in  touch
throughout with both
this and the earlier
scheme and have
agreed to assist with
the care of the sites
once the Task Force
has completed its
work.

Besides giving its
members a sense of
purpose and new in-
terests, the Task
Force gives them
useful skills and im-
proves their job pro-
spects. None can stay
with it for more than a
year, but many find
jobs before that. It
would be sad if
Government legisla-
tion on local authority
spending should
result in the Task
Force being disband-
ed. It would be a loss
to the general public
as well asits members.

Iliteracy is com-
mon among adults
because education
in schools is for five
years only and must
be paid for. Very few
irls attend school
or this reason and
because they are
needed to work at
home and on the
land. We were in-
troduced to schools
without any paper
at all, where il-
literacy was being
tackled with slates
and limestone
chalk.

We heard of the
mothers who must
acceptinfant deaths
as common-place.
Fifty per cent of the
babies die before the
age of five years —
mostly unnecessary
deaths from
dehydration, ac-

We heard of the
growing number of
international
workers in the team
and of the continu-
ing need for nurses,
educators, nutri-

F. team has moved
on, the Nepalese can
continue the work
themselves. To pro-
mote Christianity in
Nepal is forbidden
by law, but the team
live out the Gospel
in their daily lives
and fellowship and
pray that a church
may one day be
established there.
