THE NAME O
THE GAME

IN so many areas of life, anticipation seems
to be the ‘name of the game’. This certainly
applies to Christmas. Cards in the shops in
August, crackersin Septemberand even Santa
himsclfinsomestores at the end of October!
ltseems that the preparation for Christmas (at
least in so far as material things are concern-
¢d) begins carlier and earlier. Of course, we
know that many things have to be planned
and prepared forinadvance, butIsometimes
wonder if we are not getting the whole
business out of perspective. As many people
are more affluent than was the case years ago,
then inevitably the commercialism  and
materialismofitall hasincreased. Asaconse-
quence, the real meaning has been subor-
dinated, if notentirely lost, for the majority.

(¢

Some years ago, a campaign was launched
with the idea of “bringing Christ back into
Christmas”. Whetherit really succeeded Tam
notsure. But what Iam sure about is that for
many, Christmas has become a glorious ex-
cuse to indulge, and I doubt if some of them
couldsay why, in the sense of explaining the
fact of the Festival. In practice, it is an orgy
of parcels, presents and parties all surround-
c¢d by an aura of sentimentality and pseudo-
goodwill, mostof which has little connection
with real life and even less with our Lord.

&
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Obviously, as soon as we recall that the cen-
tral figure of Christmas is a Baby, then it
naturally evokes much of what I have just
described. This is simply because people are
cmotionally responsive to a new born child.
But this was noordinary child. This was the
coming into our world of the Eternal Son of
God, and the peace and tranquility of the
manger was (and still is) deceptive, especial-
Ivif we look no deeper than the surface. His
coming may have inspired Judean shepherds
and Eastern astrologers to worship, butitalso
prov oked Herod to murder — and there is no
sentimentality attached to the death and
deprivation of innocent victims!

However, although our thoughts at this
time are properly focused upon the birth of
our Blessed Lord, we must (at the same time)
remember that He could not remain a ¢hild
forever. He had to grow up, humanly speak-
ing, and when He did, He challenged. the
beliefs, the conventions and the social
behaviour of the time. He scorned the self-
satisfied, was indignant with those “‘on the
make'' whilst being compassionate and

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Perhaps mostofall, as we think of the stable
in which the Infant Christ lay, we are apt to
forgetamid its simplicity and poverty, thatit
was there that the central act of the history
of mankind was begun. God-in-Christ entered
our world of time and space, to create by His
own life, death and resurrection the
possiblilty ofacompletely new dimension of
life for men and women. Here, focused in a
bare stable atthe back ofaJewishcountryinn,
the supreme fact of all human history is made
clear to us. God became man, through the
agency of Blessed Mary. For our peace, our
reconciliation and our salvation, God was
bornofanordinary woman, butintoa world
of make-believe, of tinsel, of paper decora-
tions and all the other externals which are
associated with Christmas. He was borninto
a world of slavery and sin, of strife and
selfishness, of devastation and disease, of
poverty and oppressive power. That is what
the world was like on the first Christmas Day.
That is what the world is like now. That is
what the world will always be like, until and
unless men and women accept Christ as He
is — their Lord and their Saviour. Itis easy to
mutter sentimental noises over the crib of a
new-born baby. It is equally easy to be sen-
timental and fanciful over the keeping of
Christmas. However, if we remeber —as we
should — that this Baby was born to die for
us, in the sense that He came to save the world
and its people through the perfect; complete
and self-less offering of Himself, then perhaps
our festivities will be keptin right perspective
and proportion.

The only proper réaction we can make to
this Festival (certainly, of the birth of the Babe
of Bethlehem, butalso the Victim of Calvary)
should be sorrow forour ownshort-comings
and sins, worship and adoration of the
God-made-manandareal sense of giving to
others, as He gave Himself to and for the
world.

May your Christmas be truly blessed with
much joy as you know your devotion and
allegiance to.our Lord Jesus Christ.

IN Mr J.H. Baker's
booklet, Mapledurham
Church and Village,
pubished in 1955 and
now out of print, is a
charming extract from
a  Victorian lady's
diary. The lady in ques-
tion was Harriet
Hewett who lived in
Quern’s Farm, Goring

Heath, where her
father was tenant
farmer. Harriet kept
diaries between

1844-53. They were
written in three exer-
cise books, one of these
containing notes on
sermons preached by
the Revd Lord
Augustus Fitz-
Clarence, Vicar of
Mapledurham. On
March 3, 1844 she
wrote:

“*On Sunday morn-
ing four of us rode to
Churchina cart drawn
by a carthorse — slow
but sure! — driven by
our man Tom. He is
what is generally

known as a nag-man.
He often drives us out
in the cart and amuses
us by relating anec-
dotes of his youthful
days.

‘*‘Mapledurham is a
very pretty village two
miles from here, the
Church of which we
always attend, it being
nearer Lo us than any
other. It is situated in
the valley amongst the
trees, and close to the
riverside, which gives
it a very quiet, solemn
appearance from the
hills above.

“The Vicar is the
Revd Lord Augustus
FitzClarence, whose
equal asareaderis not
often met with. ..
When we came out of
Church we walked
about a quarter of a
mile, when we arrived
at the ‘King's Arms’, at
which our cart had
been waiting."

had the unusual name
of Choke Pudding Hill.

At one time the
King's Arms was kept
by a Mr Charles
Aldridge and his wife,
andin hisday an enter-
tainment was regular-
ly held on Easter Mon-
day, the expenses of
which were charged to
the overseer's ac-
count. In 1806 Dinner
and Liquor at Easter
cost four pounds, four
shillings and
ninepence. There is a
story but how true,
that the inn was final-
ly closed by Squire
Blount of
Mapledurham  who
happened to be passing
on a certain Easter
Monday and hearingso
much noise and bad
language from men
playing a game of
quoits on the adjoining
green instructed that
the King's Arms should
cease to be the village
inn. Could its name
have come from the

allegiance to King
CharlesIby the owners
of the Mapledurham
Estate  who were
staunch Royalists? The
inn certainly was very
old for J.G. Robertson
writes in his “Tours
Round Reading™™ ap-
proximately 1850:
“The King's Arms kept
by Charles Aldridge
(was this a Charles
Aldridge Junior?) has
thick  walls, brick
floors and a profusion
of oak, indicating it as
beingof the past age.””
After its closure it
became the home of
the Roman Catholic
priest attached to
Mapledurham House
Later still it became a
private residence
belonging to the estate
and it can be found on
the right at the beginn-
ingof the track leading
from the Bottom of the
Mapledurham Hill
through to the Hard-
wicke estate.

somewhat decrepitbut
unique Horshoe
Bridge for horses tow-
ing barges across the
mouth of the Kennet,
but now used by
pedestrians, stand in its
path, though only the
latter would have to be
demolished. This can-
notbe done without D
of E consent, and
although listing does
not confer unqualified
protection, a delay is
inevitable until the
dispute is resolved.
Where aesthetic ap-
preciation  conflicts
with new roads it is
rather like David con-
fronting Goliath, (but
who won, after all?).
The controversial
part along Caversham
Road, has still notbeen
resolved. Tidal flow,
already in the pipeline,
seems the most likely
solution. There are no
firm plans either for the

Caversham  Bridge-
Norcot  roundabout
section, although

1993-94 are given as
likely dates. The two
narrow railway
bridges, heavily
defended by British
Rail, stand in the way,
making a busy road
between the railway
and the river a likely
option. Do we want
that? A railway line is
noisy fromtimetotime.
A road is noisy nearly
all the time.

The controversial
Third Thames Bridge
also appears with
forecast dates of
1993-94. It appears as
a local bridge with no
mention of a national
link-up. There are no
national or regional
plans forlinking the M4
with the M40. Any na-
tional plans for linking
the M3 with the M40

favour aroute much fur-

ther to the east. As this
would also cross sen-
sitive areas, it will cer-
tainly be fought there
tooth and nail.

Opponents of a third
bridge say however
that a local bridge is
wishful thinking, and
that it will receive no
national-fundingif it is

only for local use. A
local bridge, they
claim, would also draw

traffic' off ‘the M4''in *

search of a short route
through Oxfordshire.
Yet if this is to be no
more than a by-pass for
the present bridges
why should it attract
moretrafficthan, forin-
stance, the Dorchester
and Crowmarsh Gif-
ford by-passes and the
soon to be commenced

Cane End by-pass?
There is some
evidence that the

A34-M4 route is at last
starting to carry the
heavy lorries that
formerly used the
A4064 and there are
fears that they might
return if they knew
there was another
bridge across the
Thames. But this argu-
mentcould be applied
to by-passing Cane
End’s ‘winding road.
Caversham'’s winding
roads would still be
there.

The art of traffic
forecasting is complex.
With national car
ownership figures set
to rise inexorably,
something soon must
break. New roads can-
not possibly cope. Itis
anyone's guess what

will be happening by
the year 2000,

"Food “for' thought.

Caversham has the
highest ownership in
Reading and, Peppard
Ward has the highest
ownership of all.879%
of its residents have ac-
cesstoatleastone car.

TREES
ANGER and concern
have been aroused by
the felling of listed
trees on a prominent
site overlooking the
Warren.

Other speakers told
us of the need to re-
pent of the violence we
have done to God’'s
earth.

Professor Sam Berry
of University College,
London, included in
his talk a telling
statistic. North
America and Europe,
hesaid, ‘‘with only 8%
of the world's people
are responsible for
three-quarters of car-
bondioxide emisson."’

Such ' emissions ac-
count for around half
the gases which are
causing global
warming.

It is clear that whilst
we in the North are
responsible for most of
the warming, the peo-
ple of the southern
hemisphere will pay
the highest price. Ron
Elsdon, of University
College Dublin, said
that global warming
could mean that the
polar ice caps would
melt, melted ice flow
into the oceans, sea
levels rise, leading to
widespread flooding.
Low-lying countries
such as Bangladesh
and Egypt would be
especially badly hit.
Millions could be flood-
ed out of their homes.
The rich north is
therefore causing most
of the problem, the

much poorer south will
foot the bill.

Whatis our Christian
responsibility in face of
the injustice we are
perpetrating on others
—and toGod'searthin
general?

The need to be open
to what God wants us
to do surfaced many
times in the con-
ference — to discern
his hand, to read the
scriptures, to analyse
