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The Save the Children Fund was founded seventy years ago by a young
woman from Shropshire called Eglantyne Jebb. The plight of Austrian
children starving from the effects of the Allied Blockade inspired the
campaign she launched with her sister Dorothy. The response was
overwhelming. £400,000 had been raised by the end of the first year.

The charity went from strength to strength, its
resources being called upon by the needs of
children all over the world. During the war the
Fund’s efforts were concentrated in Britain and
thirty residential homes were set up to care for
evacuees in every part of the country.

After the war the work of the Fund expanded
overseas and disaster relief was the initial aim.
Korea, Agadir and Vietnam were areas of intense
suffering for children and SCF alleviated some of
it.

Long term work then developed from this
emergency work and mother and child health pro-
grammes have become the backbone of the work
done by SCF in the Third World. The policy of help-
ing families to help themselves has been
energetically pursued, for example, by enabling
villages to construct their own running water
supply.

SCF has responded to the needs of children in
many varied ways in Britain too. During the 1970s
the Fund expanded its work in Northern Ireland
providing care for children in both communities.
The Society tends to work quietly behind the
scenes in Britain though one is very aware of the
work done by the Fund abroad because of exten-
sive media coverage of disasters. One project
breaking new ground in this country is the In-
termediate Treatment scheme for young people in
trouble with the law. This is being developed in
cooperation with local authorities.

The Caversham Branch

The Caversham Branch of SCF was launched in
1974 by the Founder Chairman, Norman Kent. The
Honorary Secretary was Mrs Kate Besley and both
she and Mr Kent had previously served for a
number of years with the Reading Branch. Many
Caversham people have been members of the Fund
over the years and inevitably changes have taken
place.

The current chairman is John Mullaney, who has
been doing the job since 1983. He is aided by the
Honorary Secretary, Mrs Janet Offord. Norman
Kent is now the Press Relations Officer, while his
son, Roger, has given up a great deal of his spare

time over the past ten years to be the Trading
Officer.

Another veteran of the Caversham Branch is Mrs
Elsie South who has looked after the collecting
boxes throughout the Branch’s existence and is
looked upon as ambassador in Caversham.

Members have worked very hard over the years
in many fundraising events. The most outstanding
events held by the Branch were two gigantic Car-
nivals held in the grounds of the Oratory School
in 1976 and 1979 which raised hundreds of pounds.

There has been an endless list of sponsored
events over the years, including marathons, swims,
silences, parachute jumps — even a nine-hour
sponsored sermon by the Rector of Caversham.
The members have also organised coffee mornings,
Jumble Sales, Valentine Parties, Craft Fairs, and
many, many more events.

During its history the Branch has managed to
raise many thousands of pounds. This success is
due mainly to a small core of dedicated members,
two of whom have been recognised by Head Of-
fice. Miss Margaret Annison and Mr Norman Kent
have both been awarded SCF’s Certificate of Ap-
preciation for their service to the charity.

To celebrate seventy years of the Fund there is
a special SCF birthday week from 30th April to
6th May. For this the Branch badly needs more
volunteer helpers. An organised street collection
will be held during the week and on Saturday 6th
May there will be a collection in St Martin's
Precinct. If anyone feels they would like to help
with the collections the organisers would be very
grateful. If so, please could they get in touch with
Ian Brown on Reading 474201. Many fund raising
events are organised throughout the year so the
more volunteers the better.

The needs of children in this country and abroad
do not diminish unfortunately so the need for
money continually increases. If you feel you can
support in any way, please ring Janet Offord on
Reading 470903 if you are in a position to help
either by donation or practically.

For all of us life is a pilgrimage. We
were born to make this journey called
living, and every location where we
find ourselves is a staging-post, a
water-hole, a stopping-off point — i
order that we may go on to the next
part of our pilgrimage. Sooner or later
all of us will reach life’s destination,
whether we call it death or heaven —
and | believe that our destination is
governed by how we make the journey
here and now.

Whilst on the road all sorts of things
will happen to us. Sometimes we will
lose our way; other travellers will lead
us up to a dead-end, and sometimes
we will be temtped to take others up
the wrong road. If only we could be
sure of God’s direction or indeed that
he is there at all our journey could be
much more easy. Life would be so
much different, our uncertainties
would go and we could be sure that
we were on the right track.

What we have just celebrated at

Every journey can be
an Emmaus Road experience because
Jesus joins us as we trudge along. He
is now the Way, and because he rose
from the dead he is our constant com-
panion wherever our journey takes us.

In
the United States I know that someone
I love will be meeting me on the other
side; 1 am looking forward to being
with old friends 1 have made on my
previous exchange visits to churches in
Ohio, Tennessee and South Carolina.

Today you have needed the
milkman or the electricity worker who
have been vital in supplying your
needs. So too in the life of the chur-
ches here in Caversham, the Lenten
studies of the past few years have been
based on the theme — ‘Not Strangers,
but Pilgrims’. We need each other in
the variety of Christian experiences,
we are all travelling the same road,
and need to be united in the common
aim of pointing the way to the same
Jesus — to all the people who have lost
their sense of direction.

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FAITH IN THE CITY

The Church Urban
Fund is a practical
demonstration that
the Church is con-
cerned for and stands
with the deprived.

When the Ar-
chbishop of Canter-
bury’s Commission on
inner city deprivation
published its report,
‘‘Faithin the City,” in
1985 the statistics on
poverty, unemploy-
ment, overcrowding,
racial prejudice, anger
and depression, made
uncomfortable — in-
deed gruelling
reading. Certainly
many people in af-
fluent, middle-class
homes and offices fail-
ed to read it. But not
because we were indif-
ferent, or because we
didn’t care what was
happening to our city
neighbours. Far more
likely because so many
of us felt ourselves to
be powerless and
unable to help. The
problems seemed too
great, too diverse, too
deeply entrenched in
the structure of British
society for any in-
dividual or organisa-
tion to make a dent in
them. Rather than
take action, it was
easier to blame politi-
cians of all parties for
the vicious cycle of
decline over the
decades.

But ‘‘Faithin the Ci-
ty’’ was not a book
about despair. And it
isn’t sitting idly on
some dusty bookshelf
at the back of Church
House. Far from it!
Thousands of Church-
goers across England
have used it to take a
new look at the Chris-
tian call to ‘‘Love thy
neighbour’’.  Today,
‘‘Faith in the City’’ is
inspiring  congrega-
tions in city and rural
churches alike to take
stock of their wealth,
their poverty, and
their faith — and to
shout aloud an over-
whelming “YES to
unity, ‘“YES’ to com-
passion, and “‘YES'’ to
action in the inner
cities.

— IN ACTION

Targeting The Help

Asrecommended by
thereport, the Church
Urban Fund has been
set up to support the
work of Christians who
witness and serve in
places of deprivation
places where
neglect has given way
to a sense of almost
despair. Known as ur-
ban priority areas,
these are the most
disadvantaged regions
in the country — those
suffering from chronic
economic decline,
physical decay, and
social disintegration.
With the fewest com-
munity resources, they
house the highest pro-
portions of vulnerable
people — single-parent
families; battered
women; pensioners
living alone.

Not all Urban Priori-
ty Areasarein city cen-
tres. Some, like Kirkby
to the east of Liver-
pool, or Killingworth
outside Newcastle-
upon-Tyne, are huge
corporation estates on
the outskirts of cities —
planning disastersona
colossal scale, built
around industries
which for the most
part no longer exist to-
day. Many of the
housesstilldonothave
private baths or inside
w.c.’s. The over-
crowding levels in
some places are in-
tolerable. As one
Kirkby resident told
members of the Com-
mission, ‘‘People here
have to live in a
mistake.’’

Not many outsiders
visit these places. They
aren’t pretty. Highrise
flats stand alongside
vandalised shops and
derelict warehouses.
We tend to turn our
backs on them, or pre-
tend they do not exist.
A vicar from Greater
Manchesterin describ-
ing his parish sadly
concluded that he was
living ‘‘in an area that
is being treated with
hostility by the rest of
society."”’

But we should not be
surprised to learn that
here among the poor
and the oppressed, the
spirit of Christ is thriv-
ing. Those of us who
care about the unity of
the Body of Christ are
taking steps to nurture
it. Through the Church
Urban Fund support
can be channelled to
these most deprive
regions, and we in the
provinces can walk
alongside our city
neighbours, and treat
them as friends.

A New Message

Slowly we are learn-
ing from the mistakes
of the past. Previous
attempts to deal with
poverty by flooding
the problem with
money have generally
not met with success.
Controland manipula-
tion generates only
resentment, and too
often this kind of
“‘help’’ has erupted in
frustation and scenes
of ugly violence.
Rather than follow this
well worn path, those
involved in the
Church Urban Fund
are putting out a new
message.

Instead of directing
operations, our task is
to listen hard and find
out what inner city
parishes themselves
feel they most need to
regenerate their com-
munity spirit. By keep-
ingourmindsaswellas
our ears open, we can
learn to love and
understand our neigh-
bours better. It
amounts to a vote of
confidence in the ef-
forts of local congrega-
tions to help them-
selves.

All the projects being
funded are developed
from the ideas and in-
spiration of the local
people — and all are at
least ten per cent
financed by fund-
raising efforts within
their own parishes. So
local commitment to
the project is
demonstrated first,

BUS LANE FURORE
The uproar over the
l‘ proposed bus lanes looks
set to go on into the sum-
! mer or until the whole
idea is dropped. When
I'the scheme was first
| advertised, it met with a
| mixed reception. There
| were those who reacted
;immediately with horror
| at the thought of losing a
I'traffic lane into Reading
on a route that is already
40verburdened. The ma-
jority of road users, they
pointed out, were in cars,
yet a whole lane was to
be reserved for a mere
| sixteen buses an hour.
| Others saw it as a first
| step towards reducing
the domination of our
roads by the private car.
The time is approaching,
they argued, when towns
can no longer afford to
keep on catering for an
ever increasing number of
cars, both on the grounds
of cost and of pulling
themselves apart. It
would, they felt, be
worth giving the scheme
a trial.

At this stage, the bus
lane was in two sections,
with a break in Bridge
Street and over the
bridge. Suddenly the
County Council, not
hitherto noted for its ad-
vocacy of public trans-
port, flung a spanner in-
to the works by proclaim-
ing its support for a bus
lane, but an unbroken one
continuing along Bridge
Street and over the
bridge. This very much
altered the situation. The

The county, and not
the Borough, is the
Highways Authority, so
this is the scheme that is
to be pushed through. It
will be a case of all or
nothing, for if the plan is
a failure because of this
additional length, the
whole scheme will be jet-
tisoned, and not just this
controversial middle sec-
tion. Under the guise of
support for a progressive
scheme, the whole issue
has been put into
jeopardy.

Meanwhile the final
coup de grace was ad-
ministered by the police
announcing that they
were either unable or un-
willing to enforce parking
restrictions in Caversham
Road. Without this, no
bus lane could possibly
function. It is in fact a
waste of time and paint
| to lay out any alternative

schemes such as tidal
flow and urban clearways
if motorists are going to
be allowed to get away
with ignoring them.

The moral of all this is,
if you want to drive in
Reading and experience
delays, don’t grumble
because you yourself are
part of the cause for the
delays. Those who de-
pend on public transport
have got used to being
delayed by queues of
cars, and it looks as if
there is going to be no
relief for them. Yet one
bus equals a dozen cars.
How many cars do these
sixteen buses an hour
over the bridge
represent?

THE GREENING OF
READING

In the latter part of last
year, the Borough Coun-
cil issued its Green Plan
of Action for improving
the appearance of the
town. This dealt par-
ticularly with the planting
of trees (free trees were
even offered to people for
planting in their front
gardens) but also with
shrubs, flowers and the
maintenance of green
verges.

Priority, not surprising-
ly, is to be given to those
areas particularly lacking
in greenery, so Caver-
sham must not expect to
feature high on the list.
Basingstoke Road, the
least green main route in-
to Reading, will be one of
the first to benefit.

However, when it
comes . to giving a
welcoming appearance to
the main ‘Gateways' into
town, Caversham fea-

tures high. It is proposed
to put signs and plant
small landscaped areas at
these points, and Henley
Road, Woodcote Road
and Peppard Road will all
be treated this way.
Boaters too will be
welcomed by signs at the
point where the Thames
crosses the borough
boundary.

In addition, of the-thir-
teen woodlands within
the borough that are to be
protected and maintain-
ed, four are in Caver-
sham. The Warren, only
part of which is in public
ownership, is in particular
need of attention. lIts
trees form an important
part of the Reading river-
side scene.

However, talk of
‘Greening’ is all very well
when, in recent months,
too much has been heard
of felling or heavy pollar-
ding. In some cases, fell-
ing has been necessary,
but too often it seems to
have been done for con-
venience, the conve-
nience of buses, traffic,
developers, or just of
maintenance and not
because of any danger to
the public. Caversham
Road is a prime example
of tree loss out-weighing
tree gain. Private owners
are no better. It seems all
too easy to get a tree
labelled ‘dangerous’
when all that is really
wrong is that its leaves
block the gutters or it is
reducing the light.

Two listed copper
beech trees in Priest Hill
have suffered attacks
from a series of develo-
pers, each of whom have
contravened conditions
of the T.P.0.’s, confident
in the knowledge that no
one will notice and if they
do, they can’t do much
about it. If the trees sur-
vive British Telecom's re-
cent assaults they will be
lucky.

NEW LOOK FOR
THE TOWN
The Green Plan goes
hand in hand with the
Reading Centre Plan

which was the subject of
an article in last month’s
Caversham Bridge. The
Centre Plan aims, over
the course of five years,

! to improve the ap-

pearance and general
condition of the town.

Mr D.G. Filkin, Chief
Executive since last sum-
mer, looking at his do-
main with the fresh eye
of a new arrival, set
about the production of a
plan to reduce the town’s
faults, which we had
almost got to the point of
accepting as a matter of
habit, and to enhance the
town's assets which we
had taken for granted and
neglected. His task will
not be easy at a time
when the powers of local
government are being
eroded, its grants being
reduced, and the
pressures on it for im-
provements in services is
increasing. Of necessity
the Plan cannot be put in-
to immediate effect, but
as was pointed out in last
month’s issue, im-
provements are already
taking place. For one
thing, the most notorious
pot holes have gone.

Mr Filkin will be the
speaker at the Annual
General Meeting of
Caversham and District
Resident’s Association,
when he will doubtless
say something about the
Centre Plan. Visitors will
be welcome at the
meeting which will take
place on 10th April at
8.00pm at Church
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House, Church Street.

BUGS BOTTOM

The Secretary of State
has once more declined
to re-open the Public In-
quiry. He wrote to say
that he already had suffi-
cient information on
which to base his final
decision, which he pro-
posed to make at the end
of February, to which
date he had further ex-
tended the period to
allow the Borough and
the developers to reach
the agreement about
planning conditions.

If the issue had been
clear and the need over-
whelming, all that could
possibly justify the
destruction of Hemdean
Valley, then a decision
would have rapidly been
reached. An adverse
decision, made now must
therefore be a bad one
and its results will stand
for all time.

Winter Comfort

Soon winter was ap-
proaching and with
Christmas only a few
weeks away over
eighty pounds’ worth
of wine was ordered
and paid ‘for in
November.
