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A WEEK AT TAIZE

A group of 13 people, eight Methodists and five Anglicans
have just returned from a week’s visit to the world famous
Community at Taize in France. Leonard Burn writes a first
report this month. More news about the visit will appear in the
October edition.

WE WENT TO
TAIZE

IT IS IMPOSSIBLE to express in words or pictures the experi-
ence of being in Taize for a week, which thirteen people from
Caversham were privileged to enjoy from August 22 to 29.
Hopefully different impressions from other members of the
group concerning the life at Taize will appear next month, but
two features stand out above everything else, namely worship
and fellowship.

Over 1,500 people, mainly young, on their knees in silent
prayer has a certain compulsion, and everyone was present at
the worship three times a day. The beauty of the worship lies in
its simplicity, using Psalms, Scripture readings in a variety of
languages, familiar phrases such as Kyrie eleison and Alleluia,
music and silence. One of the most impressive times was
Saturday night. During the service of preparation for Sunday
there is the great acclamation Marantha (the Lord has come)
and' instantly the candles which everyine holds are lit and the
enormous Church is filled with light.

The sharing we experienced in Church was translated into
tremendous fellowship in everything else. The day to day:
housework depended upon mutual cooperation and help and all
went smoothly (there was not a single piece of litter to be seen —.
rather different from Richfield Avenue after the Pop Festival !).
Progress in discussion groups was slow owing to the continual
need to translate, but no one became impatient. There was a
great deal of spontaneous singing, dancing and alughter.

All in all we relearnt that God is our
Father, i.e. the basis of our relationship
with Him is simplicity and trust, and that
as his children we belong to one another
whatever our colour, language or denomi-
nation may be.

CANTERBURY AND YORK was simply this: ‘“ What sort of society do
we want?” It is always harder to be positive than negative but I hope that
every reader of this paper, whether they would call themselves Christ-
ians or not,would say without hesitation ‘“ We do not want a society
which seeks for entertainment a film which is a travesty of historical
fact and which is concerned to portray Jesus Christ as both an adulterer
and a homosexual.” Appearing on television Mr Thorsen said that he

supposed his proposed film about our Lord could be regarded as.

pornographic. Let us then make it quite plain to him and all connected
with him that, without in any sense being Puritanical, we believe that
there are bounds of decency which both Christians and non-Christians
are not prepared to see transgressed. And I.hope we can assume that the
British Actors Equity Association which took a firm, and I believe a very

proper stand in regard to apartheid, stopping its members from perform-.

ing in South Africa, will equally in this matter defend basic Christian
principals when our Lord is threatened with what millions of people can
only regard as blasphemy.

CENSORSHIP

Censorship is always a dangerous practice because it can seriously
curtail genuine freedom. But just as it is only plain commonsense to
impose restrictions on the bringing of animals into this country to avoid
spreading rabies, it would seem reasonable to impose restrictions on the
making of a film which could do real damage to our minds. And it is
nonsense to argue that the film is endeavouring to speculate about the
earthly life of Christ. Such speculation can be legitimately done in the
lecture room or the columns of a serious journal, but not through the
medium of a film which is out to entertain large audiences because it
would be sensational.

GET OUT YOUR WRITING PAPER

The Archbishops of Canterbury and Westminster have both made their
voices heard. But their lead needs to be backed up by a great many
ordinary voters writing to their Member of Parliament. Those of us in
that part of Caversham within the borough of Reading should write to Mr
A. Durant at Hill House, Surley Row, and those of us in Caversham Park
or Mapledurham to Mr M. Heseltine at the House of Commons, West-
minster, SW1. Members of Parliament do take note of what their
constituents write to them and it is their responsibility to make it more
than plain to the Home Secretary that we will not tolerate films of this
kind. But if of course you think our Lord should be the central figure of a
pornographic film, then take no action.

WHAT SORT OF SOCIETY?

Let me now briefly outline the sort of society I believe we should want.
It would be the kind of society where the sort of happenings reported in
our columns were dominant, a society producing the Corrymeela Com-
munity, a society sending nurses to Angola with the Red Cross, a society
whose young members were inspired by the ideals of the Taize Commun-
ity (you can read about all these things in this issue), a compassionate

and caring society sponsoring the Bridge Scheme of Social Service and

the Link Group, a society that witnesses to faithfulness in marriage and
not to adulterous practices — in fact a society based on the life and
example of Jesus Christ as that life was and not as Mr Thorsen imagines
it to have been. But if the proposed film helps us to re-examine our
priorities Mr Thorsen will unwittingly have done some good. For his
plans have sparked off a debate, and if Europe was still Christian neither
he nor anyone else would be contemplating the making of such a film —
nor would many of the other films, which have been shown in our
cinemas of recent years and which have disgraced the film industry,
ever have been made. So he challenges us to make up our minds — do we
want a society that is influenced by pornographic films or by Jesus
Christ? We have to choose, and when a choice is made many people in
Caversham — many readers of this newspaper will have to come off the
fence on which they sit and realise that the only honest course is to
identify themselves with Jesus Christ by joining in the worship life and

ULSTER — CHRISTIANS —
CORRYMEELA

The Corrymeela Community came into being ten years ago when a group of
students from the Belfast University Chaplaincies which had made contact
with Taize in France, Agape in Italy and Iona in Scotland decided there
should be a similar community in Northern Ireland. Corrymeela is a group of
Christians believing themselves to be called together as a community: TO BE
an instrument of God’s peace TO SERVE their society, and TO SHARE in the
life of the Church.

Corrymeela is a surgeon, a youth worker, a housewife, a minister, a priest, a
retired railwayman, a student, a school teacher and about 70 others. Member-
ship is open to all Christians who accept the statement 0{ bgllef, undertake to
play a part in the spiritual life of the community, to share in its work to care for
other members and to give to its funds. v .

The Community has centres at Ballycastle, Co. Antrim and in Belfast. But the
Community is primarily where its members are, in their lives and in their
work. The centre at Ballycastle is a large barn-like building looking out to sea
and Rathlin Island. Some years ago in order to help pay its way the community
began organising a series of conferences. And with the troubles beginning
with a vengeance in 1969 this group of people working for “reconciliation” —
with a house and with an ecumenical commitment — plunged into
emergency action. An intensive programme of caring for people from the
areas of stress evolved, as families, the elderly, teenagers, children, all in
need of a change, rest, a respite from the horrors and violence in the cities
were brought out to Corrymeela and the peace it was able to provide.

NO NEED TO WHISPER

“ A place where people don’t need to whisper ” says one of the community’s
pamphlets, and this tells as much about life in Northern Ireland as it does
about Corrymeela. Up at the Ballycastle house and in follow-up activities in
Belfast and other towns and cities people can meet as people and talk to one
another instead of at one another. Recent conferences and discussions have
dealt with subjects such as Family Life in a Violent World, The Police and
Community, Mixed Marriages, The Captivity of the Laity as well as Christian
Life Styles, the theme of Corrymeela just after Christmas.

LONDON CORRYMEELA VENTURE

" The London Corrymeela Venture exists to support and help the community
develop. It has undertaken to raise money needed for the building of a chalet
village and community centre for the Ballycastle site.

How can one help? Everyone can pray for those working in the community
and for the work they are doing. A contribution could be sent to the London
Venture Appeal, or one could become a “ friend ” of the community.

“ Remember the need for reconciliation is not confined to Ireland it does
not just involve Catholics and Protestants, it involves the whole of creation.”

But
I suppose that really
sums up what. so many
youngsters of the parish
feel about Leonard and
Jennie Burns who are
leaving us for pastures
new.

Fortunately for me,
one young lady was a
little more coherent —
in fact, she welcomed
the opportunity to say
an enormous thank you
on behalf of so many of
her friends for every-
thing Leonard and Jen-
nie have done for them
in their four and a half
years at St Barnabas’.
Their house, she says,
had an ever-open door;
nobody was ever turned
away, whatever domes-
tic crisis prevailed at
the time, and if the chil-
dren’s baths were a bit
sketchy while other
peoples problems were
discussed, well that was
all part of the wonder-
fully informal and wel-
coming atmosphere that
the young people found
at ‘St Barnabas’ House.
Officially, of course,
they were responsible

for running the Youth
Fellowship Group and
the Genesis Group, for
the younger members;
but it is for their unoffi-
cial welcome that they
will be best remem-
bered.

Nor was this confined
merely to the youngs-
ters; Jennie and
Leonard found time for
everyone who
wanted them and this in
spite of the fact that
apart from his local
church duties, Leonard
also did a great deal of
hospital work, including
the organisation of
interpreting for those
who needed it and help-
ing with the hospital
radio.

Sellyoak Hospital

As most people will
already know, Leonard
is now going to work as
full-time chaplain at
Sellyoak Hospital —
lucky patients! They
will be living in a house
on the premises, so it is
difficult to imagine the
ever-open door being
closed, and though it is
hard to say what they
will actually find them-
selves doing, it requires
little imagination to pic-
ture the house full of
trainee nurses, many far
from home.

EMMER GREEN
OLD PEOPLE’S
HOMES

At the last meeting of the Council’s Environ-
ment Committee approval was given for the
provision of 27 two-person units for elderly
people together with a house for a Warden. 2.9
acres will be left for future expansion of the
school, for allotments and as a “ green wedge %
on the golf course side of the site. Because of
the complexity and danger of the St Barnabas
Road / Grove Road junction access will have to
be via Eric Avenue — but, as many people have
requested, Eric Avenue will remain a cul-de-
sac. Despite representations no space has been
allowed for future provision of Community
Centre facilities adjacent to the present Youth

Club.

Caversham Links

Naturally they have
very mixed feelings
about leaving. Leonard
himself says how very
happy he has been work-
ing with the Rector and
his colleagues in the
parish. And of course
there will always be a
very strong link with
Caversham since both
their sons, Simon, 3%
and Alexander, just one
year, were born in the
parish. Youth apart, the
number of communic-
ants has certainly
increased since their
arrival and the whole
atmosphere of the
church in their district
is a very happy one.

It may sound trite, but
it is nevertheless true
that they will be hard to
replace and we are
sorry to see them go. We
wish them every happi-

ness in their new job.

ON CALL

If casual remarks, both direct and overheard,
are anything to go by, many people seem to
regard my imminent move to Selly Oak Hospital
as a move towards lighter duties, even semi-
retirement when in fact the reverse is the case.
What then does the hospital chaplain do?

There is the obvious ministry to Christians in
the hospital by administering the Sacraments
and general pastoral care; just as medical
responsibility passes from the GP to the hospital
doctors so the responsibility for the spiritual
needs of the patient passes from the parish priest
to the chaplain during the stay in hospital.

Entering hospital for whatever reason always
means some form of crisis for the person involved
and their family, and many people at such times
appreciate a visit from the chaplain. It is no use
thinking that those who want to see the chaplain
will ask because people are naturally shy and the
high proportion of part-time staff means that it
takes a long time for the chaplain to be
immediately recognised by everybody. This
means that the staple diet of the work is the ward
round, that is visiting every patient in the hospi-
tal starting at bed one and going on to bed 600
and whatever, and then going back and starting

again. With the very rapid turnover it is imposs-
ible to see everyone but it is a mistake to think
that short stay surgical patients need visiting less
than long term medical ones.

The chaplain is chaplain to the whole hospital
and a valuable part of his ministry is with the
staff. He is the only completely neutral person
who can move freely through grades and depart-
ments and be equally at home in the consultants’
rest room as the kitchen. Anyone can go to the
chaplain knowing that he has no departmental or
medical axe to grind.

The chaplain generally takes part in the nurses
training programme and has a special responsi-
bility in making them feel at home in strange
surroundings, especially those from overseas. At
Selly Oak there is a further responsibjlity for

A thing that many people do not realise is that
the chaplain is always on call, day and night. If
one goes away for a night then one must arrange
for someone else to take calls. If one goes out for
the evening or just into town then one must tell
the switchboard.

Life in hospital is going to be different from life
in Caversham. There will not be the pressure of
public speaking, a relief in my case, not the
burden of so many necessary evening meetings, a
relief in anybody’s case. The house will no longer
be full of teenagers which will be an acute loss.
But Selly Oak and Caversham will prove alike in
one basic respect: of hard work and fun, and it is
strange how the two seem to go together so often,
there will be no shortage.

Early on the first day of September. And the area
between Richfield Avenue and-the river a
Saragossa Sea of castaway cans and bottles, plastic
sheets and plastic cups, newspapers and every
manner of throwaway artifact.

So just as Wil-
liam Booth asked why the devil should have all the
best tunes, so some regular visitors to the Festival
are asking why should not the Monday of the
holiday be given up to a day of music for the
multitude of squares who have left their teens
behind but still retain a love for the more estab-

lished popular musie, for brass bands and Glen
Miller, Gilbert and Sullivan and jazz.

Next year is the Queen’s Silver Jubilee and
Reading will mark the occasion, though like
everyone else we will have to respect the economic
realities and pitch our ventures in a low key.

Bit it need not be a muted key if advantage can be
taken of the facilities and expertise of the Harold
Pendleton organisation who have been so success-
ful in promoting the Rock Festivals. Working in
partnership, the Corporation and Mr Pendleton
could put on a show on August Monday that would
appeal to the residents of Reading and Caversham
who feel the pop scene is not for them. In the
afternoon and early evening there could be a series
of concerts by some of our fine local talent — the
Reading Youth Orchestra, the Les Lawrence
Orchestra, the Salvation Army Band and choral
groups, to name but a few, all set around the star
attraction of a nationally famous military band.
The evening could end with a session of real jazz,
which no doubt Chris Barber, one of the Rock
Festival organisers, would be only too glad to
arrange.

This is the idea that has the support of some of

the councillors, press representatives and entrep-
reneurs who were involved with this summer’s
event. Objections there may be, not least from
those who think the riverside should be a place of
peace and rest and not given up to mechanical
razzmatazz on a summer holiday.

part of the arena would have to be covered. But
with the help of the Pendleton professionals the
organisational snags could be overcome and Read-
ing would mount a Bank Holiday musical enter-
tainment that would have local and national
appeal and provide something for everybody at a
reasonable cost.

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“THE BEST KNIGHT

WHO EVER LIVED"

by M. K.

Those were the words used in 1219 by John Langton,
Archbishop of Canterbury, when he buried 82 years old
William, first Earl of Pembroke, Earl Marshal of England and
Lord of the Castle of Caversham.

As the most powerful knights of the realm
stood around the graveside in the Church of the
Knights Templar, Cardinal Langton addressed
them. “ Lords,” he said: ** You see what the life of
the world is worth. Behold, all that remains of the
best knight who ever lived . . . we have here our
mirror, you and | Let each man say his paternoster
that God may receive this Christian into His Glory
and place him among His faithful vassals, as he so
well deserves.”

CONKERS WITH THE KING

Great words. So who was this old man who
apparently had such an immense impact and
influence in England during some' of her most
troubled times.

Born in 1136, William the Marshal was a land-
less younger son of an English nobleman; who
was himself Marshal to King Stephen. While still a
lad he had been held hostage by Stephen when
the latter had been barred from his castle at
Newbury by the boy’s father. So from an early age
William had been involved in his country’s power
struggle. What must he have felt as he was led
out under a tree in full view of his father watch-
ing, no doubt, on the battlements of the royal
stronghold he had occupied? Did he think his last
hour was near, for he must have seen, and
certainly knew about, the barbarous ways of
fighting men and realised his father was in revolt
against his monarch. However, all was well and a
few days later he was actually seen outside
Stephen’s tent playing conkers with the King.
Perhaps this treatment he received at the hands
of his father’s royal enemy may have influenced
him in later life, for he is recorded as being a
simple, pious and courteous man, ever-ready to
forgive others. He was probable the very embodi-
ment of chivalry in the best sense of the word. He

 served many sovereigns in his long life and stood
by each one steadfast andfaithful. Stephen, Henry

I, Richard |, John and in his last years, John's
young son and heir Henry .

It was John who was the most difficult task-
master, stretching his Marshal’s endurance to the -
ultimate. But he recognised the old man's integ-
rity and was known to have once remarked: “ |
deem him the most loyal knight who was ever
born in my lands.” It was William the old and
experienced statesman, as well as soldier, who
stood between the King and the Barons at Run-
nymede, acting as go-between at the signing of
the Magna Carta. Before he died John said this to
his followers: “ For God’s sake, do you beg the
Earl Marshal that he pardon me the wrongs | did
him, for which | do repent me fully, for he has
always served me loyally and betrayed me never,
whatever | might do or say in his spite. For God’s
sake, my lords, pray he may pardon me, and as |
am more sure of his faith than any other’s, | beg
you will give my son into his care, for he can never
hold his lands except through him.” How much
one can read between these lines. Perhaps, at
last, John saw just how difficult he had been.
Certainly he realised what support he had
received from this most loyal subject, who har-
boured no bitterness or wish for revenge.

A GOLD BRACELET FOR A CROWN

As the French had a strong foothold in England
at the time and were endeavouring to gain the
country for themsleves, -the child was crowned
immediately at Gloucester cathedral. His crown,
according to some, a gold bracelet belonging to
his mother, but first he was knighted by the then
80 years old William. For as one wrote:  None
other of us measure up to him. It is William who'
must gird the sword upon the knight.”

For the next two years the Earl Marshal strug- -
gled on to rid the country of the French, freeing
Marlborough, Southampton and Winchester.
Then in spite of his age he fought yet another

battle. This time it was to be his last. It was also
to be the turning of the tide in England’s struggle
with the invaders. Prince Louis of France had
forces besieging Lincoln castle and although they
were more numerous than the English William
and his men were victorious. The Marshal was so
enthusiastic to go into battle that he forgot his
helmet and had to go back or send for it ! There is
no doubt about it he enjoyed a bit of a bash up at
times for one contemporary writer said: “ They
discovered William kneeling with his head on the
anvil while the smith laboured with hammer and

-tongs to draw off his helmet which had been

beaten out of shape and driven on his head by the
force of the blows received in the tournament.”
Apparently for him' there was nothing like a good
joust !

Early in 1219 the old man felt he could help
England no more. He went to his young monarch’
and said: ”* Sire, | pray God that if ever | have done
anything displeasing to Him, He will give you the
grace to be a true knight. If it should happen that
you follow the example of some evil ancestor, |
pray Him not to grant you a long life.”” Henry Il
lived to the age of 65 and his reign of 56 years was
the longest in the Middle Ages.

As spring came that year and the willows
beside the Thames turned from gold to green and
the grass on hill and valley became lush once
more; when villagers turned out starving cattle
into the mead and the cuckoo sang, the Earl
Marshall died at his castle in Caversham. Perhaps
this was his favourite home, for he must have had
many estates, yet he ended his days near this
little Oxfordshire village. His body was taken
across the Thames to lie in state in newly built
and still incomplete Reading Abbey. From there it
was taken down to the Abbey’s watergate and by
boat along the Thames to London. William the
Marshal, first Earl of Pembroke had fought the
good fight and was finally laid to rest.

Surely here was a man who made as much
impact in his day as Sir Winston Churchill in his
greatest years. Over seven centuries have gone
by and dimmed this life story. It is almost imposs-
ible to realise the man unless he is studied and
fortunately there are plenty of sources from
which to do so. This last episode will again
reinforce what has already been said. On hearing
his son Louis had been finally defeated in Eng-
land, King Philip of France posed this question,
 Does William Marshal still live?”” When the
answer came back in the affirmative, Philip paid
his enemy the highest tribute, "’ Then | fear not for
my son.”

WHERE, O WHERE

Just where the long vanished castle at Caver-
sham was sited no one really knows, though a
few have their theories. Could it have been some-
where in the region of Caversham Park? The
Thames was as good a way to travel in those
days, and probably safer, and it has been said that
the original road from London came over the
Chilterns from Henley via Dunsden down to the
Thames. Perhaps there was a ford somewhere, as
in those day there was to be no bridge for another
sevel years. If so the ford was probably near
Caversham Lock, for it is in that area on the
Reading bank that the great Abbey had its water-
gate. On the Oxfordshire bank is Dean’s Farm
about which | wrote a recent article and men-
tioned that the present tenant had never, in the
last thirty years, known it to flood, the house and
buildings being built on a slight rise which
was almost certainly man made as there are signs
of hard rubble and brick. These, too, are evident in
the one field that separates the homestead from
the river bank. Can there have been some form of
causeway through this water meadow to the
Thames to another watergate belonging to the
castle? Perhaps we shall one day find answers. It
would be interesting to know where the ‘castle
was; it is such a large building to have vanished
so completely. The fact that it belonged to such a
dynamic character as William the Marshal, and
later his five sons, all in turn Lord of Caversham
and two Earl Marshal, makes its discovery the
more fascinating to contemplate.

PARISHES OF CAVERSHAM AND
MAPLEDURHAM

Arrangements
regarding weddings
and funerals

Weddings: Those-
wishing to be married in
any of the five.Church of
England Churches
should contact the
clergy whose names
appear on page 12,
Dates for weddings are
not arranged more than
six months in advance.
Weddings may only take
place in the parish in
which either the bride
or bridegroom lives or is
on the church electoral
roll. The fact that a
parent of the bride or
bridegroom lives in the:
parish is not sufficient;
one of those being mar-
ried must have proper
residential qualifica-

tions during the period
that the banns are
called.

Funerals: It is the
responsibility of the
clergy of the Church of
England to conduct the
funeral service of any-
one resident in the par-
ish who is not a member
of a non-Anglican
Church. Relatives are
reminded that it is
important that they con-
tact the clergy before
making any approach to
an undertaker. Funerals
have inevitably to be
arranged at short
notice, and failure to
contact the clergy first
can lead to misunder-
standing in making the
arrangement.

Fees: The fees which
are charged in connec-

tion with marriages and
funerals are statutory.
They include charges
for the use of the church
and the payment of the
verger. Money received

“as clergy fees is made

over to the Diocesan
Board of Finance for the
purpose of clergy
stipends in the diocese
of Oxford. The clergy do
not themselves indi-
vidually benefit from
conducting any wedding
or funeral services.

Additional fees are
also charged for the ser-
vices of an organist,
choir and bell ringers
when these are
requested. A charge is

‘also made if a request is

received for the heating
of the church.

Antique Church
Treasure saved
from decay

A new, and yet very
old ornament to St Mar-
garet’s Church will be
seen at Harvest Thank-
sgiving this year. Last
year, while getting the
church ready for Easter,
a beautifully embroi-
dered and clearly anti-
que altar frontal was
found, after being hid-
den away for years.
Though it was sadly
faded and frayed, and
tragically spoiled by
damp, the beauty of the
main central design of
an urn with flowers in
many colours of silk was
still quite visible.

No record of the fron- '

tal could be found in any
of the lists of church
property, and it
remained something of
a mystery. Some thought
it might be French, and
early 19th-century.
Others suggested it was
late Victorian. But what-
ever its origin, its condi-
tion was now getting
worse, and yet it was
tragic not to use it. It
was brought out once or
twice for great Festivals
last year, but so delicate
was it that it soon
became obvious that
using it at all was doing
it no good.

At this point, Mrs
Margery Palmer step-
ped in. Mrs Palmer is a
needlewoman with
much experience in fine
embroidery, and she
offered to see whether
anything could be done
for the frontal. After
consulting friends and
colleagues, Mrs Palmer
decided the fabric
would not stand a nee-
dle at all. But even so
she managed with care-
ful use of glue and sci-
ssors, and by fitting a
new edging, to halt the
decay and so save the
frontal for future use.

The work was finished
soon after Easter this
year, and the first major
occasion of its use is

Harvest. By a happy
chance, just as the work

-was nearing completion

an old inventory from
1919 was found, and
here was mentioned, “ A
white embroidered Ita-
lian frontal, early 18th
century, given by Lady
Mary Mills.” Perhaps,
then, this is the answer
to the questions. All the
members of St Mar-
garet’s give in any case
their most grateful
thanks to Mrs Palmer for
of all her care in saving
this lively piece of work.

IS THIS THE RIGHT ROUTE?

Support is mounting daily for the meeting to
query Oxfordshire County Council’s proposal
to designate the A4074 (the road from Crow-
marsh via Woodcote to Caversham) a major
lorry route and it is expected that Thameside
Sechool will be filled to capacity on October
11 at 7.45pm. Please apply for a window poster
if you are not already displaying one (phone
477899 or 472300). It is important that local
opinion makes itself heard on this subject.
Evidence is beginning to emerge that
informed public opinion is beginning to have
some effect on road programmes.

MARINA

Most Caversham people will agree with the
Borough Planning Committee that a marina
for 350 boats and parking for 500 cars on the
site of worked-out paved excavations between
Caversham and Sonning must be opposed on
grounds of inadequate access via Star Road
and doubt as to its need until the Waterways
Group has reported on mooring facilities in
the Thames and Kennet. Queues of boats at
the locks throughout the summer, apart from
the restrictions imposed by the drought, raise
the question of how many more pleasure craft
the middle Thames can adequately cope with.

A publication entitled ‘ Central Berkshire

BY WATCHDOG

Structure Plan: Report of Survey” is not
calculated to attract a rush of readers in
search of a bedside book. However, those
overcoming their initial reluctance will find
within its covers a mass of information on the
state of central Berkshire in the mid 1970’s.
Central Berkshire is the area bounded on the
north by the Thames and the south by the
Hampshire border, and extending from
approximately Streatley to Aldermaston,
Ascot to Henley. The report is a useful work of
reference for most aspects of community life
in the area.

On population for instance, we learn that
this is above the national average for children
in spite of a falling.birthrate since 1966, but
below average for retired people On housing,
25 per cent of Reading’s housing lacks the
exclusive use of the basic amenities. For
transport, it concludes that ‘‘solutions
requiring large scale investment may have to
be found for some problems.” It gives the
opinion that large glass and concrete build-
ings rarely harmonise with the styles found in
old market towns, to whichh many will give a
fervent ¢ Hear, hear.” As for pollution, the
area is below the national average, though

four tips need regular monitoring to see they
do not pollute ground water supplies, but the
worst pollution comes from the noise of
traffic.

In an interesting appendix there is a list of
the top thirty wards in the whole of Berkshire
suffering from “ stressful housing,” meaning
householders not having the exclusive use of
the basic amenities. One is not surprised to
learn that the older town centre wards of
Reading are included in this number, but
perhaps scarcely expected Slough to feature
so stongly. Not only do Slough’s wards occupy
the top positions but they also take ten places
out of the total. Most surprising of all is that
Thames, the ward which is a byword for
privilege and exclusiveness, should occupy
the 24th place. The explanation of course is to
be found in the larger old houses now in
multi-occupation. Caversham does not feature
in the list at all.

The whole survey is to be used as the basis
for producing the Central Berkshire Struc-
ture Plan (groan, groan), which will affect all
of us. It is unfortunate that this report became
available at the beginning of July and com-
ments were requested by the end of August,
right across the holiday period. However, it is
understood that comments can be made after
that date. The Caverham Library has copies of
the report or it may be purchased (£2.50) from
Berkshire Planning Department at Alpha
House, King’s Road, Reading.

EXPERIENCES OF A BRITISH NURSE

“In December last year, I was asked to join a
British Red Cross medical team leaving on
December 30 to work in Angola for three months.
The team comprised an orthopaedic surgeon,
anaesthetist, general practitioner and four nurses
and was to work under the auspices of the Interna-
tional Committee of the Red Cross. The ICRC had
given a medical team to areas controlled by each of
the three rival movements in the civil war. The
British team worked at a Roman Catholic mission
hospital in the town of Vouga some hundred miles
from the principal southern city of Huambo (for-
merly Nova Lisboa), under the control of UNITA,
the Union for the Total Independence of Angola.

DISEASE AND SEVERE INJURIES

“ The Portuguese and Spanish nuns and doctors
had left the hospital prior to Independence, leav-
ing some 20 Angolan nurses and ancillary staff. The
team was to provide a medical service for the
entire population including the war casualties
from all sides in the conflict. While based at Vouga,
we were to visit other hospitals in the area to do

clinics as these had no doctors, although acute fuel
shortage limited our visits. Severely ill patients
were brought back to Vouga in our‘ ambulance ’ —
the Red Cross Land Rover.

“On arrival, we found the hospital full with
patients in badly applied plaster casts, with severe
infections and whose bones were not uniting cor-
rectly. A programme of corrective surgery and
intensive physiotherapy was instituted. The hospi-
tal was relatively sophisticated for the area but
obviously not up to our standards. The team treated
patients with many types of tropical diseases, tropi-
cal ulcers, tuberculosis and various kinds of mod-
erate to severe malnutrition among all age groups
of both sexes. We also dealt with some complicated
births. We sometimes had to deal with up to 70
malnourished and sick patients arriving together.
Due to the acute fuel shortage, war casualties often
did not reach us for 24 or 48 hours, therefore

“The surgeon left the team after six weeks and
the anaesthetist two weeks later.

INDEED you do: More
than 1,000 letters have
given me the courage I
needed to live as one who
“ pelieves and trusts in
the Communion of
Saints, the forgiveness of
sins and the resurrection
to life everlasting.” I
wish that I could reply to
each one of you as per-
sonally as you have writ-
ten to me, but obviously I
must do my best with this
page of print, or I shall
never get back to work !
First let me thank you
very simply but pro-
foundly for your prayers
and your letters, and all
kinds of helpful thoughts
and experiences. You
have seemed very close
to me these last few
weeks, even if you live in
Australia.
I do not think I could,

or should, attempt to tell
you exactly how my
Gwenda faced her death.
But you must know that
on the Eve of the Trans-
figuration she said:

“ Please tell the diocese
how marvellous it has
been,” and to our chil-
dren: “ Thank you for
being you.”” Towards
evening she became a lit-
tle frightened and asked
for Holy Communion,
which I at once adminis-
tered. She took part in
the service in a clear and
lively voice, and at the
end of it she said: “ That
was a VERY good idea.”

For her last journey,
then, she prepared as
practically and methodi-
cally as s{m had packed,
only a fortnight earlier,
for a week’s holiday she
was utterly determined
we should have together
in the Black Mountains
of Wales. We thank her
for being her, and we
thank God for giving her
{0 us.

On our wedding day
the present Bishop of
Newcastle gave her this
prayer which she kept in
her handbag. I think
some of you may find it as
helpful as I do now.

“The God of Heaven §0
join you now, that you
may be glad of one
another all your lives;
and when He which hath
joined you shall separate
you, may He again stab-

ing myself, another nurse and a doctor in Vouga.

“ For the most part we were not involved in the
war. However we did experience some gunfire
when the town and hospital were taken over by the
advancing troops of the Popular Movement for the
Liberation of Angola, MPLA. Once it was realised
that the team was working with the International
Committee of the Red Cross, a strictly neutral
organisation, we were treated with civility and
respect.

“For the last three weeks of our stay, we had no
electricity or running water. These had been some-
what erratic prior to this. We had a small generator
to work our radio for our twice daily contacts with
the ICRC delegation in Huambo and even this
eventually broke down in spite of our doctor’s
efforts at repair! So we used torches, candles and
oil lamps at night and the local village boys helped
to carry water from the stream for us. Water had to
be boiled over wood fires and operations per-
formed by lamplight.

RED CROSS AS A TRACING AGENCY

“ After our surgeon and anaesthetist left,
patients requiring major surgery had to be trans-
ferred, in the Land Rover and after initial treat-
ment, to a Protestant mission hospital run by a
Canadian doctor and nurse who had worked in the
area for more than 25 years. The journey was 50
m‘les along a bad dirt road made worse by tropical
rainstorms and which were rather treacherous in
the dark.

“The marvellous work of the Red Cross in
Angola in addition to medical help and the provi-
sion of supplies and equipment, also included a
tracing agency helping to reunite families split by
the war and we were able to help carry messages
during our visits to other hospitals.

“It was very sad to see the results of civil war.
There were many young men with amputated arms
and legs who had no hope of obtaining the sophisti-
cated artificial limbs available here and no chance
of rehabilitation to help them adapt their way of
life.

“We know that the ICRC operations in Angola
were very much appreciated there and we all found
that we gained a great deal from the mission,”

LONDON has its big red
buses; Paris, the grand
Metro; in Venice the
scenario is the Gondola;
and in Vienna the popu-
lation circulates on the
antique tramway system.
This great city, stretch-
ing away on both sides of
the Danube, welcomes
all young people under
15 to tour its imperial
attractions at no cost,
during the month of
August. Trams, buses
and even trains within
the city’s boundary fall
within the offer, with one
stipulation; to politely
vacate the seat if an adult
is standing.

Not being accustomed
to such generous democ-
racy, I nervously
accepted the invitation of
the City Fathers, and
took in tow a string of
youngsters from the two
Caversham Boys’ Clubs.
We boarded the Under-
ground train to Schoen-
brunn Palace, the ancest-

ral residence of the
Hapsburg dynasty. The
ticket inspector watched
amusingly. No fuss or
bother, no identification
nonsense. A kind smile,
and ‘— “ English boys?
Nothing to pay!” That
was sufficient to reas-
sure me the Under-15's
had not aberrated in any
way.

The exemption
privileges took the party
(the larger part, at any
rate) to the village of
Grinzing at the foot of the
Vienna Woods. Steep vin-
eyards surround the vil-
!agc, and it is famous for
its many ‘ Heuriger.”
These are taverns with
picturesque courtyards
in which you may enjoy a
meal with a glass — or
more — of wine of the
last vintage, often to the
strains of Viennese
music. The Heuriger are
recognised by a bunch of
fir-twigs fixed over the
entrance door. We did
not forget we had been
endowed with legs, and
one of our most exciting
rambles was the steep
climb from Grinzing to
the heights of the Vienna
Woods. From here are
panoramic views over
the Danube region and it
is often possible to see
the mountains of

Czechoslovakia in the far
distance.

No youngster ever goes
to Vienna without vis-
iting the Prater Amuse-
ment Park. The grounds
cover a large area bet-
ween the Danube and the
Danube Canal, and con-
tain the giant “ Riesen-
rad,” once the largest
Ferris Wheel in the
world. It is approxi-
mately 200 feet high and
fine views over Vienna
can be obtained from the
suspended carriages.
While the young are busy
having their fun, the
more senior generation
sneaks off to one of the al
fresco restaurants in the
quieter quarters of the
park. Having been aban-
doned and forced into
this category, I, with my
colleagues chose the
Restaurant ‘“ Schulz,”’
which served an appetis-
ing Hungarian menu,
Cevapcicci. Piled high
with sausage-fingers,
fried chips, garnished
with paprika, onion, and
a multitude of other veg-
etables and mysteries,
the course was consumed
in one hour flat. Fol-
lowed naturally by the
delicious Viennese

. Tart of your.Choice.” It

CAVERSHAM

was ‘not so: bad heing
deserted in that way,
after all.

The majestic spire of
St. Stephen’s Cathedral
rises above the roofs of
Vienna. To ascend, you
have to use the lift, and
there were no free trips
on this journey. A little
bit of St. Stephen’s I am
proud to call my own.
Twenty years ago, when
the cathedral was under
repair from the severe
war damage, I bought
one tile for the restora-
tion of the roof. I pointed
out the specific tile, a
yellow specimen on the
south face, row 4, the
23rd, from the left. I hope
no-one else has claimed
that particular one, also !

BRIDGE COLLAPSE

Only three weeks
before our arrival in Vie-
nna, the imposing
Reichsbrucke, the city’s
oldest bridge over the
Danube had collapsed
into the river. Much of
the structure could still
be seen above the water-
line. A great amount of
Vienna’s bus and tram
network crossed over the
bridge, ‘but for the time
being these routes jolt to
a halt at each end of the
bridge. Passengers then
have a long detour to
make by alternative cros-
sings to reach the oppo-
site sides. The
Reichsbrucke crumbled
into the Danube at about
5 o’clock on Sunday
morning, August 1. For-
tunately casualties were
very few. Had it been 5
o’clock on a weekday

afternoon the story could
have been very different.

At Klosterneuburg,
about eight miles from
the centre of Vienna, the
Danube flows between
the Vienna Woods and
the Bisamberg Hills.
This was the spot where
the boys’ clubs stayed.
My friends of many
years, the family Seidl,
had offered their two
summer-houses for our
sole use. Karl and
Aloisia Seidl, now
retired, sent one of their
sons to Reading in 1952,
and a grandson came in
1974. Both have stayed

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with families in Caver-
sham, and this was one
way in which they felt
they could respond to the
kindness shown by
people in Caversham.,

I am not sure whether
I shall be in trouble with
my boys for reporting
that they played a foot-
ball match against Klos-
terneuburg Boys' Foot-
ball Club.
