FAITH

As my regular ministry draws to its close, I find myself re-examining the faith

which drew me into it forty years ago — the faith which sustained me through

:.ho intervening years, and the faith which I believe will guide me into the
uture.

To some people faith is a vague term. It seems a kind of intellectual duvet
used to keep the spirit warm. To a generation brought up among the marvels
of science and technology, the nature of faith appears to suggest wishful-
thinking rather than action. Yet Jesus on a number of occasions used the word
with tremendous effect.

There is the instance of the woman who touched His robe. She reached
out while the crowds were surrounding Him. ‘‘Daughter,’’ he said to her,
“‘your faith has healed you. Go in peace." To Jesus her faith was as practical
as that, as immediate in its results.

CRISIS

For faith to have any meaning for us, it must begin with human desires
and human needs. Jesus responded to human need, and His response was
real, whether it was the healing of the body, the mind or the soul.

He recognised the need, realised the faith, and healing followed. His pre-
conditions related to the emotions and the will — they belonged to the soul.
If we are to understand faith, we must begin there. The crisis of faith is to
be found in the human heart.

OBEDIENCE

It is very easy for Christians to be misunderstood when they say that obe-
dience is the beginning of faith. It is of the essence of Christianity that it pur-
suades rather than commands. Its drawing power is love, its lasting strength
springs from truth. Its greatest commandments are ‘‘Love God, love your
neighbour.” These are not golden rules, but growing friendships. They are
not enforcements, but the willing acceptance of restored relationships.

If we are not willing to obey, we cannot enter into the Kingdom of Faith,
but obedience itself is an act of the will which needs the heart to make it
effective. There is a good deal of idealistic thinking in some Christians which
is only spiritual day-dreaming. It is possible for Christians to be ‘Don Quix-
otes’ in the service of Christ and to put up a very convincing show of fighting
evil while tilting at windmills.

The world is our parish, as John Wesley's words remind us. It is the place
of our service — the Vineyard of God. It begins in our homes, and extends
to next door, then along the road where we live, and through the constituency
where we cast our vote. It goes out from there to all the world, and our con-
cern must be as true at the periphery as at the centre.

HOPE

Christian worshippers are often asked, ‘‘Why do you go to Church?"’ and
for a moment we pause, hesitant, and a little confused. We say we go to
Church because it is natural to us: because that way we can best live our
lives. It is often the most we can do in reply to the question, but we know
that behind it somewhere — if only we could find the words — there is a hid-
den truth. We go to Church to be in fellowship with our Friend and Saviour
God, Who is in Christ.

We have found something stronger than emotion, yet with the same fascina-
tion, something more real than romance, yet with same attraction.-We are
“‘Pilgrims Together'' upon earth, but journeying towards heaven: there is a
living hope in our hearts which no suffering can extinguish and no hurt
destroy.

LOVE

So many people have different grades of love. They segregate their children
from other children; their group from other groups; and looked at locally,
we can be fine and inspiring people, but looked at from the need of the least,
the lowest and the lost, we are seen at once as a contradiction of all that
Christ teaches. That is why it is so hard to get people interested in missionary
enterprise, so difficult to get money for good causes from those who are
self-satisfied.

Christians are called to think globally. We accept our immediate respon-
sibilities, because we are ready to serve where God has appointed us, but
we always live in the context of God’s world and ours — a world of need.
““Whatever you did for one of the least of these....you did it for Me."’

DEDICATION

The final element in the life of faith is dedication, because it it also the
first. Dedication comes first: it is the offering of one’s self — in response
to God's gift. First, we give ourselves in response to the call of God, and hav-
ing been received, we are consecrated by God’s Holy Spirit into the service
of our Lord. In this act, faith is fulfilled in love. ‘‘Faith, hope, love, and the
greatest of these is Love.”

FRIENDSHIP
I have been honoured to serve the Greatest Master, and for the past fif-
teen years here in Caversham I have enjoyed the fellowship and support of
so many colleagues and friends. Their faith has encouraged and strengthen-
ed me. They, and others like them, have helped to make the Christian gospel
and ministry in my experience a real partnership and a sign of greater things
yet to be.

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NOTES FROM NAN]JING
AND BEYON

July 18th. Do you remember that when | last
wrote it was from the province of Yunnan,
close to the Burmese border in the far South
Western part of China? | must tell you how
we got there. From Yangshou we flew to
Kunming which cost us £26 and saved us
a lot of time as otherwise we would have
had to wait until the flooded train track had
cleared. After two days travelling in a bus
we arrived here in Damenglong, a sleepy
village near to Xishuangbanna, Yunnan pro-
vince. We were crammed in the Bus but the
beauty of the countryside through which we
were travelling made up for that. Our road
wound and climbed and zig-zagged and pot-
holed along the sides of mountain slopes so
we had spectacular views of steep rice ter-
races stepping down to the green plain and
river below. Here in Damenglong the
vegetation is tropical with grapefruit trees,
banana and coconut palms, rich red soil and
red rivers. And beyond the paddy fields the
forested mountain ranges of Burma are clear-
ly visible. It's so exciting to think that we
are now so close to Thailand, Laos and Viet-
nam. Living here is like living in a real time
warp. The houses are built mainly of bam-
boo and are raised up on stilts with the liv-
ing quarters upstairs and an open space for
animals and storage below. The hay stacks
are on stilts too, and the streets are full of
chickens, buffalo and countless pigs. Most
of the people are farmers and belong to the
Dai, Hani or Lahu ethnic minorities
originating from Yunnan province itself or
one of the bordering countries. They farm
rice, bananas, mangoes, pineapples and rub-
ber. And they are so friendly towards us! The
women are beautiful with their long hair
twisted into a knot and covered with a scarf
or conical bamboo hat. They wear short col-
ourful blouses and long comfy-looking
sarongs. Some of the men paint their bodies
with animal designs.

Scattered among the villages and on the
surrounding hilltops there are many temples
and monasteries. They are cool and beautiful
inside — so much nicer than the large ones
that we have seen elsewhere and which at-
tract the tourists. The local monastery is also
the village school and the young monks,

be seen about the village playing, throwing
garlic cloves at each other (a variation on
snowball fights!), and whizzing through the
streets on their bikes with their red, orange,
or yellow robes flying out behind them.
The four of us are getting on very well
together and we have a Bridge tournament
going on at the moment — girls vs. boys —
which can get a bit intense! The losers have
to pay a forfeit when we reach Xian — at
the moment this is to have an extra hole
pierced in an ear or the nose! Today we are
celebrating John's birthday and Annabel and
| took him breakfast in bed for a treat. We
stuck a candle in a bread roll, and prepared
peaches, mangoes, a yoghurt and a cup of
coffee. | think he was quite touched!

Kunming

We just about survived the two day bus
journey back here. John and | had dodgy
tummies and had to keep asking for ““loo
stops’’ much to the amusement of the other
passengers. Apart from our own personal
needs the bus had to stop several times
anyway as it overheated, stalled, ran out of
oil, broke its fan belt, lost some of it roof
load and one wheel needed to be ham-
mered on more tightly! Today we have fac-
ed the ordeal of buying train tickets to
Chengdu and succeeded. Hooray!. It took
much perserverance and we had to refuse
to leave the booking office until the ticket
manager had sold them to us. Hard sleeper
tickets are almost impossible to buy as the
demand is so great, so we usually just buy
a platform ticket, get on the train and take
pot luck as to what sort of seat we get.
Once Annabel and | travelled overnight for
16 hours sitting on little bucket seats that
folded out into the corridor of the sleeper
carriages. It was desperately uncomfortable,
very smelly (the toilets were nearby), and
there were abundant cockroaches. Grim.

After Chengdu we have a rendezvous
planned for Xian for August 1st., and all 12
of the “Gap’’ students are aiming to be there.
It will be great fun to see them and hear
about their travels and to see how the groups
work out for the final month in China before
our visas expire. Annabel and | are really
looking forward to exploring the far North
Western provinces and will go on our own
if nobody else is keen to come. Exploring
Tibet is looking pretty impossible now as it
will be too time consuming. We have to
leave mainland China by the end of August,
so Annabel and | plan to be in Hong Kong
for a week together with her family before
| fly to join Rachel for two weeks trekking
together. You may find that letters from me
dry up soon as it will be difficult to send
any once we get to the remote North West
of China. But | will telephone if | can and
will certainly let you know when we have
arrived in Hong Kong.

In fact Harriet’s predictions proved correct
and no more letters were received after this
one. She and Annabel did reach the far
North West of China, and she returned
home in mid-September with her sister
Rachel having spent a wonderful two weeks
together with her trekking to the Annapur-
na Base Camp in Nepal. In total Harriet
travelled 8000 miles within China after she
had finished teacing in Nanjing, and the ex-
periences of her “Gap”’ year lived up to her
highest hopes and expectations.

DISRUPTION TO
COME

Disruption from Bugs
Bottom continues to
spread. Did anyone
ever think it would
be confined to the
site itself? The news
that part of Hemdean
Road is being closed
for several weeks in
order to lay sewers
and drainage for the
development caused
widespread indigna-
tion and dismay, not
just from those living
along it, but from its
many users, as it is
one of Caversham’s
main thoroughfares.

At the time of
writing it is difficult
to get accurate infor-
mation about the
timetable and scale
of the closures. The
length under threat is
from Victoria Road
northwards. Beyond
Oakley Road the
headache will main-
ly be confined to
those living along the
road and the closes
off it. Between
Oakley Road and
Victoria Road,
serious trouble can
be expected. Caver-
sham Primary
School, where large
numbers of pupils ar-
rive every school day
by car will be
seriously affected,
and there are bound
to be difficult diver-
sions for buses and
other traffic. As there
is a main drainage
junction practically
beneath the Oakley
Road — Hemdean
Road mini-
roundabout, trouble
can be expected
when that is dug up.

This is yet another
example of people’s
lives being disrupted
by a development
they have opposed
from the very start,
and which will not
bring them a scrap of
benefit, whilst the
perpetrators from
miles away do not
even get a spot of
mud on their city
shoes.

There was a door
to door distribution
of not very infor-
mative notices of this
upheaval to all
houses in the roads
affected. Who paid
for this? Was it Higgs
& Hill or was it com-
munity charge
payers?

CANE END TO
GREENDENE

The only accep-
table reason for
widening or bypass-
ing the A4074 bet-
ween Deadman’s
Lane and the Pack
Saddle is that it will
probably lead to a
reduction in the acci-
dent rate. This stretch
of the road has dou-
ble the average rate
for similar lengths.
One might well feel
that bad driving lies
at the root of the
cause but unfor-
tunately it is not the
bad driver who is
always the victim.

No other reason
can be justified for
damaging or destroy-
ing what is
acknowledged to be
an area of a high en-

vironmental and
ecological order.
Speeding up

journeys and reliev-
ing traffic congestion
could not be regard-
ed as sufficient cause
for such damage and
cost.

The exhibition put
on at the end of
January at
Gallowstree Com-
mon, attracted a large
attendance. It was
clearly and com-
prehensively set out
and showed the im-
plications of the four
options available.
These were the carry-
ing out of minimum
alterations, on-line
improvements and a
southern or northern
by-pass. Assuming
the forecast for the
reduction of ac-
cidents is correct, the
on-line improvement
shows a reduction of
seven - accidents a
year, the northern by-
pass six, and the
minimum option and
southern by-pass
five. Accident
forecasts must of
necessity be chancy
(one major accident
could be far worse
than a number of
lesser ones) so other
considerations may
need looking at. The
minimum option
would then seem the
most attractive, as
costing less at £2.2M
against on-line of
£3.9M, southern by-
pass of £3.6M and
northern by-pass of
£4.1M, and as
creating far less en-
vironmental damage.
This latter however

suddenly became
less of a considera-
tion when a large
number of trees in
the woods and along
the roadside were
felled whilst the ex-
hibition was in the
course of prepara-
tion. This was not
done as part of road
widening, but ap-
parently because the
trees, some of which
had fallen in the
gales of 1990, were
ready to be felled for
timber. It is
sometimes forgotten
that trees are a crop
as much as cereals.
The difference is that
they make a great
change in the land-
scape when they go.
In this case it means
that visually and
ecologically the
damage has already
been done,
regardless of whether
the minimum option
is chosen. The
southern by-pass
would be close to
fewer houses than
the others but would
mean putting a road
where at present
there is not one.
All options include
a roundabout at
Deadman’s Lane at
the start of the Hook
End woods. This
would be lit at night
(with how many in-
trusive orange lights
is not stated) as other-

wise it would be
lethal. All options
also include im-

provements from The
Pack Horse to The
Pack Saddle which
should reduce the
danger of turning out
of Rokeby Drive. The
minimum on-line
and northern by-pass
also include a roun-
dabout at The Fox.

NOT AN OPTION

Do nothing but in-
crease the penalties
for irresponsible
drivers is not one of
the options. As we
left the exhibition to
join the A4074, a car
full of young males
rushed past at
breakneck speed,
overtaking two more
cars in the process. It
looked like a new car
(it was going too fast
to be sure) so it was
probably stolen. Do
we have to pay out
millions of pounds
and permanently
damage an AONB to

accommodate
drivers such as these?
The penalties for
such behaviour in no
way match what
should be classed as
attempted or actual
murder.

For all of us who
live in Caversham,
no mention was
made of what hap-
pens (when it
reaches us) to all the
traffic the A4704 and
the rest of the road to
Oxford attracts as it is
gradually up graded
with widening, by-
passes, roundabouts
and straightening.
Objections from
residents who neither
live nor pay com-
munity charges in
Oxfordshire are not
going to carry all that
much weight.
However, those who
have not yet made
their views known
can write to Oxford-
shire County Coun-
cil, Speedwell
House, Speedwell
Street, Oxford, OX1
1SD before 1st
March.

Life in Lusaka

A visit to the University Teaching Hospital in Lusaka, the capital of
Zambia (or Northern Rhodesia to those of you who have not caught
up with the rapid name changes throughout Africa), teaches many
things, if not necessarily too much about modern medicine.

The “‘urban draw’’ has resulted in Lusaka having about one-fifth
of the country’s population (in total eight million). One half of them
are under fifteen years of age. Not many in Zambia are granted their
biblical three score years and ten. There is just the one hospital which
has two thousand beds and four thousand in-patients, so it’s partly
two to a bed and partly the floor. Patients are nursed but food and
other necessities must be provided by family and friends, so grounds
and corridors are crowded with them. They have to stay — the city
spreads over many miles and there is no question of a car in which
to ““pop home to fetch something’’.

Survival the aim

With one hospital to cater for a population of some three-quarters
of a million children it is not surprising that the paediatric depart-
ment has over two hundred and fifty children brought to it each and
every day and that they can admit only one in every five, purely
because of space and facilities, not because of need. Even these ad-
missions would be less save for the fact that up to a quarter of all
children admitted die within the first twenty-four hours. (It is not
known how many refused admission also die within the same period).
Few operations are currently being performed because the air condi-
tioning in the main operating theatre broke down in February 92 and
is not yet back in working order.

Dedicated Staff

The truly amazing thing about the whole place is the fact that it
is still there and trying its very best in what, to most of us, would
be impossible conditions. The medical staff, consisting of a few senior
consultants of different nationalities who are supported by various
international aid agencies, and an inadequate number of locally train-
ed doctors and nurses, display a dedication far beyond the normal
call of duty.

Ignorance the Winner

Many of the illnesses are directly attributable to social conditions
— lack of clean water, poor or non-existant sanitation, general ig-
norance and lack of hygiene and, particularly in the case of children,
malnutrition. It is so obvious that a great number of the problems need
to be tackled at source, especially in the compounds where so many
people live. The hospital is treating the symptons of an inadequate
social infrastructure and knows it can never win until these change.

Despite this and despite a desperate shortage of drugs and equip-
ment, (Nurse in charge of ward full of babies suffering from malnutri-
tion and on drip feeds — ‘‘Doctor the drips have run out’’ Doctor —
‘‘Sorry there is nothing more to put in them’’), the staff carry on do-
ing what they can. They believe that there is a light at the end of
a very long tunnel but it behoves us to ask ourselves would we have
the faith and dedication to carry on when the tunnel must seem so
very long and the light so very dim.

This, of course, applies to workers in other spheres in the thick of
it on the ground in under-developed countries. Perhaps it puts into
perspective the easily afforded fiver in the raffle at the local charity
ball, well intentioned as that may be.

And maybe the dedication of the media and the suffering of the
patients also put into perspective our moans at not being able to see
the doctor for our flu jabs until tomorrow instead of this afternoon,
or being kept waiting an extra quarter of an hour when we go to the
chiropodist. KPB

IN ACTION

Aid to developing countries takes many forms.
An example of a less costly but much needed
project is reported in an article by Mark Ben-
nett, head of the University of Zambia com-
puter centre. Here is an extract.

*‘On 20 March 1992 the HealthNet interna-
tional computer communications system for
medical workers was launched in Zambia
when messages were exchanged between the
Queen of England and the President of
Zambia.

HealthNet is the brainchild of SatelLife, a
joint USA/Russian venture based out of Cam-
bridge, Massachusetts. Aware of the sense of
isolation experienced by doctors and other
health workers in developing countries, they
felt that the use of personal computers, com-
bined with packet radio technology and a low-
earth orbiting satellite could bring a possible
solution.

To that end a micro-satellite (manufactured
by the University of Surrey) was launched
which passes over Africa (and the rest of the
world) at least four times a day. As the
satellite passes overhead messages from a PC
can be sent up to it and they will be stored on
board until the satellite passes in turn over the
country of destination where the messages
will be downloaded.

In addition, selected information from
health journals, particularly relating to
developmental medicine, will be stored on the
satellite and each ground-station will be able
to do a ‘literature search’ or download these
Jjournals for their own libraries.

This solution is surprisingly inexpensive. The
additional equipment to be added to an ex-
isting PC consists only of a small modem and
an amateur radio transceiver.”’

Zambia was fortunate to be the first coun-
try in Africa to be granted a licence for its PTT
to operate this equipment and has been
operating experimentally to prove the whole
system is viable. Groundstations (based at
Medical Schools) are now also operating in
Kenya, Tanzania, Mozambique and the Con-
go and others in the region are expected to join
shortly.

Within Zambia, plans are now being con-
sidered for expanding the system throughout
the country to include the Provincial and
District Hospitals and other institutions such
as the Flying Doctor Service.

In setting up this project Mark himself is
financed by the Overseas Development Ad-
ministration, part of the British Government’s
aid programme. (Mark is the son of Ken &
Doreen Bennett and lives with his wife and
two children in Zambia).

WHAT BIRD IS THAT?

By reason of a bird’s necessity for cover, the ques-
tihon may within seconds become, “‘What bird WAS
that?”

Surely, the most natural progression for anyone
having a true interest in a particular subject, is to
acquire a general knowledge of it.

One does not require a Degree in Natural
History or Zoology to be able to identify a Chaf-
finch from a Bullfinch — but one does need at least,
a modicum of interest in birds together with a lit-
tle application in order to tell one species apart
from another.

Practical experience, combined with an in-
telligent use of a Field-guide, will more often than
not, assist one to identify a particular species —
but we should all beware of mis—identilfi’cation. |
know of at least one instance where several twit-
chers erred, by reason of a too hasty ‘identifica-
tion’, in their desire to hurry on to the final ‘twitch
of the day’.

One often has so little time to bring binoculars
to bear upon a bird before it has dived into a bush
or taken flight, never to be seen again. It is obvious,
therefore, that the greater the skill of the individual,
the better the chance of making a positive sighting,
sometimes from a mere, fleeting glimpse.

The true birder will seldom ‘claim” a species
unless being completely certain about its identity.
The rarer the bir£ the greater the importance of
a correct identification.

| recall an incident many years ago, at Minsmere
RSPB Reserve, on the Su%olk coast. One middle-
aged lady loudly directed her friend’s — and our
— attention to a ““Green Woodpecker’” on waste-
ground, at some twenty-five yards distance. When
a bystander had the temerity quietly and kindly,
to advise her that the bird was in fact, a Mistle
Thrush, and briefly explained why, she blazed at
him — still for all to hear, I jolly well know a
Green Woodpecker when | see one!”’

Knowing from experience, how easily mistakes
occur, for assuredly we have all made them, it was
with a slight sense of sadness that we ‘jolly quiet-
ly’ stole away.

Whatever our chosen subject, error will be a
hazard, so that an honest seeking after knowledge
should always be the way ahead.

Watching birds is a fine hobby, no matter what
our degree of skill, and so pleasurable if conducted
with a quiet mind.

disabilities, blind, or deaf and help is given to
make life easier for all concerned. Two per-
sonal references are taken up and finally the
local librarian will introduce the volunteer to
the client. It is clear that much care needs to
be taken to ensure that the right people are
accepted. There are now more than 100
volunteers helping the 700 people on the list.
Clearly some areas are more difficult to ser-
vice. Here Caversham is extremely fortunate.

Not only books

Large print books in a large format have
been around for many years, but they tend to
be very heavy. Now publishers have produc-
ed smaller sized books and even paper-backs
with large print. There are cassettes for those
who prefer or need to hear, there are picture
books for local and national interest. Also
available are reminiscence boxes, with pic-
tures of old artefacts in use years ago which
people can remember and which make a
useful subject for discussion, and quiz boxes
also fit into this category.

Who can benefit?

Berkshire runs three large Mobile vans, most useful for visiting
larger premises such as residential homes. Now a smaller van has been
bought to reach the many new homes, caring for fewer people.

Apart from the large residential homes, hospitals (general and
geriatric wards), and the Remand Centre the aim is to provide a door-
to-door service for those who genuinely cannot visit the library. To
benefit from this last category clients must show that they really are
unable to make the journey, and so many people cannot — the disabl-
ed, the elderly who, though they may be able to get to the library
then haven’t the strength to carry the books home. Also eligible are
those carers who stay at home to take care full time of a dependent
relative or friend. All those wishing for help should apply to Carol
Jackson and she will arrange for them to be seen by the local librarian,
who will explain not only what the service involves, but also expand
on all the other services provided in Berkshire about which so many
people are ignorant. The librarian will then make a short profile of
the client’s special needs and interests.
