t has been a year of

New Bridge

February saw the

100th anniversary of
education on the site.
St John’s Primary
School opened in 1895
and continued in the
buildings until 1969,
when it moved to and

became Thameside
School. In September
1970 the buildings
opened again for edu-
cational use when the
Bridge Street
Nursery School
moved to Caversham
and was subsequently

named the New
Bridge Nursery
School in central

Reading. To mark its
Silver Jubilee the
Nursery School was
opened to the public
during the last week
of September when
special events marked
the celebrations.

n the morning of Friday the 29th

September a hundred Caversham resi-
dents met for coffee as part of the World’s
Biggest Coffee Morning in aid of the
Macmillan Appeal, to help people living
with cancer. Caversham Bowling Club kind-
ly provided their clubhouse as an attractive
and convenient venue for the event and

£456 was raised.

Now in its fifth year, the World’s Biggest
Coffee Morning has become one of
Macmillan’s most successful national
fundraising events.

1991 had been
Chairman of
Governors, planted a
silver birch tree in
the playground,
watched by children
and parents; 120 heli-
um filled balloons
were released at the
same time. (Mrs Sue
Stainthorp is current-
ly the Chairman of
Governors). Then on

the Friday each group
of children, wearing
the special silver
jubilee party hats
that they had made,
sang ‘happy birthday’
to the school as nurs-

ery nurse Miss
Miriam Ridgers, who

Nursery school from
the start, cut each of
the two cakes after
blowing out the can-
dles. During the week

a galaxy of onetime
pupils, parents, teach-
ers and helpers had
looked in at the
school, together with
the Caversham

With much sadness we learned of Keith's death on September 2nd, after an illness !)ru\’ely and cheerfully borne,
During his ministry at Caversham Heights Methodist Qhurch Kci.[h endeared hm)self o Qld and young alike,
He was a family man with a great love and concern for his own family and for the wider family of God. He was a
keen supporter of youth in all their activities, and was firmly behind Monica in formmgl the G_|rls Brlgude at
Caversham Heights. His tireless visitation of the sick and elderly often found him helping with their shopping,
He would willingly drive friends to the airport and collect those arriving and made regl_llnr trips, taking and
collecting folk from hospital. Keith had a great sense of humour and a great love of sport. His love of books took

him to secondhand

Jrom God
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bookshops far and wide.

He was devoted to the
work of John and Charles
Wesley and travelled
widely at home and in
America in search of more
knowledge of these two
gentlemen. His collection
of Wesley memorabilia
was unique and, as a
stamp collector, he
supported the Methodist
Philatelic Society. His
great love of gardening
often found him on his
allotment before
breakfast. From here he
drew inspiration and
relaxation for his daily
living. Keith was a great
ecumenical being and this
outlook led to the
formation of ‘Churches
Together in Caversham’
and the annual Open-air
Service at Caversham
Court.

He became closely
associated with the Polio
Society and ministered to
them. His love and
concern extended to
everyone and not just
those of his own
congregation. Keith and
Monica will always be
remembered for their
open house and warm
welcomes and also for the
insight into the new
Church extension - the
Wesley lounge.

At the end of 1994 he
was suddenly struck
down with the cruel
illness that robbed him of
his life’s ministry in the
Church. His ministry,
however, continued and
all who visited him, nurses
and doctors, were
encouraged by his
strength of character and
his unwillingness to give
in. To quote Keith’s words
each day on waking -
‘Another lovely day’.

On leaving Caversham
in 1991 he was appointed
to the Superintendent
Ministry at Queens Hall
Methodist Mission in
Derby  where, on
September  9th, a
Thanksgiving Service
took place. The address
was given by Rev. John
Bland, a former
Superintendent Minister
of Queens Hall. To a
packed congregation
representing six areas in
which Keith had
ministered, he said:-

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RESIDENTS' VIEWPOINT

No to Superstore

The languor induced
by the hot summer
weather and the general
running down of activity
during August came to an
abrupt halt as rain
brought temperatures
down and organisations
sprang into life again
after their annual break.
Suddenly the closing date
for making it known that
another superstore would
not be welcome became
ominously near.

Moving fast,
Caversham and District
Residents’ Association
had petitions circulating,
sent out a newsletter with
a comments slip
attached, and got a
public meeting off the
ground. The result of all
this  activity  was
unmistakable; virtually
without exception every-
one was opposed to
another superstore being
allowed on the former
Elliot’s site. Common to
just about  every
objection was the
detrimental effect such a
development would have
on the existing small
shops in the area,
something which is
indeed backed up by the
Department of the
Environment guideline
that states that no retail
development will be

allowed if they will affect
the vitality and viability
of existing ones.

Speaking at the public
meeting called by the
CDRA, Mike Devereux,
Planning Officer for
North Reading, explained
that a superstore was
only one option for the
site, and that its inclusion
on a revised Reading
Plan would not
necessarily mean that it
would be taken up. His
listeners were somewhat
dubious about this. He
went on to say that the
new Waitrose store about
to open along Oxford
Road brought Reading up
to the maximum number
recommended for
Reading.

He also explained that
the deplorable objection
form is a requirement of
the D. of E. and not of
the local council and
admitted that he would
not like to fill it in
himself. This form makes
the assumption that
objectors to any part of
the plan have read the
whole thing and that if
they have not, their
objection is not valid - a
case of bureaucracy
being locked away from
the real world. Cllr.
Pauline Palmer perform-
ed a useful service by
quoting the full reference

number of the relevant
section without which
hundreds of bona fide
objections would have
been discounted.

The petitions and
comments slips were all
attached to one of the
forms and if such an
expression of public
opinion counts for
anything, this superstore,
like the proposed one on
Queen Anne’s playing
fields, should disappear
from the Borough Plan.

One-way Re-appears
Coming alongside this

matter was the new
consultation draft on
roads in central
Caversham. This

contained many attrac-
tive features but the one-
way. system around
Prospect Street, Westfield
Road, and Gosbrook
Road remained. As the
consultation document
was only distributed
within 400 yards of the
area, it is to be assumed
that most people will
once more turn down the
idea unless some way
can be found of
removing HGV's from
Westfield Road. They are
what will make life
intolerable in a road
where the houses are so
close to the street. At
present, most of these

use Prospect Street,
mainly a commercial
street, though it cannot
be imagined that the
people who live there
enjoy the experience of
heavy lorries thundering
past.

Repaired Pavements
At last the hazardous
footpath surface of

broken and uneven
paving slabs in Church
Street, left after

Telecential had carried
out their works, has been
replaced by a smooth
tarmac surface. It is to be
hoped this will be
extended to Bridge
Street, which was also
left in an unsatisfactory
condition.

Green Grass Again

The grass in gardens
and public open spaces
soon became green again
once the rains started. In
Caversham Court
however the top lawn
was suffering from more
than drought and looks
as if it never will recover.
The lower lawn however,
is green nearly all over
except for the goal and
wicket area which
should never be there. It
is about time the Home
Office produced from
within itself the bye-laws
that will help prevent this

Battle of the Buses

If the success of a
newspaper can be
gauged by the amount of
correspondence it
receives in reaction to its
content, then the
Caversham Bridge is not
doing too badly, at least
over its last few issues.

I still maintain that my
piece on Mainline buses
did not contain any
serious errors that
invalidated my argument.
There was not the space
to go into detail about
exactly how Reading
Buses are managed, but
broadly what | said was
correct, apart from the
fact that it is Reading
Borough and not Reading
Buses that pays for
concessionary fares,
which | actually knew, so
it was careless of me not
to have made it clear. |
specifically said this was
legal, even if it came as a
surprise to many, and the
implication would be if it
were legal for one firm it
would be for others.

Other correspondents
welcomed Mainline as
helping reduce depen-
dence on cars, though a
permanently  viable
Reading Buses service is
even more important
there. Another point
made was that Reading
Buses reaction was petty,
but no more petty than
Mainline, running just
ahead of them. As for the
rise in fares and
reduction in frequency,
this is not confined to
Reading alone but is to
be found countrywide.
Compared to many
places where high fares
are often combined with
poor frequencies and
shoddy buses, Reading

scores highly. It is of
course the areas of high
car ownership which are
less well served, and
parts of Caversham are
amongst the highest in
the country. | also have
waited ages for a bus that
never seems to come. |
have also frequently
complained, if not in
these columns, about
buses standing in Broad
Street and at the Railway
Station with their engines
running. Apparently they
are not meant to do this if
they going ‘to be
stationary for more than
three minutes. Again,
after some extensive
travelling around during
the summer, | found that
buses and coaches all
over the country are
doing it. Why? | have
never driven a bus, and
have the greatest
admiration for bus
drivers, but if it is so
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difficult to switch the
engine on and off (my
car does it at the touch of
a finger) then it is about
time some researc h went

into improving the
situation.
Meanwhile it is only

by using the buses that it
will be possible to keep
them, and the main
provider is Reading
Buses, even if they do
not penetrate all parts,
such as  Sheridan
Avenue. Even on that
route though, for most of
its journey, Mainline
duplicates the Reading
service for much of the
way. Where it does not,
people are naturally
going to use it. In the
meantime, it would be
interesting to know
whether Mainline
contributes to the cost of
bus shelters and bus
stops wherever the routes
coincide.

BIRDS IN
DECLINE

This year's relentlessly hot summer coincided with an indifferent bird migration.

Compared with most years, regular migrants were conspicuous by their
sparseness. Garden Warblers, Nightingales, Tree Pipits and Turtle Doves were
noticeably absent from local venues, whilst even Blackcaps, Chiffchaff and Willow
Warblers had to be sought. Similarly, Swallows, Swifts and House Martins were well

down.

Paradoxically, rarities were excitingly mixed and abundant. Sightings of two
separate species of Penguin from as far apart as the Solway Firth and Kent,
although possible escapees, otherwise defied explanation.

Berkshire’s sole 'real’ rarity was a Cattle Egret which briefly visited a gravel-pit at

Twyford.

Peregrines on the Didcot cooling-towers caused a diversion for spectators by
playing havoc with the unfortunate pigeons and Pied Wagtails.

A friend who braved the fearful heat, daily cycled fifteen miles from Caversham
to conduct a one-week scientific survey of raptors in the Red Kite area, leaving
early morning and returning late evening. (There must be a medal for such a feat!)

Truly our birds do have problems - but spare a thought for the Spix’s Macaw.
only one bird is known to exist in the wild. This beautiful azure-coloured creature, a
metre in length, was rediscovered in a narrow strip of forest at Bohia in

northeastern Brazil in 1990. The first one was found by a Baron von Spix in 1819. In
recent years it attempted to mate with a Blue-winged Macaw and had the union
proved ‘successful’, a chain of thirty different macaw diseases may have resulted.

Genetic scientists at Oxford University spent fourteen months establishing the
(male) sex of the bird using DNA “fingerprinting’ technique upon its moulted
feathers collected by Brazilian environmentalists. A captive female was then
released and when the pair were seen together, Brazilian biologists maintained a
twenty-four hour guard to protect them from poachers. Breeding seems likely this
October.

Poaching has almost destroyed the Spix’s Macaw which possesses an important
culture of its own. It can avoid predatory eagles and employs hundreds of survival
tricks.

There are about 10,100 known species of birds in the world of which 11 per cent
are endangered. The current Spix’s Macaw programme may well save other
species on the brink of extinction.

It should be remembered that after drugs and arms, wildlife is the third largest
illegal commodity market, having an estimated turnover of five billion pounds per
annum.

It was just at the turn of
the century that a young
woman from
Warwickshire, Miss
Elizabeth Prue, came to
Caversham. She had
come this long way to
be near her sister and
she found work as a
kitchen maid with Major
Simond’s family at the
Old Rectory (later
known as Caversham
Courl). Here she took
up her duties in 1900 at
the age of eighteen. It is
from Elizabeth Prue’s
reminiscences that a
glimpse of life in this
large old house,
demolished in 1933, can
be seen.

In those days the
indoor staff consisted of
a butler, footman,lady s
maid, housemaid and
cook, not forgetling
Elizabeth herself.
Outside there were a
coachman, groom and
four gardeners.

Elizabeth often
remembered the
massive front door of
the big house. It
resembled those found
in old churches and
castles. So did the huge
iron studded entrance
gate in the fine flint

wall. The wall still
remains but the gate,
like the house, has
gone. Inside the

mansion the furniture
was dark and heavy too;
dark oak to match the
panelled walls. During
the whole of her
employment with Major

Simonds Elizabeth never
once saw the drawing
room in use. Here the
furniture was kept
covered with dust
sheets. Another part of
the house was never
lived in. This was the
wing over the
courtyard. Because it
was thought to be
haunted no one slept in
those upstairs rooms.
Instead they were used
for storing household
linen.

The Butler shot the rats

As kitchen maid
Elizabeth's first daily
duty was to get down
just before six to brew a
pot of tea and take up
the early morning cup
to all the other servants.
She had to be a brave
lass for it was a regular
occurrence lo see rats
running about
everywhere when she
first got down each day.
Indeed they were such
a menace that the butler
used to shoot them with
a revolver.

Once the early
morning tea had been
dealt with there was the
kitchen range to clean
out and light ready to
cook the breakfast.
Then there was the
kitchen to sweep and
tidy and the preparation
of breakfast in the
servants’ hall.

After the table had
been laid for the first
meal of the day
Elizabeth had to go

across the courtyard to
the dairy and skim the
milk. A quart of milk
was put aside for the
head gardener each day
and the same amount
for the coachman.
Young Elizabeth spent
much time in the dairy,
for it was she who used
to churn the butter for
the household and pat
it into rolls for the table.

Every summer while
the Ascot races were on
there were always a lot
of visitors and parties at
the Old Rectory and the
servants were kept busy
packing up lunch
hampers which
contained cold duck
and champagne among
the delights. All the
picnic contents were
tied up with blue
ribbons and the party

would travel to Ascot by
horse and carriage. On
returning the house
party would continue
with a dance each
evening and when there
was a little free time
from all the hustle and
bustle the servants
would watch the scene
below from the upstairs
landing.

It was on one of
these evenings when
Elizabeth and the cook
were leaning over the
staircase banisters
watching the gaiety
below that the
following incident
happened. Glancing
through a window one
of them noticed a
woman in a pale yellow
dress walking in the
garden beside a long
hedge. Could it have
been the old yew

walk?

As Mrs Simonds was
wearing a  similar
coloured gown they
thought it must be she.
However the lady of the
house was clearly
visible in the throng
below. The gardener
who had just come up
to see to the hot
houses, also saw the
woman and for some
reason turned and fled.
The incident so upset
him that he gave up his
work at the Rectory
there and then.

Eventually Elizabeth
married police
constable Bill Hoad, the
local policeman. Luckily
she told the younger
members of her family
about her experiences
at the Old Rectory. For
this we owe her a debt
of gratitude.

50 YEARS OF
CHRISTIAN AID

On the afternoon of
Tuesday 19th
September and as
part of the
celebration of 50
years of invaluable
work by Christian
Aid a meeting was
held in St. Mary’s
Church House at

which we were
treated to an
illustrated talk

about the problems
in El Salvador and
how the people there
are trying to cope
with them. The talk
was given by a
charming’ young
woman, Ana Maria
Perez, who had
travelled all the way
here to tell us about
that work and how
they depend so much
on the aid received
from other countries.
Ana Maria herself
does not speak

English and so
needed the
assistance of an

interpreter but in

many ways the
slides spoke for
themselves.

El Salvador,

tucked away in the
Southern end of

Central America,
suffers from lack of
funds, poor

communications and
the loss of most of
their forests on
which basic survival
depends. To get to
the airport Ana had
first of all to carry
her baggage for eight
hours, on foot and
over rough terrain,
in order to get to the
nearest road where
she could catch a bus
for a long and
tedious journey to
the capital.

With as little as

three or four years
formal schooling
behind her she had
worked hard to get
some basic
qualifications in
nursing and also in
community caring.
These she uses to
great effect in
helping her
compatriots to cope
with their day-to-day
problems which are
indeed great. When
you hear that she
also has a family of
six children, the
eldest being ten, you
cannot but marvel at
her tenacity and
compassion, yet she
looks youthful,
unworn and
extremely happy. It
was indeed a
privilege to meet and
speak with her.

he Right Revd Crispian

Hollis, Roman Catholic
Bishop of Portsmouth, was
the special speaker at an
ecumenical service in
September to celebrate the
fifth anniversary of the
introduction of the new
Ecumenical Instruments
which emphasise churches
together. The Service was
interspersed with sketches
by the Mannafeast Drama
Group from Christ Church,
Woodley.

Meaning of Churches
Together
In his address Bishop
Crispian pointed out how
we had moved on from the
days when we worked as
Councils (and were not
bonded) to Churches
Together, which makes a
statement of where we are,

what we hope to do and
where we are going. This
demonstrated a
commitment undertaken
and one still to come. We
had moved forward in
understanding, in
acceptance and rejoicing;
there is now more that
unites us than separates
us. He said that we need to
concentrate on our
strengths and to recognise
the love of God as
individuals and as
Churches. There is an
urgent desire that through
the love of God we are
bonded together but this is
a slow process which is
painful and demanding; it
requires the virtues of
generosity and trust.
There is no ecumenism
worthy of the name
without a change of heart.

We cannot be face to face
with God until we are face
to face with each other.
The two great
commandments provide a
simplistic way of
understanding our journey
together in a common
pilgrimage, where the
weaker are sustained. The
Christian Churches need
one another.

Signs of Love
Bishop Crispian spoke
about collaborative
ministry. The sign of love
is our ability to work
together, in partnership,
with a recognition of gifts
and being at ease with the
gifts of others.
Collaborative ministry he
said is about community
and sharing hope. While

50 years of Christian
Aid marked

The Service had to be
moved into St Peter’s
Church from the hoped for
open air arrangements in
Caversham Court for the
third time in six years
because of the weather.
However, conditions had
improved sufficiently for
Bishop Crispian and the
congregation to move out
into Caversham Court
after the service for a
shrub planting ceremony
to mark the 50th
anniversary of Christian
Aid. On a grey day the
evocative varietal name of
‘Pink Cloud’ brought
expectations of the Beauty
Bush (Kolkwitzia
amabilis) now planted
close to the wall on the left
of the entrance into the
churchyard. At the same
time members of the
congregation were invited
to donate money for tree
planting in El Salvador, as
a result of which a mini-
forest of 280 trees has
been sponsored by
Caversham.

Owen Jewiss

Councillor David Geary,
has a special interest in the
link and earlier in the year
appealed for money for
the youth exchange
scheme with San Francisco
Libre. He and others irom
the Churches Support
Group led the prayers.
Special speaker at the
service was Sarah Reardon,
who only three weeks
previously had returned
from San Francisco Libre
where she had been
sponsored by Reading to
work as a volunteer
English  teacher. In
between the worship,
some of which was in
Spanish, Sarah gave a
graphic, first hand account
of life in San Francisco
Libre, a desperately poor
area of about 10,000
people on the north side
of the lake opposite
Managua, the capital.

Problems

Sarah Reardon
congratulated Reading in
making this link with San
Francisco Libre since it
provided an opportunity
to make a difference in
both places, with the
people of Reading helping
to work for a just world.
She spoke of the cycle of
degradation that had
occurred as a result of a
government change in
Nicaragua in 1990 which
had resulted in the
campesinas, the peasant
farmers, being unable 1o
gel credit. Aseiwd
consequence many trees
had been removed for sale
as firewood o provide
some income.  This
coupled with the fragility
of the dry tropical climate
had led 10 a succession of
dry winters (normally the
wel season) and the
vicious circle of poor
crops, more trees cut for
sale, a lowering of the
water table and therefore
the increasing need for
more wells,

-and solutions
An ecumenical centre had
been set up which was
providing more wells. The
Thames Water Recycling
Group was funding an
educational project,
known as ‘Child to Child',
which was concerned with
health promotion. One
district had a link with St
Paul’s Church in Reading.
This area was generating
income through a sewing
cooperative which made
clothes for sale locally. The
district was building a
church and recreational
facilities for the young.
Money had gone from
Reading to provide the
floor to the church and
new English books in the
school. These were the
only books available to
the children; all other
learning comes from
copying texts from the
blackboard, a system
which destroys creative
skills. Others in the area
were being encouraged in
a programme of
reafforestation where they
planted the trees and
established them by

undertaking the daily
watering on an acre of
land.

Our role
During her year in San
Francisco Libre Sarah had
been visited by her father,
the Revd Canon Martin
Reardon, who is also
General Secretary of
Churches Together in
England. He preached at
the service from his first
hand experience of the
area reminding us that we
are entrusted to be God'’s
ambassadors, to preach
and live the good news.
The way of the Kingdom is
not to discriminate; we are
all members of one
another and have a
ministry of reconciliation.
He spoke of the great
world fellowship of the
ecumenical movement
working for justice, peace
and reconciliation. The
involvement of the
churches'in the link with
San Francisco Libre was
doing just that and he
commended us for it.

Petersburg from whom
George gained his love
of Classical Music.

His compulsory
military training at
University gained him
the rank of 2nd
Lieutenant in the Air
Force in 1937. He and
Nina were married in
July 1939 and he was
called up in July 1941 as
part of a light bomber
squadron stationed in
Azerbaijan.

George’s unit suffered
heavy losses as the
Germans advanced. He
flew almost 200 sorties
and was shot down
three times, the last at
the approaches to
Stalingrad at the end of
1942. Knowing the fate
he could expect from
the Germans as an Air
Force officer, he
changed uniforms and
papers with a dead
conscript. Although
captured, he escaped
from the first detention
camp, only to be
recaptured a week later.

Liberated by the
British, his knowledge of
languages and science
were useful to the
Military Government
and in due course he
was able to achieve his
great desire to come and
live in England.

In May 1947, George
and Nina came to
Yorkshire as European
Volunteer Workers. After
14 months as a miner,
George moved to
Caversham in April 1949
to work for the BBC.

In addition to his work
for the BBC, George
taught Russian at the
Royal Military Academy,
Sandhurst, the
Cambridge University
Dept of Slavonic Studies
and at Queen Anne’s
School in Caversham.
He also did other
translation work being
fluent in other Eastern
European languages, as
well as German.

In 1975 when the first
link up of the Soyuz
Space Craft with the
Apollo Mission was
made, James Burke of
“Tomorrows World”
fame described George
Schatunowski as his
secret weapon. It was
George’s job to
“monitor the Soyuz
transmission and
compare the actual
messages with what the
Russians say they are
saying”. Over the years
he listened to many
famous East European
leaders, including
Kruscheyv, to ascertain
from innuendo, nuances
and ‘emphasis what was
the hidden meaning of
the actual words
spoken.

George’s retirement
in 1976 as Chief Russian
Monitor in the BBC gave
him more time to
indulge his passion for

wrote two books on
cookery and recipes)
and the study of
Science, Medicine,
Astronomy and the
complexities of Bridge.
His personal library of
reference books would
deter most ordinary
readers.

In April 1981, at the
age of 65 George
became a Freemason
throwing himself
wholeheartedly into
Masonic activities.

Within the past two
years there has been a
revival of Freemasonry
in Russia, and George
was currently translating
the Russian ritual into
English and hoped to
form a team to enact the
ceremonies.

In true Russian
tradition, George loved
his family tremendously
and was always talking
about his children and
grandchildren.

To Nina, Elena, Alex,
Michael, Irene and the
grandchildren we all
offer our heartfelt
sympathies with their
sadness at this time.
Many lives have been
enriched by George’s
presence. His final
instructions were that
we should not have long
faces, but drink his
health and be cheerful.

Perhaps some words
from one of George’s
favourite poems sums it
up:- “Don’t stand over
my grave and cry - | am
not here, | did not die.”

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WHITE WALTHAM AIRSHOW

AUGUST 5TH & 6TH WEEKEND

Just west of Maidenhead and slightly
south of the A4 lies the White
Waltham Airfield, base of the West
London Aero Club. The airfield came
into being in 1935 when the De
Haviland Aircraft Co. Ltd acquired the
land to form the De Haviland Flying
School. In 1940 the airfield was
requisitioned by the Ministry of
Defence and during World War 2 it
became the headquarters of the Air
Transport Auxiliary who celebrated
their fiftieth anniversary at White
Waltham in 1990.

Until 1968 the airfield was used as
the headquarters of the RAF Home
Command, 25 Group RAF, and the
London University Squadron. Many
notable people have learned to fly at
White Waltham including His Royal
Highness the Duke of Edinburgh and
Prince Michael of Kent.

From 1945 until recently White
Waltham has been the home of Fairey
Aviation, the manufacturers of such
aircraft as the Battle, Firefly, Fulmar,
Gannet and Rotodyne, one of the latter
being currently on display at the
Berkshire Museum of Aviation at
Woodley.

Since its inception in 1935, in

addition to its other roles, White
Waltham has been a civil airfield and
has been the home of the West London
Aero Club since the early post war
years.

For the two day airshow the gates
were opened at 10am with the flying
displays taking place between 2 and
5pm. Admission charges were £6 each
for adults, £4 for children under fifteen
and senior citizens, or £15 for a family
ticket. There was a most informative
and well produced official programme

at £1, and it is from this that the above
short history of White Waltham has
been gleaned. There was ample car
parking space, and there were no
holdups in either entering or leaving
the airfield - in short the organisation
was first class.

The display aircraft static stand
stretched the length of the spectators’
enclosure, in front of which the aircraft
were parked. This gave the amateur
photographers excellent opportunities
to take really close-up photos without
the intrusion of spectators’ heads! The
spectators’ area contained a number of
trade and refreshment stands, and
toilets. Spectators could also take a
trip in one of three helicopters for a
very reasonable price and the
“choppers” were never short of
passengers! The public address system
was not overloud and the

commentaries from the numerous
different commentators were very
interesting and clearly audible above
the noise of the aircraft engines.

The writer is a fan of piston engined
aircraft and was delighted to see that
only two jet aircraft were present, a
Mig 15 and F-86 Sabre, both types
used in the jet fighter combats of the
Korean War. All the other aircraft
which took part in the flying
programme had piston engines, apart
that is from the Mazda airship and
Sam Mummery’s aerobatics in the
Pilatus glider.

From the World War I era were four
SE 5a biplane scale built models,
slightly smaller than the original SE
5as, and an all black Fokker-Triplane,
the former having been built by the
apprentices at Farnborough. There was
also a full size replica of the Avro
504K, over ten thousand of these
having been built between 1913 and
1933.

I was gratified to see that three types
of Miles aircraft took to the skies - the
Gemini, a four seater tourer; the
Messenger, a light transport for VIP
personnel such as Field Marshal
Montgomery, the Messenger operating,

from fields outside
his caravan HQ;
the third being the
Monarch, a three
seater version of
the two seater
Whitney-Straight,
built in 1938.
There were
numerous WW2
types including a
superb flying
display by two
Supermarine

Spitfires, a
Chance Vought
Corsair and a

North American
Mustang, plus the
Westland
Lysander built by
Sabena’s
Oldtimers, a
North American
Texan in US Navy
colours and, for
me la piece de
resistance, the
Douglas Dakota
and Piper L4 Cub,
both sporting the
black and white

stripes of their D
Day markings.
Another WW2
crate was a
Russian Antonov
AN2, a very large
biplane which has
a very low stalling
speed - 35 mph
would you believe!

I could go on but
I think this short
report will give you
some idea of what
a truly fascinating
selection of aircraft
was on display. It
is possible that the
Airshow Organis-
ers may put on a
similar show in
1996 and, if they
do, my advice to
you is not to miss
it.

Finally, had it
not been for the
fact that TV
programme Meri-
dian Tonight pub-
licised the airshow
earlier in the
previous week I
should have miss-
ed this first rate
spectacle on my
own doorstep -
thanks Meridian!
