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E ARL this summer, Patrick and I were lucky

enough to be able to visit his young cousin
and godson Peter Stuart with his wife and family in
Zimbabwe. The all too few days we were there proved to be
most interesting and eye-opening and a real contrast to life in
Caversham.

THE FARMER

Peter is a tobacco farmer, as his father was in another part
of the country, and we saw the whole operation, from planting
the seeds onwards. We saw the drying sheds, the grading, the
packing of the leaves and even the final auction at the biggest
and newest Tobacco Auction House, opened by President
Mugabe. But tobacco was not the only crop and we were fasci-
nated by the variety of other uses made of the land to bring
out its full potential. The tobacco fields are rotated with a
maize crop, where the stripped kernels are used for beer and
even the paper-like dried outer covers are used for cattle fod-
der, and rotation includes two years for grass. The best grass
is cut by hand by gangs of specialist workers who also oversee
the winnowing of the seed. The hand cutting and threshing of
the grass is done to provide the finest seed, which is then sold
to Saudi Arabia. We were told that a machine would be too
rough. The latest techniques are used to help prevent disease
among all the plants on an organic basis wherever possible.

A new venture was citrus trees, and orchards had been
planted to come to fruition in four years, of three different
types of orange; the climate produces a harvest which luckily
fills a gap in the suppliers’ market.

Essential oils from tagetes was another product, but the
very newest is a small herd of cows, a composite breed called
Beefmaster, which Susie, Peter’s wife runs on her own, after a
year in college to learn about the whole process. Being only a
small farm the milking parlour consists of a shed with one
stall - and of course the milking is done by hand.

SHARING THE KNOWLEDGE

Many of the farmers in the area have a “godfather/godson”
arrangement, whereby one of the smaller farmers (African)
visits a larger one month by month, or more often if needed,
and information is given and views exchanged. Peter had an
excellent arrangement with his “godson” and has taken it even
further, as about 40 smallholders visit the farm every month
to see the progress made throughout the year.

THE FARM SCHOOL

The farm has employment for 250 families which is quite
enough for it to have its own lively school. We made two mar-
vellous visits to it and were so impressed with what can be
done with virtually nothing. There are 150 children and that
means 75 come to school in the morning and 75 in the after-
noon. There are three teachers and Headmaster Norman
introduced us to the morning shift, who then put on a splen-
did display of P.E. with perfect timing and rhythm under
teacher Godfrey and an older group of about 15 boys and girls
sang in the most beautiful harmony some songs of Africa ably
conducted by their young teacher Claudia.

The children come from the age of six and are taught to read
and write and learn maths and English as well as their own
Shona language. The facilities are very simple: two brick-built
classrooms (bricks made on the farm) and erected by farm
workers, who also built the community hall, a bare room with
concrete slabs for seats. In the village is a bar with a television
set, the profits from the bar soon will be sufficient to buy
another TV which would be installed in the community hall
and would also help with lessons for the children.

We asked the Headmaster what his priorities were for

“extras” and he said he would like to think about it. The next day a scrap of paper
appeared listing three items - a radio/cassette, a globe, so that the children could
see where they lived in the world, and some material to buy uniforms (by this he
meant a simple cotton dress for the girls and shorts in the same bright blue mater-
ial for the boys). We reckoned that about a fifth of the children were wearing this
colour and when we saw the school off (in trucks, of course) and saw their bright and
cheerful faces in anticipation of the inter-farm football and netball sports, we could
visualise how much this would mean to them. Peter agreed to provide a tailor to
make up the material and the globe and the radio/cassette were also promised. The
running costs of the school are met entirely by the farm and Peter Stuart - who on
a visit to Caversham some years ago cleaned cobwebs from St. Peter’s roof! - is com-
mitted to seeing that the brightest pupils will have the opportunity to go on to a
more advanced school. We should love the opportunity to go back and see how they
are all getting on one day!

NEGLECTED
TRUTH

t different times in the history of the Church of Jesus Christ

there has been a tendency to neglect vital aspects of Christian

belief or to emphasise some truths at the expense of others.
Earlier this century many stressed the fatherhood of God to the extent
of making the incarnation of Christ - His person and work - seem of
less than major importance. | recall Christian writers in the 60s
describing the Holy Spirit as the neglected member of the Trinity!
When the charismatic movement had been under way for some time
there appeared a book by one of the early leaders of the movement
under the title, “The Forgotten Father.”

In the 1990s it appears to be the Bible that is being neglected by
many church-goers. This is potentially very dangerous because we
believe that God has revealed Himself through His Word incarnate
and through the Scriptures which are the record of His loving initia-
tives towards us. “For everything that was written in the past was writ-
ten to teach us, so that through endurance and the encouragement of
the Scriptures we might have hope.” (Romans 15:4) The scriptures
contain all we need to help us know what to believe and how to put
it into practice - or as the Apostle Paul expresses it, “All Scripture is
God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and train-
ing in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly
equipped for every good work.” (2 Tim. 3:16-17)

Recent surveys have revealed that fewer Christians are reading the
Bible regularly in spite of the proliferation of aids to understanding and
applying its message. If you have been neglecting your personal Bible
reading may | recommend that you start using one of the many study
aids available. There will be someone in your church whose job itis to
order these for you. You will find that your daily devotional reading
will bring you closer to the God who inspired its message.

I have in my possession an old Bible that belonged to a pastor who
believed and preached the message of the Bible. It contains his per-
sonal notes, cuttings on biblical topics pasted in and with significant
themes in the text underlined - all evidence of many hours spent
studying its message. On the inside front cover | discovered these
words - I've no idea where they come from but they sum up what the
Bible meant to this preacher of a previous generation and why it is
important to me today:

“This book contains - The mind of God, the state of man, the way of
salvation, the doom of sinners, and the happiness of believers. Its doc-
trines are holy, its precepts are binding, its histories are true, and its
decisions are immutable. Read it to be wise, believe it to be safe, and
practise it to be holy. It contains light to direct you, food to support
you, and comfort to cheer you. It is the traveller’s map, the pilgrim’s
staff, the pilot's compass, the soldier’s sword and the Christian’s char-
ter. Here Paradise is restored, Heaven is opened and the gates of hell
disclosed. CHRIST IS ITS GRAND SUBJECT, our good its design and
the glory of God its end. It should fill the memory, rule the heart and
guide the feet. Read it slowly, frequently, prayerfully. It is a mine of
wealth, a paradise of glory and a river of pleasure. Itis given you in life,
will be opened at the judgement and will be remembered for ever. It
involves the highest responsibility, will reward the greatest labour and
condemn all who trifle with its sacred contents.”

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THREAT THAT WON'T
GO AWAY

When Safeway’s effort
to get a superstore at the
former Elliott’s site includ-
ed in the Borough
Structure Plan was reject-
ed, great relief was felt by
those who could see
what damage it could
inflict on central
Caversham. This was to
be short lived for Safeway
has now registered an
objection to the plan
because it does not
include the option for a
superstore there.

They lost their original
application for an even
larger store with a whole
host of accoutrements on
Queen Anne’s playing
fields. Part of Reading’s
case against them was
that a superstore was a
possible  option  for
Elliott’s site. The Borough
has now dropped this
proposal in view of the
widespread opposition it
raised, for it would not
have been all that less
damaging than one on
Queen  Anne’s  site.
Safeway’s argument is
that the Borough is going
back on a proposal it
once suggested itself as
an option.

and very properly too as it
is only by living in an area
that all the details of its
problems can be known.

There are, nevertheless,
many fields on which
there is a common inter-
est and here a united
voice will bring added
strength to a case. An
obvious example is the
continued growth in traf-
fic, itself largely the result
of all the extra houses
being built. Still being
built are those in Henley
Road and Bugs Bottom.
Still to come are
Amersham Road and
Elliott’s site, and more ‘in-
filling’, particularly in large
gardens, can be expect-
ed. With all this increase
in traffic pedestrians are
likely, it is felt, to be a low
priority. The main road
junctions leading to the
two bridges remain seri-
ous hazards to them.

One result of all this
activity is a petition that is
circulating (sign it when it
comes your way), oppos-
ing proposals for the
inclusion of a supermar-
ket at Elliott’s site in the
Borough Structure Plan.
Another is a meeting
shortly to take place,
between representatives
of the residents’ associa-
tions and members of the
Borough Planning
Committee.

ST PETER’S
CONSERVATION AREA

One of the most attrac-
tive of the town’s conser-
vation areas must be St
Peter’s, extending from
the Bridge Street-Church
Road junction to the top
of the footway section of
the Mount it includes St
Peter’s Church,
Caversham Court and the
great chalk pit with its
towering cliff. It used to
be a pleasure to take visi-
tors there to see this tran-
quil and historic part of
Caversham. That is now
no longer the case.

St Peter’s Churchyard
is, on the whole, the
exception. As an urban
churchyard formerly, now
no longer used for burials,

it comes under the care
of the local authority. It is
well kept and is usually a
quiet  peaceful spot,
although 1 did recently
only narrowly miss being
cut down there by a
hurtling motor bike. This
is largely due to the care
and attention given to it
by a member of the con-
gregation on top of the
basic care it receives from
the Borough.

Caversham Court is a
different story. There is no
doubt that it has been tar-
geted by vandals as well
as being a popular resort
for the thoughtless who
just want to work off
excess energy. Amongst
these latter | include
those who play cricket
and football amongst the
flower beds and those
who ride their bicycles
across the lawns. Worse
than thoughtless were
those who recently left a
heap of ten drink cans
and a collection of crisp
bags in the centre of the
main lawn. Deliberate
damage includes break-
ing up the benches, all of
them good quality ones
and scrawling or carving
obscene or tasteless graf-
fiti on them. Other exam-
ples of vandalism are
throwing rubbish into the
pond, breaking or stealing
the pumping equipment,
smashing the coping
round the rockery and
uprooting all the newly
set out bedding plants in
one of the flower beds.
Even more difficult to
comprehend is the men-
tality that can set fire to a
motorbike on the lawn
and throw the remains in
the pond. Yet all this hap-
pened, the more blatant
incidents mostly at night
(and locked gates are no
deterrent), but much of it
during the daytime.

On the other side of St
Peter’s Hill the flint and
brick walls of the Mount
and the ground are fre-
quently besmirched with
chalk obscenities that
one would be ashamed
for a visitor to see.

None of this is easy to
deal with, particularly that
which happens at night. If
the Park Rangers are
there during the day, - and
their responsibility is for
all the town’s open
spaces - they, or at least
the heftier male ones,
restrain the cyclists and
footballers, but often
there is no one in authori-

ty there.

Over and over again it
is claimed that having
someone there all day
would make no differ-
ence and that the day of
the park keeper who
struck terror into small
boys, is over. Well,
maybe, and it is not small
boys who are the prob-
lem now. Common sense
though proclaims that it
would make some differ-
ence and a start has to be
made somewhere.

Problems with male
youth are nothing new.
Most cultures have expe-
rienced it. The
Scandinavians sent theirs
roving, Genghis Khan led
them raping and pillaging
across the Asian flatlands
and the Ostrogoths and
Visigoths had them bat-
tering down the walls of
Rome. Letting off steam in
this small over-developed
island can cause heavy
damage.

PUBS

There has been quite a
lot of comment recently
on the changing of names
of pubs, either to new
trendy ones or to suppos-
edly more up market ones
from the traditional ones
often dating back over
centuries.  Fortunately
Caversham has suffered
little from this, only one,
as far as | know, having
succumbed to the trend,
and that one reverted to
its old name before long
as its customers preferred
it.

Most of Caversham'’s
pubs are not very old as it
only began to grow in the
nineteenth century. The
Red Cow, the oldest,
dates back to the mid-
eighteenth century and is
of course in one of the
oldest parts of
Caversham. The Griffin is
a more recent replace-
ment for an old thatched

inn, which old pho-
tographs show as being
very picturesque, if a bit
decrepit.

For old pubs you have
to go into the nearby
Oxfordshire countryside
where there are several,
mostly pleasingly situated
and with good gardens,
just the place for a nice
warm summer evening.

SMARTENING UP

Congratulations to the
Church Road shop own-
ers who have laid a neat
brick paved forecourt
along their frontage. For
those who live on the
other side of Caversham
and rarely  venture
beyond the Bridge Street
junction, there is an inter-
esting collection of shops
there, well worth coming
along to see. Moreover
there is always the excite-
ment of watching a huge
HGV trying to negotiate
the corner, particularly if
two happen to meet just
there. The heavy traffic is
another thing that spoils

Caversham Methodist involve-
ment  with  American
Methodism was furthered
when the Chancel Choir from
the First Methodist Church of
Miami,  Florida  visited
Caversham at the invitation of
both local churches. Members
of the choir were guests of
several of the churches’ fami-
lies during their two night
stay. They gave a concert, held
at the Heights Church, which
was the first in their 1996 tour
of England taking them to the
Midlands, Deeside, Bristol
and Cornwall.

It was good to see a well
mixed and balanced choir.
The church from which they
hail is multi-racial and this is
reflected in the choir. The
members, seven men and ten
women, are students, profes-
sional and retired, young,
middle-aged and older. There
are not many English Free
Church choirs able to provide
such a balance.

The concert was different
from one in the English
choral tradition. Firstly the
sound produced was slightly
harsh but with plenty of vol-
ume where required. Then
the repertoire was different.
There was little immediately
familiar since most of the
numbers were written by con-
temporary American church
composers mainly in an easy-
listening style with unison
singing prominent. Some
introduced, in their middle
sections, recognisable tunes

like ‘O Waley waley’ (the
Somerset folk song) and
‘Finlandia’. Others, for variety,
repeated themes transposed
into higher keys. Three pieces
stood out: a black gospel set-
ting of ‘Amazing Grace),
which lifted the piece out of
its usual somnolence. This
was sung crisply and was
repeated  (by  popular
request) at the close of the
concert. The second was con-
temporary original writing
‘The Majesty and Glory of
Your Name’ which was intro-
duced by the Choir Director
as one of the choir's
favourites.  This  clearly
showed. It was beautifully
sung with good light and
shade. The piece concluded
with a series of ‘Alleluias’
bringing forth from the choir
confident and convincing
sound. The third piece was a
reworking of the Sankey and
Moody number ‘It is well with
my soul’. The piece took on a
much lighter complexion in
this well decorated arrange-
ment with the melody being
taken alternately by the men
and the women.

The choir, as a body, blend-
ed well and where the music
required the under parts to be
prominent there were heard
some very pleasing sounds.
The soprano line of the choir
was particularly impressive
with the front row producing
beautifully clear and power-
ful high notes. In one of the
pieces there was a haunting

pianissimo  descant which
floated above the body of the
music sung by the rest of the
choir. It would, however, have
been good to see the mem-
bers show a little less depen-
dence on their scores, partic-
ularly as they were singing
from their regular repertoire -
itwould have allowed them to
put more of themselves into
the performance.

All in all this was a very
enjoyable concert giving a
glimpse of the different
nature of American Methodist
church music.

DAVID and JOAN MOODY

One of the ancient doctrines of the Methodist Church is the concept of the itinerant
ministry, which means that ministers generally move on to fresh pastures every five
years, so bringing to another church their accumulated experience and ideas. This
summer David and Joan itinerate from Caversham Heights to Grimsby.

David Moody was ordained at the Preston Conference in 1962 after being initiat-
ed into rural Methodism as a probationer at Gnosall, near Stafford, where he looked
after five churches. If that wasn’t enough to cope with, his first fully fledged appoint-
ment was to Biddulph, near the legendary Mow Cop, where he had to take nine
under his wing!

At Biddulph he experienced a quirk of Methodism that existed three decades ago.
Although the Wesleyans and Primitive Methodists had joined forces in 1932, old loy-
alties died hard. David’s church was in a former Wesleyan circuit but overlapping it
was a former Primitive Methodist circuit. Methodist churches in one circuit would
have no truck with Methodist churches in the other! 3

After Biddulph David moved to Salford and then took a long break from the active

- ministry - though not from active laymanship - and served as a personnel manager

for ICI at Billingham and Wilton. The work provided him with invaluable experi-
ence in the techniques of forward planning and target setting.

When he returned to the active ministry in 1986, being appointed to Sanderstead
near Croydon, there had been significant changes in the Methodist Church, partic-
ularly the steady decline of the small rural churches.

Although David has been assiduous in his concern for the welfare of the members
of the Caversham Heights church - to which he came in 1991 - when they were
bereaved, sick or in hospital, he believes that the church must be less of a home of
a Christian sect than a focus for the life of the community through which it can
effectively perform its missionary role. He has been concerned to raise the profile of
the church through better publicity and by setting in motion changes to the fabric
which will make it more open and attractive to those outside the church who are
reluctant to darken its doors. The church is no longer defended by a tall and tatty
hedge!

What of the future of Caversham Heights, Grimsby and all the other Methodist
churches? David considers it essential to ensure that more younger men and women
are engaged in the management of the church and that the worship should be devel-
oped in a style appropriate to contemporary mood and taste whilst still retaining
the distinctive character of the Methodist form. Different personalities find satis-
faction in different doctrines, rituals and forms of workshop and the different
denominations meet this need. Methodist churches must, however, work more close-
ly with other denominations in mission, youth work and outreach.

Caversham Heights has been fortunate in having a tradition of the wives of its
ministers playing a full part in the life of the church and the locality and Joan
Moody is no exception. She has taken a great interest in the women’s work in the
church, known as Network, and was President of the Free Church Women’s Council.
This appointment gave her the opportunity to choose a charity for the year and, typ-
ically, she chose Feed the Children’ as she has been much concerned with the over-
seas work of the Methodist Church and voluntary agencies.

We thank them both for their ministry at the Heights and wish them well in their
‘pastures new’.

NEWS FROM ST. ANNE’S

1 1896-1996

Thursday 6th June was a scorcher as parishioners from St Anne’s
joined others from South Oxfordshire - and from further afield - to
celebrate the feast of Corpus Christi in the grounds of Mapledurham
House. Together with a large number of primary school children
from the surrounding area, they helped swell a congregation that
must have numbered 400 or more for a splendid occasion of outdoor
worship.

Five priests concelebrated Mass with the Rt Rev Finbar Kealy,
Abbot of Douai, as the principal celebrant. Their variety of unpriest-
ly sun hats, understandably necessary to ward off the fierce sun, was
rivalled by those of the servers, collectively making a sight not often
seen on the altar. Somehow they signalled that while this was a
solemn occasion it was also one to be enjoyed, as it clearly was by all
present. The slight agricultural smell that pervaded the scene only
added to the sense that this was a special and different occasion.

Mass was followed by procession of the Blessed Sacrament and Some of the young musicians on Family Day K. Corrigan
Benediction, music throughout being provided by the choir and
organ of Oratory School. While the organ provided a fine underpin-
ning for the congregational singing, it was a little overpowering
when accompanying only the choir but the outstanding quality of the
latter was clear when they sang unaccompanied. The procession
managed to produce a whole range of differently timed versions of
the same hymns but processional music was ever thus.

10.30 Mass on Sundays 9th and 16th June buzzed with excitement
as some 30 young members of the Parish made their First Holy
Communions. It buzzed again, though to a different beat, on 23rd
June when, as part of its centenary programme, the Parish held its
Marriage and Family celebration. Music for the Mass was provided
by a band of Parish youngsters augmented by a few musical friends,
their performance eliciting a burst of spontaneous applause at the
end of Mass, the like of which your reporter has seldom heard before.

Incorporated within the Mass was an Act of Dedication to
Marriage and the Family in which family groups joined together for
husbands and wives to renew their vows and for children to thank
their parents - there were a lot of moist eyes in the congregation at
this point. After Mass there was an exodus to Mapledurham for a
family picnic by the river. A number walked from St Anne’s following
a Treasure Trail and a few cycled, while assorted vehicles delivered
their cargoes of food and drink and all the paraphernalia of an out-
door meal to the picnic field.

The weather was fine, the company good; over 80 families took part
and there were some gargantuan games of rounders, not to mention
cricket and football and people just enjoying themselves. The after-
noon concluded with a simple Benediction in the middle of the field -
the end of a grand day for which thanks must go to the three organ- ;
isers, June Falzon, Anne McLaughlin and Margaret Page, whose Father Tony and some First Communicants. D. Buckley
efforts bore such fine fruit.

He claimed that we expend much
time, energy and money on ‘talking to ourselves’
rather than reaching out to the secular commu-
nity, because we assume that they are not inter-
ested in church affairs. The fact is that they are
interested and they want the Gospel not news
about the institution of the church. They also
want the church’s view on what is happening in

society.

through certain areas of the media, the man in
the street can get a very distorted view of the
church, clergy and anything else remotely con-
cerned with Christianity. This being the case,
when we get the chance - when people come
through our church doors - we must give them
the true picture; whether this is at weddings,
funerals or other functions they must see the
church as it really is, not what they are told
about it. Journalists will often print what they
want to, not what you want them to so care is
needed when dealing with the press so that the
church member, clergy or whoever is making the body of believing sin-
news remains in charge of the situation and does

not become the victim.
