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Impressions from some of the young
people who attended

ast your mind back to the long, warm sunny days of summer . . . when, on a

glorious Saturday evening in early August, Liquid Youth Group started their

great pilgrimage to Taizé. It began in St Peter’s Church, with a short service.
Several of the general congregation came too, to wish us well on the journey, which
both surprised and encouraged us. They had the pleasure of watching Sheila sprin-
kle us with (Holy?) water to mark the start of the pilgrimage and of sampling with
us some of the chants we grew so accustomed to during the following week.

As we said our goodbyes to parents and as we chatted eagerly, we had absolutely
no idea of what we were to experience in the following few days . . . most of us were
apprehensive of “the effect” of Taizé. People talked of their lives being changed by
God but most of us were more than happy with the direction of our lives! At our pick-
up point in London, apprehension turned to fear as we realised that the majority of
the people going were far too religious and old for our group. What had we let our-
selves in for?

When we arrived at Taizé 20 hours later, hot, exhausted, and disorientated, we
were greeted by the sight of thousands of people arriving and leaving from about 70
different countries. Taizé is a tiny French village set in hills scattered with vine-
yards, but to us it seemed to be an endless throng of people jabbering in their own
languages, trying to communicate with everybody without regard for race or reli-
gion, singing to guitars or sitting, enjoying the serenity of Taizé. These first impres-
sions didn’t alter much during the week we were there!

With the welcome help of some adults from St Peter’s who were staying a few
miles from Taizé, we managed to get our tents up, and then set off to discover what
daily life at Taizé was about. Queues! Queues for our meals (pasta, rice, pasta, bread,
rice, pasta . . .), queues in the murky toilet blocks, queues for the cold showers, and
the greatest queue of all at “OYAK?” for the right to purchase one (yes, just one) glass
(small, mind you) of beer. You needed it to recover from the friendly fight waiting
your turn, so most of us settled for hot chocolate — still a queue but much shorter!

The days were very structured, but were very free within that structure. Taizé is
an ecumenical Christian community and attending morning, midday and evening
prayer is an important part of being there. The worship was different from anything
we knew in Caversham, but over the week we found the music — repetitive yet
always different — led us into a sense of prayer and worship. 7,000 people being silent
is amazing! The majority of the day was spent in small “discussion” groups which
studied a passage from the Bible or from a letter written by Brother Roger. There
were only 70 English people there out of nearly 7,000, but we found that the only
language most people could speak a little of was English, so few of us got much
chance to use our linguistic skills — except for one of us who spent the week trans-
lating Romanians’ French into English so that the Spanish in the group could under-
stand, and one adult who became the official French translator for her group.
Discussions often mutated into chats about life in each of our own countries, gener-
al issues affecting us all - and exchanging tongue twisters and silly songs in differ-
ent languages.

But the night life was just as important as the structured day. By day, Oyak was
a pleasant cafe-cum-mini corner shop where you could get a cup of tea or coffee and
relax, but by night it was a heaving mass of sweaty bodies throwing themselves at
the various queues in the hope of being able to buy a precious cup of beer (or tea).
Behind Oyak was a small field, full of everyone else singing songs in large groups.
Half the time we didn’t know what the words were, but it didn't seem to matter.
When it was the “Hokey Cokey” it certainly didn’t matter! It was the feeling of unity
among nations: there was no prejudice for everyone was your friend and everyone
was friends with you.

So, what did we discover at Taizé?

“] imagined a lot of very religious people in church, but it wasn’t like that at all.
It was amazing how many young people were there —some had even travelled 4 days
just to be there and everyone had the same aim — to find out about and deepen their
faith in God, and to learn and feel the love that God has and shows in other people.”

“What I noticed above all was the way that each one of us was totally accepted as
we were — and how it seemed natural to accept others unconditionally. That, for me,
is why Taizé is God’s love in action.”

“The thing that struck me most was the incredible feeling of friendship amongst
the people I met. In today’s political climate there is a lot of anti-European feeling,
but having met such a friendly bunch of people, I am only filled with hope.”

“We found the sense of unity and,togetherness felt amongst all 7,000 Taizé pil-
grims was most astounding. Regardless of nationality, age and gender, people came
together to join in prayers, discussions, and endless singing and games. The special
people we met and friendships we formed, gave us an insight into God’s love.”

“It was my fifth visit to Taizé; the place, the peace, the people and the songs get
into your soul. It is a well-spring for me where hope and faith in the goodness of
God’s world are renewed.”

“The life-style is so different — it is a real chance to separate yourself from the out-
side world. Taizé is a place you can only really learn to appreciate when you get back

home.”

IT’S WHO YOU KNOW

ave you ever met any “celebrities”? Or more to the point, have you

ever got to know any? Do you ever look at your TV screen and think

| was recalling my teenage years the other day! | became a teenager in
1975 and soon got interested, as most teenagers do, in the latest music
scene. For me that meant what was affectionately known as Punk Rock, |
was drawn by the energy and insolence expressed by its practitioners.

The advantage of calling the said publication a fanzine
was that quality was not required or even desired by our readers and they
weren't disappointed! But having said that it was quite a success even if our

Success for us meant doors opening into the heart of the music industry
and our heroes stopped being posters on bedroom walls and became
walking talking people in the same room as us! So we started to get to
know our heroes as people.

Some of our greatest heroes turned out to be people we really didn’t like
and some of those we had written off turned out to be really nice people.

Isn’t it strange how we make judgements of people based on the
slimmest evidence often gleaned from very little or no contact with the
actual person. | bet if | asked you what you thought about Prince Charles
you would all have a ready answer for me though few, | suspect, have ever
sat down and chatted with him or really got to know him.

| think we are often like that with God. We all have an opinion of Him
and many have written Him off for one reason or another, very often based
on misunderstanding. | came across someone a short time ago who
wouldn’t believe in Jesus Christ because he thought that God was an
astronaut! He advised me that this was clearly recorded somewhere in the
Bible but he wasn’t sure where! | found that fascinating because in the
years that | have enjoyed reading my Bible | have found little reference to
flying saucers or little green men. _

| wonder what conclusion you have come to about God?

At Caversham Hill Chapel this year we have had the joy of running three
Alpha courses and we plan to do more next year. The course looks at who
God really is and what He means to us as Christians. We have welcomed
many guests on the course all of whom have their own ideas about who
God is and are interested in what the Bible really teaches us about Him
without being pressurised in any way or “preached at”. As well as learning
about Him we suggest that people ask God to meet with them in a new
relationship.

It has been interesting to see how people’s ideas often change as they
see the loving, gracious and eternally faithful God of the Bible. | think that
God is so much better to know than to read about and yet so many of us
stop at just reading and fail to enter into a living and exciting relationship
with Him, a relationship that He longs to bring to us.

So who is the celebrity that you would like to meet?

Maybe you won't actually get the chance but you do have the
opportunity to get to know God. You can get to know about Him by
reading or by doing an Alpha course or by talking to a Christian friend but
you can really know Him by acknowledging your failings, thanking Him
that Jesus opened the door for us to enter into a relationship with Him and
asking Him into your life: now there’s an exciting opportunity!

In the kingdom of God,
we are told, customary
ideas will be reversed. At
Taizé, during July and
August, the adults are
there by courtesy of the
young people. It was not
so much an adult event
with a separate youth
programme, but the
other way round.

were on the margins for
once, yet we were warmly
welcomed and accepted:

church goers” in modern
Lithuania, when they had

kept the faith in harder

we understood
man’s frustration

times;
one

with the failure of the
church in Spain to have
anything to say to the
young people of that
country; yet we all heard
Christ’s call to follow him
in persecution or apathy,
poverty or affluence. It
was as though the scrip-
tural icons were multi-
plied by each person pre-
sent, giving out not just
six, but many more
glimpses into the king-

dom worldwide.

Times of deep sharing.
Times of silence by the
“source” (spring), times
of laughter and grumbles
in the inevitable queues,
and all of it bound
together by the extraordi-

nary worship which char-
acterises the spirit of
Taizé. It was an unforget-
table experience and I
for one am grateful to the
young people for allow-
ing me to share Taizé
with them.

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RESIDENTS' VIEWPOINT

ALTERNATIVES TO THE CAR
There are few of us who would bé prepared to give up altogether the use of our
cars, but the time cannot be far off when if there is nota voluntary restriction on
their use a compulsory one will be imposed. There are already certain areas of
most towns where their use is banned.

There are practical alternatives and these should be used whenever possible.
Walking is one, which is much healthier for the person doing it and for the rest
of the community at large. It can however only be done where the distance is not
too great or if it is not necessary to carry anything heavy.

Public transport is the other alternative, which usually means either a bus or a
train. Some parts of Greater Reading are served by trains as well as buses, but
there is not much in the way of trains on this side of the river, so for Caversham
it means buses. If these are going to woo people out of their cars they have to
offer a number of attractions. Bus lanes are one way of doing this, but the buses
also need to be there when you want them and fares need to be pitched at a rate
that will not drive families straight into their cars.

They also need to be clean and comfortable and most of Reading’s buses
score well here. Some of the new ones are luxurious compared with the basic
boneshakers to be found in many towns. However, if you have shopping, lug-
gage or very small children they become less attractive.

Recently the No. 62 doubledecker bus has frequently been replaced by a sin-
gle decker. Presumably costings have shown that a double decker cannot be jus-
tified. However this often means standing only for many passengers and an
uncomfortable journey for others, particularly if you happen to be on a bus used
by school children with all the paraphernalia they have to carry around with
them. You will be lucky if you can struggle off at your stop when you reach it.

The Reading to London bus service is another route that has lost some of its
attractions. It used to provide a wonderful late night service back from a theatre
or concert visit, but that useful bus has been removed because it is said not to
pay for itself. The last one of the evening still runs and the driver will still take
passengers back to Caversham or Tilehurst but it can mean a wait up to an hour
and a half after leaving the theatre or concert hall, an unwelcome experience on
a chilly evening, Inquiries by deprived passengers (I refuse to use the term ‘cus-
tomer’) are, as I understand it, prompting a review of this and may lead to some
kind of adjustment.

ON YOUR BIKE
Cycling is one way of reducing polluting road congestion and improving your
health, provided of course a car doesn’t run you down and put you in hospital.
There are some roads where only the intrepid would venture and I take off my
hat to the surprising number who regularly cycle to work along Caversham
Road. Motorists, please look out for them, especially in the dark evenings, and
cyclists, please use lights in the dark.

It is good news that children’s cycle training sessions are being held in Hills
Meadow near the Golden Key to increase their skills and make them aware of
the hazards they face. -

Bicycles are enjoying a comeback with children, but mountain bikes are the
status symbols even if the only ‘mountain’ they will encounter is the gradient to
Caversham’s higher ground. In this they resemble their elders, judging by the
increasing number of immaculate four-wheel-drives appearing in the area,
which, one can reasonably assume, have never met as much as a single undisci-
plined blade of grass, let alone a ploughed field or rough moorland.

ROUNDABOUTS
Whilst on the subject of roads, admiring comments have been heard about the
floral displays in the town’s roundabouts. Caversham itself has none of these. We
meet them across the river, where the one round King Edward VII outside the
railway station has been particularly good. We could do with one, floral or not,
at the junction of Lower Henley Road and Henley Road where it is usually a case
of a quick dash and hoping you will make it.

GOOD NEWS ABOUT GAZEBO

Good news is that the Borough has commissioned a report into the condition of
the Caversham Court Gazebo. Whilst the repairs of a few years ago rendered it
weatherproof, it has a very patched up appearance and it and the causeway lead-
ing to it are very badly overgrown. Work is to be put in hand, largely on pre-
serving the timbers from any further deterioration and while this is being done,
which will take some time, the building will be made secure by shutters which
will not be exactly in keeping with the style, but will only be temporary. This is
a Grade 11 listed building which dates back to the middle of the seventeenth cen-
tury and, as far as is known, is the only one remaining on the Thames. It can be
seen in many of the early nineteenth century paintings of the area and deserves
to survive for many more years.

This move on behalf of the Borough was inspired by an outing organised to
see the gazebos of Ware, where eight out of an original twenty-five survive, most
of them in good nick and being used for their original purpose of a viewing
place. Those who went were entertained to afternoon tea in one of them, a plea-
surable experience indeed.

Meanwhile it is pleasing to see that the water feature in the rockery is func-
tioning once more, that the pond has been cleaned up and the ground outside
the main gates, formerly rough, broken up and muddy, has been properly grav-
elled.

DOWN AT HEEL
With the oncoming of autumn the weeds which
have been growing in gutters and on the edge of
pavements will presumably die down. The maine-
nance of the environment costs money and that
could mean a higher council tax, which would
doubtless cause an outcry from certain quarters,
Equally though, there must be many who would pre-
fer to live in a town in which they can take some
pride in preference to having a small amount of
extra cash to soak up on the latest piece of con-
sumer goods. Private affluence and public squalor is
not the hallmark of an advanced society.

THE MOUNT
Considerable concern has been expressed at work
being carried out in St Peter’s conservation area on
land attached to what was formerly Treetops hostel.
Planning permission for the site has been refused
both locally and on appeal, but nevertheless trees
have been felled and the banks leading to the gar-
den from The Mount have been cut back to the
chalk. Fortunately the three cedars of Lebanon have
so far not been touched and as tree preservation
orders have now been placed on the remaining
trees they are likely to be safe for the time being,
However the presence of these three trees will pre-
vent any extensive development of this site, but the
situation needs careful watching. A dying copper
beech tree only a few hundred yards away is a
reminder of what happens to trees that are in the
way of a development. The cost of land compared
with the cost for unauthorised felling is an indica-
tion of what might well happen.

COMPOSTING
In last month’s issue I spoke of the problems of dis-
posing of garden refuse. Coincidentally Hortus has
an article on composting. I had rather assumed that
everyone in Caversham composted anything that
was compostable, for the Environment Centre at
Caversham Court is always emphasising the benefits
of doing so. What I was'referring to was the woody
stuff from overgrown hedges, shrubs and trees. This
is very difficult to compost unless you possess one
of those handy machines for shredding it, and it
takes up a lot of room in a wheeled bin. Would it be
better to save it up for a once a year glorious confla-
gration?

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FESTIVAL OF FLOWERS A
GREAT SUCCESS

As part of the centenary celebrations the congregation of the Church of Our Lady and St. Anne
held a Festival of Flowers on the 28th and 29th September. It was my first visit to the church. How
pleased I was to escape the damp, grey afternoon outside and to share the delight of the steady
stream of visitors admiring the skill and artistry of the Festival of Flowers Committee who had
bfe];l ably assisted by flower arrangers from other churches and from the Chiltern Edge Flower
Club.

The central theme focused on the Blessed Virgin Mary and her Son Jesus.

A glowing, golden welcome awaited us in the church porch representing Christ being found
by His parents in the temple. Inside a flowing pedestal arrangement symbolised the news that
Mary would give birth, while the Annunciation was beautifully represented with yellow and
white posies and an angelically adorned archway.

Moving clockwise to the window arrangements figures and artefacts were skillfully combined
with appropriate flowers to depict the news of Christ’s birth to the shepherds and their homage,
followed by the adoration of the magi. Simple blooms and earthy tones were used for the rustic
shepherds whilst the kings and their gifts were represented by more showy and elegant blooms
for gold and frankincense and subdued tones for the myrrh.

We then progressed to the alcove where the newly crowned statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary
resides. This is not the one used originally in the Middle Ages at the shrine of our Lady in
Caversham. That was probably lost at the time of the Reformation. But the statue is typically
medieval because the Virgin is seated holding the infant Jesus; most modern statues have the
Virgin standing. The statue is very beautiful, carved from a single piece of wood, coming prob-
ably from Germany or Austria, well known for producing religious pieces of fine workmanship.
Roses, freesias and stocks had been used with particularly good effect to enhance the shrine and
give it an almost bridal atmosphere of joy and femininity.

Across the chancel in front of the altar were grouped the striking arrangements recalling an
occasion when the Mother of Our Lord intervened on behalf of the host and guests at the mar-
riage feast at Cana saying to Jesus: “They have no wine”, obviously expecting Him to do some-
thing about it which, of course, He did. As with all the arrangements the imagery had been care-
fully thought out and skilfully executed employing appropriate shapes, colours and artefacts.
Then came the font with its delicate blue and white arrangement reminding us that God sent His
Son in the form of a baby.

In the Lady Chapel yellow roses, dahlias and carnations were offset by white daisy chrysanths
with green centres and complemented by variegated greenery to give an uplifting representa-
tion of Wisdom, which, we were told, is the first gift of the Holy Spirit, a gift which the Eastern
Church regards as the female side of God. In stark contrast the next arrangement with its sharp,
pointed foliage and more sombre tones reminded us that according to the Gospel of St. Mark
the wisdom of the carpenter’s son was rejected by the people.

This brought us to the time of the Crucifixion when Jesus gave Mary into the care of His dis-
ciple, John. An abstract form of wood bearing a resemblance to the arms of Mary clasped around
her child formed the centrepiece of the arrangement. Blue, white and purple were used to sym-
bolise the Virgin Mother, her purity and her sorrow.

A fitting climax was provided

A SEASONAL PAGEANT

In a setting sun, young House Martins ‘clicked’ noisily as
they built up their body reserves for departure across
land and sea. The parents had preceded them with an
unerring instinct that their offspring would follow.

As the fish continued to ignore my tempting offers,
there was plenty of time to reflect.

A Green Woodpecker gave a final ‘Yaffle” before set-
tling down on the island for the night, just as a sound like
many baying hounds approached from out of the sunset.
These were sedentary Canada Geese whose fifty silhou-
ettes loomed large as they headed towards the local grav-
el-pits.

Moments later, and more exciting, the call of the
Greylag Geese could be heard away to the west. Far
north, they would have been true migrants but, here in
Berkshire, were almost certainly of feral origin.

In late autumn, Scottish fields fill with newly-arrived
Pink-footed Geese from Greenland, sometimes being
joined by European Greylags.

A ringing, ‘Whoop-Whoop’ and ‘Klo-Klo-Klo’ of bugle-
like timbre, high in the freezing north wind, announce
incoming Whooper Swans from Siberia. They are ‘edgy’
and alert. Their ‘clamour’ should make the pulse of ¢
tunate viewer race with exhilaration. These superb crea-
tures seek only the truly wild and remote areas, well away
from mankind. On a distant mountain, Red Deer may be
observing proceedings.

Here in the Northern Highlands, it is possible to look
in several directions with a reasonable certainty that no
other human being is within EIGHTY miles. In recent
years, temperatures have fallen by -6°C below those at the
North Pole during the same period! Only with extreme
caution and a very high degree of experience should
‘wild’ camping be undertaken, - but T digress.

The afore-mentioned sunset, hungry House Martins,
geese, and one Green Woodpecker, all occurred at the
bottom of Wolsey Road. How many fellow passers-by,
some walking their dog, or cyclists tearing aimlessly
back and forth, would have noticed these wonders of
nature?

Even the nearby angler, busily engaged in catching
fine fish with every long-distance cast (and carefully
returning them), would once have boasted an admiring
group of spectators. Perhaps thankfully, on this occa-
sion, only myself and Scooby were witnesses to his per-
formance.

How life has changed! Whatever happened to the
senses of wonder, awe, sensitivity and appreciation,
now replaced by others of so little value?

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WINTER PROTECTION

FOR PLANTS

November is a month of transition,
a month which can be one of the
wettest of the year. It is also a
month when fog is common - this
can be to the gardeners benefit
since it can prevent temperatures
dropping below freezing. Dry days
followed by clear nights can lead to
sharp frosts. It is said that autumn
ends when plants (as it were) ‘shut
up shop’ for the winter. Most plants
stop growing when the mean tem-
perature goes below 43°F (6°C). In
this area that is likely to happen in
the latter half of the month.

Frost - tender plants will need to
be protected from the drop in tem-
perature. I have found that two lay-
ers of horticultural fleece fastened
securely around such plants is quite
effective since the ambient temper-
ature within the fleece is about 5°
warmer than the temperature out-
side. It is necessary to check regu-
larly during the winter that the
fleece has not been teased open by
the wind. Fleece is also effective as
a wind barrier. Last year I draped
securely a single layer of fleece over
a camellia and found that the
leaves and buds came through the
winter without wind-burn.

Tender plants in pots and con-
tainers are better overwintered in
the greenhouse or other frost free
place. It is good policy to insulate
the greenhouse. I have used large
bubble polythene attached to the

wooden frame of my house for some
years now. It is installed in
November and removed in the
spring. The sheets of polythene are
re-usable for several winters before
they need to be replaced. The poly-
thene is very effective in keeping
out the worst of the cold. (Indeed
suppliers claim that houses so insu-
lated will be frost free). If the house
is heated it helps keep down sub-
stantially the cost of fuel. There are
aids available for fixing the poly-
thene to metal as well as wooden
frames. For my part I rely on draw-
ing pins. It is necessary to keep the
greenhouse ventilated during the
winter since water vapour tends to
condense against the inside surface
of the insulation. If this is not dis-
persed problems could arise from
damping-off and other diseases.

Some half-hardy herbaceous or
semi-shrub type plants will come
through the winter unscathed if
they are given a thick topcoat of
mulch. Groundfrost mnormally
affects only the top surface of the
soil and consequently does not reach
the more deeply buried dormant
plants. (However there could be a
risk should there be a prolonged
spell of sub-zero temperatures caus-
ing the ground to be frozen to a
much greater depth.) In the spring
such plants should throw up new
shoots enabling old dead growth to
be cut away and discarded.
