It seems that life has always been a full one for
Councillor Bill Mander, of Grove Hill, Caversham
Now the next twelve months promise to be even
more involved, for on May 17 he becomes the new
Mayor of Reading.

Coming from a well-known local family, he has
always been deeply interested in civic affairs as
has his father, Mr George Mander, who was a
councillor for twenty-one years and then became
an alderman in 1969. When his father retired from
the Reading council, Bill Mander himself became a
councillor. His brother, Geoff, is also a member.

Bill Mander, like his father and brother, has been
deeply involved in sport and recreational activities
and when appointed to his office by the Labour
group, he was designated as a spokesman for
leisure and was chairman of this committee from
1970 to 1976.

During the
coming year he will continue to run his depart-
ment, taking on the responsibilities of Mayor with
the support of his colleagues and Berkshire Educa-
tion Authority.

His wife, Margaret, teaches mathematics at
Maiden Erleigh School, where she is also involved
in pastoral work, being deputy head of the Middle
School.

The Manders have two children, John, 21, is at
Birmingham Polytechnic training to be a music
teacher. As a keen trumpet player he has per-
formed with the Reading Youth Orchestra. Karen,
18, left school last July and is spending a year doing
voluntary work before probably geing to Cardiff
University to read social administration for a
career in social work.

In spite of such busy lives, Mr and Mrs Mander
find time to enjoy singing. Both belong to the
Phoenix Choir in Reading which has won many
national and international honours. Hopefully they
will be able to find some time to carry on with their
choral activities in spite of a very hectic year ahead
of them.

Column

A SURPRISING
OMISSION

A few weeks ago the Reading Chronicle published a series of articles covering
the work of undertakers, cemetery staff and others whose business is concerned
with death. These articles fulfilled a useful purpose in uncovering the mystery
that is so often thrown around the process of dying. But I looked in vain for a
final article on how to set about arranging the details of the funeral service and
on the most important aspect of the subject, the question of what lies beyond the
grave. It is a pity that an otherwise good series was incomplete in this way. But as
this number of the Caversham Bridge prints on another page the times of Easter
Day services it seems appropriate that I should write this month about the
Christian approach to death. .

/

JOYFUL OCCASION

I have often been told by those who have attended a funeral service that very
much to their surprise it was a joyful occasion. And so of course, if it is the
funeral of a Christian, it should be. The only sad funerals can be those where
there is no belief in a future life and indeed when there is no such belief one is
left asking what is the real point of any form of Christian service. In contrast the
funeral of any Christian should be primarily an occasion for thanking God for
the victory of Christ over death and-for his making known to us that death is not
the end: it is therefore an occasion when we re-assert our own belief in the
Resurrection, a fact which the Church proclaims not just on Easter Day but on
every Sunday in the year. Secondly, we want to give thanks for the life of the

hristian who has died and thirdly, commend him into the hands of a loving and
merciful Father, while also praying that God will comfort and strengthen those
who mourn. There is a natural place for sadness, and merely to try to suppress
grief can often do harm; but we need to distinguish between personal sadness at
being separated for a time from a loved one and the sort of sorrow which if are not
careful can amount to a denial of the Christian hope of resurrection.

ARRANGING THE SERVICE

The first person to be told of a death should be the priest or minister of the

family so that he can come and see them and discuss with them arrangements for
the funeral. Only after he has been notified should the undertaker be called in.
The ordering of the funeral service is something that needs to be carefully
considered. The Church of England has recently approved a new form of service,
and this should encourage the revival of the older practice in this country of
having a celebration of Holy Communion as part of the funeral service. Even if
this is not to be so then the clergy are always glad to arrange a service of Holy
Communion for the family earlier in the day of the funeral.The question of
music needs thought. An evening hymn like Abide With Me strikes quite the
wrong note. On the other hand, an Easter hymn will serve to emphasise our
belief in the victory of Christ; the choice of organ music is also-important and
unless only a few very people are expected to attend it will usually be preferable
to have the service in a Church building and not a cemetery or crematorium
chapel. If it is to be a cremation thought will also need to be given to the reverent
disposal of the ashes. Obviously not all these things will be decided on a first
visit from one of the clergy but they are matters for discussion between the
family and clergy and then the undertaker can be informed what has been
decided. The undertakers’ job is a limited one — to see to the disposal of the body
but the clergy are concerned to minister to the bereaved and to help them accept
the real meaning of death and to minister to the family in the weeks and months
that follow, helping perhaps a widow or widower to adjust to a new approach to
daily living.

In his poem East Coker, T. S. Eliot starts by saying “ In my beginning is my
end.” He finishes by saying * In my.end is my beginning.” In those two simple
but very profound little statements the whole Christian teaching of life and
death is summed up. When we have really grasped what T. S. Eliot is saying we
shall realise that the funeral of a Christian is indeed an occasion for joy as one
more Christian embarks on a new and fuller life with Christ.

WHOSE CONVENIENCE?

If you give £24,000 for a house in

a desirable position, you do not expect a

public lavatory and sanitary station to be included in the view. At least, that is

how the developers of the former Elliot’
Riverside Court, the luxury f
looking across to some public loos,
because they are a Victorian wrough
vogue. Be that as it may,
offending the susceptibility
turesque advertisement fo
meadows, the lavatories and sanitary stat
be moved, and have offere

another site.

In itself there may be
little to object to in this,
but where do we find
that these offices are to
go? The loos them-
selves, and the first aid
station, are to be moved
further east along the
north boundary of
Christchurch Meadows.

Further east is all right,.

in fact probably an
improvement as Christ-
church Meadows is a
popular resort in the
summer for parents and
children; but along the
northern boundary is
much too' far away, and
certainly too far from
the river for the first aid
post. The lavatory must
be sited where it is
needed if it is to be
moved from its present
site, to suit the conveni-
ence of a company who
bought the nearby land
in the full knowledge
that it was there.
Moreover, the old build-
ings must not be
demolished before the
new ones are ready for
use.

When it comes to the
sanitary station, this is
to be removed south of
the river adjacent to the
Victorian loos. Now if
this building constitutes
an eyesore to the
occupiers of the new
houses, why should it
not do the same for the
residents of Riverside
Court? Even more
important, why should
visitors to the riverside
at Caversham Bridge,
coming perhaps from
less attractive parts of
the town, be expected to
accept what the more
privileged find objec-
tionable? A landscaping
scheme prepared some
years ago for this site by
one of the Civic Socie-
ty’s architect members
was awarded a Civic
Trust prize, but the
council never took it up
because they were not
prepared to make the
sum up to the full
amount required. How-
ever, they have said that
one day this scheme, or
one like it, will be put
into effect, but how far
will it be marred by the
site of cabin cruisers
emptying their waste in
the sanitary station?
The Wolsey Road build-
ings are in a far more
discreet position. In
addition, the moorings
at Caversham Bridge
are usually all occupied
during the boating sea-
son, so there could be an
even longer queue of
boats waiting to use the
sanitary station. Wolsey
Road, however, has
additional nearby moor-
ing sites.

the very best in entertainment because the people
demand and appreciate it.

MAGIC
MUSHROOM

It's hardly possible to write about Bob Corder
and not start with the Hexagon because the two are
almost synonomus. Mention the word and his eyes

. glisten while he pours out a stream of facts, figures,
ideas and hopes. If enthusiasm and expextlse are
any guide; the concrete toadstool must be a magic
mushroom, about to change into a glittering palace
of dreams come true.

But although most of the hours of Bob’s day are
spent in translating this imaginative concept into a
reality, the other important side of his life is his
home on Caversham Heights, his wife Daphne and
family of three sons (one of whom, a keen amateur

burnt down in the thirties there hasheenno perma-
nent home for legitimate theatre. “Tt is sad that
there are thousands of children in the area who
have never seen a pantomime, and to whom
Shakespeare is only musty lines in a text book,” he
says. But he’s confident that with a flexible

Radio-controlled Service Means a Better Service

(NO:STAMP)
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Tombstones in

Mapledurham

It was a glorious, sunny day in the middle of last
year's rather wet September, for the drought had
finally broken, so I got out the bicycle and started
off to Mapledurham. Just the afternoon to spend
among the graves. Having recently acquired a
booklet on how to record graveyards, I thought I
would try my hand at it. For an amateur the
information I read up was pretty involved, but I did,
make out a form which I could fill in and at the end
perhaps find some interesting facts about my
records.

Once there I became very engrossed at the north
side of the churchyard. First I discovered some of
the tombs to Mr Charlie Allwright’s relatives. Mr
Allwright is farm manager for Mapledurham
Estate. Although he has not lived more than fifteen
years in the parish, members of his family were
yeoman farmers who came to the village in the
early seventeen hundreds. The memorials I found

body stone

were early nineteenth century and had head and
foot stones, very solid and plain, the former with a
flourishing “ sacred ” written on each with the
initials of the deceased carved on the latter. Two
husbands and two wives all had identical monu-
ments. Between the head and footstones had once
been body stones, but they had been removed and a
path to the churchyard tap now traversed each
grave. Close by I discovered several stones belong-
ing to a family called Pearman of about the same
date. Here again, the husbands and wives had
identical memorials with head, body and foot-
stones. Having read all the wording, with a little
difficulty, I discovered that the Pearmans and the
Allwrights were related by marriage. Still on the
north side I found another early Victorian family
grouping with the name Hearn. One — Hannah
Hearn. died in 1908, so perhaps some older Map-

ledurham folk remember her. Martha Hearn died
in 1898 aged 76. 5

Over in the far north corner was a twin
gravehead, joined at the centre of the headstone,
with a body and footstone, erected to the memory of
two little girls, Rhoda and Elizabeth Ann, aged two
and six respectively. They were daughters of
Thomas and Elizabeth Stevens. The children died
in 1829 and 1830. Poor parents. It seemed strange to
see skulls intertwined with ferns decorating the
gravestones of these little girls.

DIED FROM A CARBUNCLE

Two Victorian vicars of St Margaret's lie at rest
on the north side of the churchyard. There is the
simple bodystone, once surrounded by massive
iron railings, of the famous Reverend Lord Augus-
tus FitzClarence, who held the living from 1829 to
1854 and was the fifth son of William the fourth
(then Duke of Clarence) by Mrs Jordan, the actress.
You will find the grave under a yew tree. He died
from the effects of blood poisoning caused by a
carbuncle. The other cleric is the Rev Francis St
John Thackeray, vicar from 1883-1919, and his
memorial is even more simple, and a bit out of line
with the rest — for he faces north east!'From a
recent course of lectures connected with archaeol-

ogy I learned that in all Christian burials the head
should face east, except for the Bishop, he faces his
flock, so looks west!

It was whilst looking at graves near the vestry
door that I came across Noah Fisher. Now through
reading various records I know a little about him,
so I really felt I'd met an old friend! According to a
rate return made in 1855 by John Allaway, chur-
chwarden of Mapledurham, Noah had a shop and
house at Chazey Heath. According to a tithe appor-

tion map dated 1841, he was not mentioned on the
accompanying lists of all the householders on the
estate, so was not there at that time. He died in 1867
but how old he was, where he came from before
coming to Chazey Heath and where he actually
lived when he did arrive there I have yet to
discover — if I ever do! I wonder what he sold,
probably he had a Victorian village store of sorts. It
served a very scattered community but must have
been most useful to folk who had to walk into
Reading or Caversham for shopping.

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TALKING POINT

VOLUNTARY or STATUTORY?

Something in last month’s *“ Bridge ” troubled
me: “ It is not the intention of the Bridge Scheme
(of social service) to compete with any of the
statutory bodies, but rather to co-operate and com-
plement them.” Not that I want to see rivalry; far
from it. But it's troubling that anyone needs to
make such a comment at all. And if it comes to
complementing each other, isn’t it the statutory
bodies that should complement the (so called)
voluntary schemes, and not vice-versa?

THE PROFESSIONALS

What are the social services, whether voluntary
or statutory? Aren’t they just ways of helping
people who aren’t completely able to help them-
selves? But helping others surely starts with neigh-
bourliness, it doesn’t end with it as a kind of final
reserve.

Sometimes, some centralised authorities seem to
want a society where nearly everything is done by
highly efficient, organised, specialised, profes-
sional statutory agencies, and there are very few
‘“holes " left in the system to be filled by “ unskil-
led amateurs.” Even nowadays (when the statutory
social services are more aware of the value of
voluntary work) I still find some professional social
workers naturally thinking in these terms. Caring
for those in need is primarily their job, the
“ experts ” job, and the general public may be
invited to help in various ways.

I want to live in a society where it’s the other way
round. I want to affirm that we begin with you and

me helping each other; and when we can’t do it by-

ourselves we form schemes like the Bridge
Scheme; and when we still can’t cope, we ask the
statutory bodies to help and advise, or even take
over from us. I want to see the professional social
services supporting the community in its caring,
and not setting up as the monopoly-holdersin care,
which other people are allowed to assist some-
times.

COUNTRY AND URBAN NEEDS

I spend a lot of my time in a country community;
perhaps that makes me naive. For it’s curious that
even the Bridge Scheme isn’t used much in the
country part of Mapledurham. It doesn’t need to be.
It's common knowledge that people are close
enough in the country to know and help each other
more directly. And it’s pretty obvious that most of

us don’t live in the country. But in our urban,
industrial society, have we really begun to discover
how to take what's really worthwhile in the old
country life, and adapt it to our altered circumst-
ances? Isn't it possible, even in an industrial soci-

: ety, for people to meet and know and care for each

other, as people? Perhaps that’s what the Bridge
Scheme, and other voluntary- schemes, and the
statutory bodies too, are all about: helping us to
find ways of living humanly in a modern, mechan-
ised world. I hope so. )

i PEOPLE FIRST -

For what’s the alternative? The alternative is
that we leave more and more of the caring, the
helping, the dealing with difficult situations, to
‘“ experts,” “the caring professions.” And that
would be a disaster for everybody. It would be a
disaster for the statutory social services, who are
notoriously overburdened. For when you are over-
worked, it’s generally the harder things that you
drop first; and in this case, that means that what
may get forgotten is the demanding and time-
consuming job of really learning to care for people
and to meet them as people, not just as problems. I
fear that if we load too much on to the statutory
social services, then despite all the goodwill in the
world we shall end up with mechanical, imper-
sonal, finally uncaring social services.

And it would be a disaster for the rest of us too.
People thrive on caring, but do we dare to care any
more? Are we getting too frightened of doing
something wrong, too worried about treading on
some official toes? I hate to think of a world where
all except the “ caring professions ” were reduced
to earning our wages and enjoying our leisure
time; that isn’t being human at all.

So let’s not' be defensive about our caring for
each other. By all means, we must acceptour need
of specialist guidance sometimes. By all means, we
must accept that we sometimes have to call in
others where we as friends, neighbours, relatives,
can do no more. By all means, we must be far more
ready than we are to ask the statutory social
services for advice. But people come first. Good
neighbours are in the front line of caring, and all
the expert social services in the world are only
there to help us.

But that is only a beginning. | have pro-
posed, with the enthusiastic approval of the
Diocesan Synod, that we should aim to spend
the last three’ years of this decade in a con- 2
certed effort to renew our commitment to the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. Each parish will natur- - 3
ally want to find its own ways and means of
doing so. But here are some suggestions
which | hope you may find helpful. $

In the first place, | don't think we shall get
anywhere unless we attend to God and listen
to what the Spirit is saying to the Churches.
So | hope that our first priority in 1977 will be
an exploration into prayer and the Spiritual
life; into how we may deepen the relationship
between ourselves and God, corporately and
individually. In this, we should draw on what
the Charismatic renewal has to teach the
Church, and on what seems to be an increas-
ing interest in meditation and contemplation.
We should aim at a deeper understanding of
spirituality for today: The year in which the
nation celebrates the Silver Jubilee of the
Queen, would thus become for us who are 3
Christians, a year in which to celebrate, with ¢
Her Majesty, the simple but profound faith -
which God has given us.-And we shall best do
that by seeking quietly to go deeper into His
truth in prayer and worship.

In 1978 | think we should make progress by
endeavouring to listen to each other and
share with each other the working out of our
common responsibility for the mission and
ministry of the Church. 1978 will be the year in
which Anglican Bishops from all over the
world will meet to listen to each other at the
Lambeth Conference. Could we not also make
it a year in which we determine to listen to
another parish or to another part of the world?
And could we not _make this the time to
explore a wider sharing of Christian ministry,
ordained or lay? This would be a further way
in which our mission could be renewed.

Financial stringency is making it essential
for:us to establish priorities. | believe that if
we agree and declare our primary objectives,
the recovery of our mission will be greatly
assisted. After two years of listening and 3
learning we shall be in a much better position
to determine precisely what these objectives
are. 1979 is the year of my second Visitation of
the Diocese. | propose to invite you to tell me
what you have learned so that together we
may take fresh initiative in the recovery of our
mission in the eighties.

Time for Change

At the time of going to print Reading are nestling
near the bottom of the Third-Division with what
appears to be little chance of escaping relega-
tion back to the Fourth Division. Their sheyt-lived
dreams have been shattered and like many other
clubs in recent years, they are back where they
started only twelve months ago. Before they start to
worry about getting out of the Fourth Division this
time, they ought to really take a look at the club and
its organisation. In particular, instead of worrying
about buying players they should look to local talent
and try to build a team from the promising youngs-
ters in the area, there are plenty to choose from.
There are local lads on the books of Watford, Chelsea,
QPR, Arsenal and many other clubs.

It will
take time, but the town and club should be patient
and be prepared to see a really strong team develop
over a period of years. A second change could be
from a full-time pro.club to a semi pro club with
perhaps more players to choose from. ;

There are many things that could be done and if
the club is to survive they will have to take a very
long serious look at themselves and their organisa-
tion.

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AS SOMEONE SOMEWHERE ONCE SAID: “ There
are two sides to acting, the enjoyment the audience
receive and the joy the actors receive.” This was so
true of the production of Aladdin and his Won-
derful Lamp by the.1st Caversham Boys and Girls
Brigade Drama Group recently.

If T cared to, I could criticise many aspects of the

pantomime, the singing was pretty awful and some-
times the lines were sticky. But it didn’t matter to

the audience because it didn’t matter to the cast. .

On the night I went the Herald didn’t appear at the
point he should, but the actors on stage ad-libbed
looking slightly baffled and the audience cheered
when the flustered and overdue Herald arrived.
This kind of happy approach sets a smile on the
face in the same way that an adult looks at the
naivety of a child’s drawing and smiles at its sheer
delight in life.

The sight of boys who have never been on the
stage in their lives, being panto characters, not
only surprised us because we couldn’t believe they
ever would, but possibly surprised them too. The
producer, Derek Richings, should be congratu-
lated not only for his production but for his endur-
ance in getting teenage boys who would normally
laugh at the word “ acting ” to play quite large
roles. ]

What of the actors? It's hardly fair to select any
from the rest but I must mention the only adult in
the cast, Brian Bosier, who played the part of
Widow Twanky. Brian has. many attributes but I
doubt if even he saw himself as a pantomime dame.

However, he entered into the part with tremend-
ous and infectious enthusiasm carrying the audi-
ence with him. He danced, he skipped, he entered
from the back of the hall, he was chased by a
dragon. We were nearly worn out, goodness knows
how he felt. It was all in all a most enjoyable
performance. The other parts were all played well.
Jackie Clark made a fine Aladdin speaking clearly

—and moving gracefully. Ebenezer was played by
Martin Cooper, who made him suitably evil (but not
too evil). The Emperor was David Farrell and a
very amusing one too, he was royally aloof: “ Oh cut
off his head,” he snapped, but with a common
touch; I liked his performance. Andrew Tackly
played the Chief Minister with a sense of humour
too and he made an ideal foil for the Emperor.

The Princess was played by Caroline Herbert, a
bossy princess at first but who soon melted to love
Aladdin; her maid Dittany was Claire Ault and one

_ of the most appealing scenes in the panto was when
_these two talked of the problems of being a prin-

“ cess. They looked and sounded delightful. Genies
are normally played by fellows but the genie in this
panto was small, green and feminine. Linda Far-
rell played the part. at’ short riotice and spoke
clearly and well.

There are others who should be mentioned but
unfortunately space doesn’t allow; all did well and
1 look forward to next year’s production now.

The newspapers are always full-of the doings,
mostly wrong doings of our youngsters and part of
the problem séems to lie in the need for something'
for them to do. So once again I should like to
congratulate Derek Richings and his helpers in
having the fortitude and vision to produce this
pantomime. I have the feeling that if there were
more men and women like this in Great Britain, the
papets would have less to publish on teenage
waywardness.

Mapledurham
Parish Gouncil

A meeting of Map-
ledurham Parish Coun-
cil was held on Thurs-
days; February 10, 1977.
Mr B. A. Fowles, chair-
man of the council, pres-
ided at the meeting.

Much of the meeting
was devoted to matters
relating to the proposed
boundary changes. The
Council was very con-
cerned that with little
more than a month to go,
they had little or. no
information how ,he
change would affect the
Parish. The Council are
particularly concerned
how it will affect the use
of the Playing Fields and
Pavilion, and they are

seeking an urgent meet- -

ing with the National
Playing Fields Associa-
tion, because of their
close interest in the
Fields, and also the Char-
ity Commission, who are
also much involved.

The Council are most
anxious that the freedom
of facilities available to
local residents are not
lost when the boundary
changes, due on April i,
take place. It is hoped
that a meeting will
shortly take place with
Reading Borough Coun-
cil representatives, and
it is hoped that the Par-
ish Council will have an
answer to most-of their
problems to enable them
to report to the annual
parish meeting on March
17.

A Silver Jubilee Com-
mittee is arranging a var-
iety of events on the Play-

ing Fields on June 6.

Publicity will be given to
the programme arranged
nearer the time, but it
was evident that much

thought has been given
in providing the Parish
with some form of celeb-
ration to mark the occa-
sion.

In connection with the
Silver Jubilee, the Coun-
cil were informed of a
meeting recently held at
the offices of the South
Oxon DC. In the South
Oxon area the Oxford-
shire County Committee
organising the event in
Oxfordshire are suggest-
ing that a sum of £20,000
should be collected
towards Oxfordshire’s

- goal of around £77,000. It

was suggested that any
money collected in con-
nection with the national
appeal from local
sources, a proportion
should be earmarked to
go to the credit of the
County Fund’s Appeal.

Hundreds of people came to
Church House on Saturday, Feb-
ruary 19, to see the exhibition
arranged by the Anglican parishes
of Caversham and Mapledurham.
The exhibition had first been held in
St Andrew’s Hall last October to
introduce newcomers to the two
parishes. It was felt it should be

shown to a wider public and so it -

was re-mounted, with some addi--
tional material. Visitors were able
to learn something of the wide
reaching nature of the work of the
Church among people of all ages.

1 907 1 976

Among the many exhibits- at the Church Exhibition
which was visited by so many people when it was held
in Church House on Saturday, February 19, was the
register of services for St Peter’'s for the years 1907-
1914, and there were few moments when someone was
not browsing in it. It is interesting to compare Church-
going habits of today with those of 1907. One has, of
course, to remember that the population then was
about one-fifth of what it is today and also that St
Andrew’s and St Barnabas’ Churches had not been
built.

SUNDAY SERVICES

In 1907, Holy Communion was celebrated every Sun-
day in St Peter’s at 7am and 8am, and after Matins on
the first Sunday of the month. Matins was sung at 11am
and judging from the collection was the best attended
service of the day. Evensong, as now, was at 6.30pm.
On Easter Day, 1907, there were 474 communicants —
102 at 6am, 173 at 7am, 149 at 8.15am and 50 after
Matins. The collections for the day (six services)
amounted to £27 12s 9d and of this, £12 15s 9d was
received at Matins. In 1976 there were 351 Communi-
cants on Easter Day of whom 228 were at the Parish
Communion. If Easter Communicants show a decline
this is in very large measure due to the practice of so
many regular communicants being away on holiday
now at Easter. On the other hand the increase in
Christmas communicants is probably due to the popu-
larity of the midnight service. On Christmas Day, 1907,
communicants numbered 323 (6am —= 61, 7am — 101,
8.15am — 127, 12.15pm — 34). In 1976 there were 515.
Collections on Christmas Day, 1907, were given to the

_ Waifs and Strays Society (now the Church of England’s
Childrens Society) and they averaged about 6d per head
for each communicant. In 1976 the Christmas collection
was about £200.

On Ascension Day, 1907, there were 86 communic-
ants divided between services at 6.30am (41), 8am (24)
and 11am (21). In 1976, with services at 7am, 9.30am
and 8pm, there were 209 communicants, this increase
being entirely because of the evening Eucharist at which
the newly confirmed receive Holy Communion for the
first time. On Whit Sunday, 1907, and 1976, communi-
cants were exactly the same — 229. On St Peter’s Day,
1907, there were celebrations of Holy Communion at
6.30am and 8am with 37 communicants and Evensong
at 8pm. Now a congregation of some 250 is usually
present and last year, with the ordination service, there
were actually 354 communicants, considerably more
than is normal. The idea of any evening celebration of
Holy Communion was in 1907 totally unknown exceptin
some churches of an extremely evangelical tradition.

THE COLLECTIONS

The collections each week in 1907, long before the
days of Planned Giving or Christian Stewardship, were
given to a specific fund such as General Purposes of
Church Expenses. But what precisely was the difference
between these two? It was also often for the Assistant
Clergy Fund and sometimes for the Sunday School. One
week it was for the Choir Excursion and another for
Hospitals, a regular feature of parish life in the Church of
England until the introduction of the National Health

Service. ’

Two memorable events
on her travels in America
were the ‘“ Showboat,”
moored on the Mississippi,
and a visit she made to see
an open-air “Opera” in
Santa-Fey, New Mexico,
