WHEN I TOLD BINDY AND BETTY SHAYLOR I
was going to write something for the “Bridge” on
Bindy’s retirement, the response, though perhaps
typical, was somewhat startling. “Rubbish’” said
Betty and gave me a quotation from Corinthians 1,
Chapter 3: “We are simply God’s servants.” Bindy
reacted rather differently. “Go on,” he said, “tell

them all about me — how I never had a chance in -

life from the time I was born in Battle Hospital
while my parents galivanted around in Brighton.”

Yes, life does get a little crazy at the Shaylor
home at times and one frequently gets the feeling
that the conversation is scripted by Lewis Carroll. I
can’thonestly sayI’ve ever had a dinner plate sail at
me. as I entered the door, but I.wouldn’t be sur-
prised, any more than I would do more than raise
an eyebrow if the Red Queen hurtled past me or I
found Betty madly shaking pepper into a cooking
pot while muttering weird incantations. There’s a
lot of fun and a lot of giggles to be had in that
house, and if it’s true that saints laugh a lot then
the whole family qualify on that score.

Sometimes just love

But perhaps.it isn’t laughter that is needed when
you call; perhaps you need help, advice, a quiet
moment, a prayer, or sometimes just love. And itis
all there, for the unwritten rules of the house are
most definitely the first two commandments.

When Bindy retired from legal work in Africa a
few years ago and became Caversham’s perpetual
curate, few of us knew what was in store for us. It
wasn’t long, though, before many of us began to
realise that we had gained more than just another
curate and his wife. While Bindy trained, became
ordained and started' his vast round of pastoral
work and church activities, Betty befriended
neighbours and clergy wives, bringing with her all
the experience gained by alife-time of nursing and
Christian work in Africa.

One could write a very great deal about all that
they -have done for the Church and for the very
many people in Caversham who have good reason
to be grateful for their love and devotion. But there
are reasons for not doing so. First, both of them
have always been at great pains to respect the
privacy of those they have helped and it would be
unfair to undo their efforts to that end by quoting
examples that might be identified. It is enough to
say that they have cared continually and devotedly
for the sick, the sad, the hungry, the bereaved — all
God’s children who came their way.

Not what they have done
But, apart from this, it is not what they have done
that is important, it is what they are — two very
loving people whose lives are so firmly devoted to
God’s service that it may be first seem a bit ridicul-
ous to talk of retirement.

Of course we shall continue to see them both
around Caversham but after giving tremendous
service to the Church here Bindy really is retiring
on October 2nd (and not pretending to do so). For
their sakes it is only right that we should respect
this and give them the right to the rest they both
deserve and need. So we thank them both, express
the hope that they will take life a little easier and
say, as they often say themselves, “Thanks be to
God.” M.D.

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The Editor’s

ARRIVALS AND
DEPARTURES

THE COLUMNS OF THE CAVERSHAM BRIDGE have in recent months
been recording many changes among the clergy and ministers of
Caversham. We have seen the departure of both our Baptist and our
Methodist minister, the latter after an all too brief stay of three years.
Though we welcome this month his successor, the Rev Ralph Rogerson
there is at the time of going to press no news of a Baptist successor to the
Rev Laurence Stevens; it is incidentally one sign of the good relation-
ships that exist between our Churches that while the Baptists have no
minister of their own, one service every month is being taken for them by
one of the Anglican clergy and I am delighted that we should have been
asked to do this. 7

On the Anglican side the Rev Stephen Bartlett left in July and the Rev
Michael Kitchener at the end of August. We report news in this issue of
the Rev David Milling who arrives during September and in October the
Rev Graham Lynch-Watson will be taking up residence at Caversham
Park. We are also seeing in October the retirement of the Rev D. F.
(Bindi) Shaylor who last year reached his seventieth year and who since
returning from Kenya where he had been a solicitor has given nearly
eight years wonderful voluntary service to the Church here; a tribute to
him appears on another page. His ministry among us was really a
valuable bonus but which we always realised was something that would
not be re-placed — unless of course we are able to have another man in
Caversham who comes forward to serve as a priest through the auxiliary
pastoral ministry.

IMPORTANT DEVELOPMENT

This form of ministry is an important development. It is still in its
early stages. It poses many problems. Is the training as present
conceived over academic, thereby discouraging and debarring many
men who might pastorally make excellent priests? I for one am inclined
to believe that this is so. But with the Church challenged by modern
thought in so many departments of learning can we risk having clergy
who have not been well trained theologically? What is the right balance?
One has also to realise that the present system of training makes heavy
demands on married men and their families, demands which in some
cases may be positively wrong. The clergy and their families are not
immune from marital strains.

TIME TO KNOW EACH OTHER

The close and happy relationship that exist between the Anglican and
Free Churches in Caversham and Mapledurham and which has been a
feature of Church life here for many years has been made possible
largely because the clergy and ministers have known and trusted each
other. The arrival within the space of a single year of no less than five
new ones among the nine who serve the Church here, means that time is
going to be needed for us to get to know each other and to build up the
same sort of relationships that those of us who have been here longer
take for granted and believe to be both right and necessary.

THIN ON THE GROUND

My recent holiday was spent partly in the heavily populated north east
of England and partly in a very thinly populated rural area. But it served
to bring home to me how comparatively well off we are for clergy and
ministers in Caversham. But during the fifteen years I have been here I
have seen not only the whole of Caversham Park developed but also
hundreds of houses built in all parts of Caversham. During this time the
ratio of clergy in the population has fallen dramatically and will
continue to decline so long as more building is taking place. It is no
longer possible for the same sort of pastoral ministry to be exercised as
was exercised only a few years ago. To take one simple and obvious

example, the number of funerals my colleagues and I are called on to -

take has increased considerably. It is not just the time taking funeral
services that grows but the time in visiting the bereaved and it is this
sort of work which is threatened. With probably more than one thousand
houses changing hands every year in addition to the new ones that are
being built the visiting of all newcomers by the clergy cannot possibly be
undertaken. This means that the ministry of the laity which is already a
conspicuous feature of Church life in Caversham is likely to grow in
importance. But the clergy have also to recognise that many of the most
willing and able members of the laity are just the very people whose
business and professional claims are already over demanding; it is a
naive simplification of a complex problem to suppose that the shortage of
clergy can be solved by expecting more from over busy laity. Rather

what clergy and laity alike have to do is to decide what the task of a |

Christian is and then to allot our resources in the best possible way. This
might well mean the Church shedding some traditional roles and
organisations which though valuable at one time are not necessarily so
today; equally we might discover that God is calling us to new forms of
service to meet the situation of the present day.

We
then set off on our 10
hour drive to Taize,
made slightly longer by
an unintended detour
into the suburbs of Paris
(navigation did not
prove to be our strong
point!).

We finally reached
Taize on Sunday even-
ing, just in time to miss
dinner, although we
were too preoccupied
with sorting out the
week’s arrangements to
notice. All newcomers
.to Taize head for the
welcome tent, where
they are informed of all
the options available to
them during their stay
at Taize. The choice is

TAIZE

varied and ranges-from
spending the week in
complete silence, to tak-
ing part in one of the
many work parties
which help to keep Taize
running smoothly. One
member of the group
chose to join a bible-
study group, while
everyone else opted for
“sharing districts"’.
These ‘“‘sharing dis-
tricts” are groups where
the members live, work
and enter into discus-
sions together, in a
relaxed and friendly
atmosphere. We were
split up according to our
linguistic abilities, some
into a German/English
speaking group and
others into a Fren-
ch/English group. Each
district consists of large,
numbered tents where
the majority of the
group sleep, while fel-
low members with their
own tents pitch them
around the central tent,
to form a small com-
munity, surrounded by
many other similar
communities. During
the day each group
meets about three
times and led by an
‘animateur’ or leader
engage in discussions
which cover a wide
range of topics, relating

to the problems we all
face. In addition each
group has its own par-
ticular chore to do dur-
ing the day, such as
serving out meals or
washing up; no easy
task when you're deal-
ing with a population of
over 1,400 people.
These meetings fre-
quently turned into
lively sing-songs or
hilarious games.
Eglise de la reconcilia-
tion

Visually Taize is most
impressive. The focal
point is the “Eglise de la
Reconciliation”, a large,
modern building where
services were held three
times a day, at 7.30, 12
and 8. We were lucky
enough to be at Taize
during the Feast of the
Assumption, and so
were able to attend a
mass celebrated by six
Roman Catholic
bishops, during which
Brother Roger read his
open letter to the Presi-
dent of ElI Salvador,
which was simultane-
ously translated into
many languages for the
huge congregation. The
church is simple, but
very beautiful. There are
no pews and only a few
chairs; instead the con-
gregation sit or kneel on

a matted floor, facing
the raised altar illumi-
nated by flickering can-
dles. Everyone entering
tihser cihiUs recE iSRS
immediately aware of a
sense of thoughtfulness
and calm. During the
services the brothers sit
amongst the congrega-
tion, which adds to the
feeling of informality
and unity and illustrates
the role the brothers
play in the daily life of
Taize. They also take an
active part in discus-
sions and bible-study
and deliver informal
talks on the nature of
Taize as an ecumenical
community as well as
on more general religi-
ous subjects. They are
always available for
individual chats or for
advice.

In addition, the site
includes large camping
and parking areas, a
non-profit store, a wel-
come area, the silence
and retreat areas and
the yellow house. The
latter is the administra-
tive centre and posses-
ses areas for discus-
sions and talks by mem-
bers of the World Coun-
cil of Youth or the
brothers. Here, also, the
cooking is done, the
meals are served and
the remnants cleared
up. Food is simple, but
substantial and there
were few complaints!
Facilities are very primi-
tive, with only_ cold
water and the situation
was not made any bet-
ter by the torrential rain
that we experienced
during our stay and
which reduced the site
to a sea of mud.

International Com-
munity

Nonetheless, spirits
remained high, and this
illustrates the sense of
community and infor-
mality which are charac-
teristic of Taize. Young
people of all nations
join together in work
and play, the latter often
predominating, espe-
cially as the day wore
on, and sing-songs and
parties, usually initiated
by the large Italian con-
tingent, would continue
long into the night. We
also enjoyed two pleas-
ant trips to Cluny, a
nearby town with an
ancient and beautiful
abbey.

Alas, our stay passed
far too quickly and soon
it was time to go. After
noisy farewells we set
off on the long trip back,
which was prolonged
by missing the boat and
having td spend an
extra night in Le Havre!
We finally arrived
home, exhausted but
happy on Saturday
afternoon. Taize had
been a marvellous

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Last year I began looking at the grave stones in
Mapledurham churchyard, finding many items of
interest for two articles in the Caversham Bridge,
so recently I decided to take a look at the burial

monuments in St Peter’s.

Honest Robert

I began in the South East corner against the old
stables of the former Caversham Court. There I
found three carved upright slabs, two unreadable,
but the middle one to a “Mr Robert Towerlly, a
Truly honest man who died 1808 aged 52.” How nice
to have that for an epitaph. I wonder where Robert
Towerlly lived and what was his occupation. Could

he have been a shopkeeper? In the next row I was .

able to read the tomb closest to the crinkle crankle
wall; this was “Sacred to the Memory of Mrs

Elizabeth Jemmett who departed this

Lite

November 28, 1813 aged 48 years.”

So far these are the
first two gravestones on
which I have found the
words Mr and Mrs. Inter-
esting. Next to Mrs Jem-
mett was a Lovejoy
grave ‘‘In memory ot
Elizabeth Lovejoy of
this parish who died on
November 20, 1808 in
the 102nd year of her
age.” One wonders if she
really reached 102 or if
the date of her birth was
mistaken. Perhaps the
parish register of births
and deaths could prove
it. The Lovejoys were a
very old local family, for
in Henry the eighth’s
day, according to an old
document ‘“‘the manor
called Farm Place ...
and a tenement called
Woodachys at Canons
End is let to Thomas
Lovejoy, Simon Lovejoy
and his wife Beatrice
and a son.” Canon’s End
was of course Cane End.

Not far from the Love-
joy grave was another
interesting recording
from the eighteen hun-
dreds “Ann, the beloved
wife of James Hrude

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who looked well in the
management of her
household and careth
not for the bread of idle-
ness who died aged 41.”
From further writing on
the slab it seems that
James marries again.
He probably couldn’t
bear to be without a well
run home and a good
table. This was not easy
wording to decipher and
perhaps the surname
Hrude could have been
Arude or even a mason’s
error as I certainly
found several of these.
Then there was young
John Hill? who died in
September 1742. He
must have been of an
early age according to
the accompanying
verse, which took a
great deal of unravel-

ing.

Who passeth by and do

this stone behond

Take notice that this

grave doth here
enfold

The body of John Hill?

His sould we trust

Is wafted to the reg-

ions of the just.

In youthful vigour he

his Lord adored

And left a virtuous

pattern on record.

The last line was
under the earth and the
best preserved.

By a tree against the
pathway lies Ann Parritt
who died on February
15, 1876 aged 62. She had
sorrow in her early mar-
ried life for she lost a
son John -and a son
James aged 7 and 3
respectively in the
spring of 1849 within ten
days of each other. Prob-
ably they had some form
of illness in the family.
However she did have a
third son, whom she
named John James, to
comfort her. He died in
1881 aged 25.

Close to Ann’s sad
recording is a partly leg-
ible stone. “Sacred to
the memory of William
Wright, Clerk of this
Parish aged 95 years.”
The rest is unfortu-

‘nately unreadable. Also

a grave “Sacred to the
memory of Andrew
Burnside, E.S.Q. for-
merly of Caversham Hill
who died in 1808.”
Another old Caver-
sham family were the
Freebodys who lived
beside the river build-
ing boats and owning
barges. They were well
known Thames water-
men. There are several
monuments to their
memory. One to Mr Will
Freebody, who died
November 23, 1820 _and
near this another to
“Thomas Freebody who

departed this life June
10, 1842 aged 61 and also
.to Mary wife of the
above who departed this
life November 25, 1857
aged 77 years. Also
‘'homas son of the
above”Another member
of the family is recorded
nearby, Matthew Roach
Freebody, who died
March 12, 1852 aged 28
years.

The earliest so far

One early gravestone
which was fairly easy to
decipher says ‘‘Here
lyeth the body of
Elizabeth Flood who
departed this life on
October 12, 1728 aged
61.” No doubt her grand-
parents or even her,
mother would have had
firsthand knowledge of
the battle for Caver-
sham Bridge between
Roundheads and Royal-
ists if they had lived in
the village then.

Yet another eigh-
teenth century graves-
tone was close by.

“In the memory of Wil-
liam Stevens, yeoman,
late of Wargrave, Berks,
who departed this life
6th July 1786, aged 33
years'’. The Stevens
seem to have continued
connections with Caver-
sham for there is a cof-
fin tomb inscribed on
one side “To the mem-
ory of Ann relict of John
Stevens who departed
this life November 1,
1881 aged 89 years”, and
on the other ‘“‘To the
memory of John Stevens
who departed this life
July 31, 1826 aged 82.” It
is interesting to note
how the ones are
carved; in 31st and 1826
they both look like Js.
Ann’s side of the monu-
ment faces South West
and is much more worn,
although she was buried
last, the prevailing wind
and weather has obvi-
ously worn the stone
away, whilst John’s side,
sheltered by the church
wall, is still very clear.
Any lettering is usually
well preserved if it gets
protection, under the
grass or overshadowed
by a tree, as was one

trunk in the churchyard.
It was on the early Ste-
vens’ grave stone that
spelling mistakes were
found. In some cases the
mason had tried to alter
the letter.

Two of a kind

Several children were

" buried on this side of

the church. Poor little
Thomas, son of Thomas
and Elizabeth Bowery is
remembered. He died
aged 8 in 1792. Nearby is
another sorrowful
recording ‘‘George
Lewis Neathe, son of
James and Elizabeth
who died March 20, 1835
aged 13 months and 10
days. Also of Susan

‘

Neate (spelling fault)
who died August 20,
1839 aged 6 months”.
Again the one in 13 js
formed as a J. It is very
probable that the same
person carved both
graveheads. A twin
headstone close to the
church porch and gar-
landed with ferns has
much writing on it.
“Here lyeth the body of
Eliz: the daughter of
Nicholas and Eliz: Jen-
kins who departed this
life Jan: y9, 1750 in the
16th year of her age.
Here lyeth the body of
Eleanor y wife of John
Hayter and niece to
Nicholas Jenkins who
departed this life
January y 30th 1750 aged
28.” Again both young
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women died in the same
month. Could it have
been some sickness that
struck their family? The
sad tale is accompanied
by the following verse:
They spring like
flowers for day’s
delight,
Which flourish at
noon and fade at
night.

This was quite excit-
ing, for when reading
some gravestones at the
North end of the chur-
chyard a couple of years
ago I found the same
verse on the memorial
to Harmen, infant son of
the Reverend Maneth,
who died around the
middle of the last cen-
tury. I have not yet dis-
covered if Harmen’s
father was at anytime a
curate of Caversham. If
he was he had probably
read the verse on the
twin tombstone which
would have been much
clearer then, liked it
and used it on that of his
little child’s about 100
years later.

By now I had reached
well into the South West
corner of the chur-
chyard and crosses were
in evidence, there were
none to speak of at the
South East end. The
memorials were now
becoming more recent,
but still interesting. On
one or two in the last
century there was the
vogue for red lettering
for all first letters. A
grave dated 1803 was the
earliest to be embel-
lished in this way.

The afternoon had

. passed all too quickly

and I suddenly realised
I was rather weary and
in need of a cup of tea.
The gravestones on the
North, East and West
sides would have to wait
before they, too, told m

their tales. M.K.
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We publish this month
two further photographs
of life in Caversham in
earlier times.

One of them depicts a
ladies working party in
Balmore Hall during the
first world war and the
other the annual Sunday

school procession that
took place each summer
at the time of the parish
patronal festival — the
procession is seen in
Church Road.

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TALKING POINT

‘More things are wrought by prayer than this
world dreams of’ said Tennyson in ‘The Idyll of
the Kings’.

The need to pray is a primitive need in all of
us. Men always have and always will feel the
urge to appeal to something beyond them-
selves and beyond the reality they know. They
express itinlove, in the work they do, in music,
in dance, in pictures, in sculpture, in film and
in the spoken and written word. All over the
world at every hour of the day and night people
are spinning prayer wheels, saying rosaries,
ringing bells, burning candles, arranging flow-
ers, singing, prbcessing, dancing, fasting and
making feasts all to the greater glory of God.

Verbal prayers are just one tacet ot prayer:.
Because men —aloneamong-God’s creatures —
are verbal beings we have come to associate
prayer with words and because we have grown
up in the shadow of an organised church we
tend to associate it also with church and kneel-
ing down and being a card-carrying Christian.
But prayer is older then Christianity and to
restrict it to something to do with church is, of
course, to diminish it.

I was taught that prayer is ‘the raising up of
the mind and heart to God’. This means that it
is communicating with God, relating to him at
every end and turn, dedlcatmg everything we
do to him and thereby investing it with dignity
and sxgmhcance Just as there are countless
valid ways of ‘raising the mind and heart to
God’, so there must be one which will suit
every temperament. We are told that ‘the effort
to pray is a prayer in itself’ but prayer is not
meant to be difficult. I believe that God wants
us to have a close realtionship with him as we
would with a friend. I believe he wants us to
share our joys as well as our sorrows with him.
Abstract meditation does not come easily to
most of us and formal prayers sometimes seem
meaningless and irrelevant but it is not dif-
ficult to concentrate the mind and find our own
words when we are praying about someting
which is important to us. If life and death are
at stake or hope, despair or uncertainty over-
whelm us prayer seems the natural and spon- "
taneous response. It is only a small step —
chiefly a question of habit — from praying in
these times of crisis to praying our thanks

when we are happy and healthy and free from
care. Prayers are said for everything under the
sun. Whenever we say goodbye to someone we
are praying ‘God be with you'. All around the
clock God must be listening to a baffling
assortment of requests — for rain and for sun,
for more work and less work, for company and
for solitude, for more children and for no more
children, for the courage to go or the courage

- to stay, for health, for patience, for acceptance

and a million other things.

When the motivation to pray is not so strong
and words evade us the Benedictine motto ‘To
work is to pray’ is helpful. With this as a
starting point our whole day can be dedicated
to God and transformed into prayer — however
humble or exalted our work may be.

And prayer is always answered but this is not
to say that we always get the answer we think
we would like at the time. The answer may be
‘no’ or ‘not yet’ or the solution may appear in a
very different form from what we visualised.
We have to try and be patient, keep an open
mind, trust in the Lord and, as St Luke said —
‘Keep on praying and never lose heart’.

headmaster, and the doctor married his sister. They
had a son William Henry who was born in 1793. This
boy did not enjoy very good health and after working
for a time in India went to New Zealand in January
1849. He acquired 120 acres of land south of the fast
growing new town of Dunedin. He farmed this on
English lines with the help of a bailiff and called it
the Forbury. He also bought other land which he
called Caversham after the birth place of his Mother.

According to accounts of him in New Zealand he
was a good employer and a“man of the highest public
spirit”. His long administrative experience in India
proved a great help to the new local emigrant com-
munity. He was offered a seat in the legislative
council of New Zealand but did not live long enough
to accept it. He died at the age of 59 at his farm, the
Forbury on September 25, 1852.

Katie, in a neighbouring column, often extols the
virtues of our local shops and points out, quite
rightly, that if we do not patronise them on the
grounds that sometimes goods cost a penny or so
less in Reading town centre we shall be in danger
of losing them. As a careful shopper I would only
add that frequently there is no difference in price
and in the case of green grocery which this year has
reached unprecedented levels, the local shops are
nearly always less expensive than those in the town
centre.

Most people who have been in Caversham for any
length of time are sad to see empty shops or shops
frequently changing hands in Prospect Street
which was formerly the chief shopping street of
Caversham. Much=of this decline can be traced
back to the opening of St Martins Precinct, yet even
there, there are empty shops, confirming perhaps
the contention of those who were opposed to the
building of the precinct, that Caversham already
had enough shops for its daily needs.

However, one threat we do not have to fear in this
area is the building of a hypermarket on the
outskirts of the town. This is chiefly because our
neighbouring countryside is in or near an area of
outstanding natural beauty and is relatively spars-
ley populated. There are, though, interested par-
ties hoping for permission to build a hypermarket
either to the South or South East of Reading or at
Calcot. Whilst there is no chance of all three being
given permission and none of them is likely to
affect Cavershams shops, one alone could have a
serious affect on Reading’s town centre where the
traditional shopping pattern has already been
upset by the Butts Centre. Although many of our
needs can be satisfied in Caversham we still need
to go to Reading for certain articles. The journey

there is easily made by bus, car or even on foot.
Only a car will get us to the hypermarket.

Does the debatable advantage of lower prices at
a hypermarket outweigh all the other disadvan-
tages? The answer must surely be ‘No’. It will be’
interesting to see what kind of a public response
the feelers put out in the Central Berkshire Struc-
ture Plan consultation will have produced.

SMALL ISSUES

The bus stops at Vastern Road bridge which
place bus queues in danger of their lives are, at the
request of Caversham Residents’ Association, to be
changed so that the queue faces the oncoming
‘bus and so is in a less vulnerable position.

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AN ADVENTURE IN ECUMENISM

CAVERSHAM BRIDGE

This is the first new parochial church in Great Britain built and managed by Anglicans

and Roman Catholics together, for everyone to use.
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THE first intention was to provide a building that was as
simple as possible: but the requirements were very
complex, because religious and social activities, for
groups varying considerably in size, were to be accom-
modated either separately or at the same time.

The solution lay in providing a main space which
could be subdivided by sliding walls. The square plan
provided the maximum variation within the one perime-
ter wall. Further, the square plan permits a wide range
of alternative seating arrangements.

At the same time, it was important that the complete-
ness of the smaller spaces in themselves should not
suffer when in use. There was no satisfactory alternative
to introducing natural light from the roof, and under-
floor heating. £

It can be observed that the congregation/audience
does not suffer from looking towards the glare of
windows. The absence of windows then became a

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conscious feature of the design, and from outside this
gives the impression of a small fortress. Views out-
wards have been provided in the offices and main
entrance.

Two disciplines run through the detailed design: first
the plan form, a Greek cross, is reflected in the lanterns,
the altar, the font and the joinery; secondly, the consis-
tent use of a 6ft 8in grid, based on a 4in module.

The use of ‘Siporex’ panels to form the external walls
and roof deck gives an unsually high thermal insulation
(approximately twice as good as an 11in cavity brick
wall). This was a serious-consideration in a building
which, by its nature, has intermittent use and in which *
maintenance costs must be kept down.

Another feature of the design can be seen in the wood
cladding of the mobiel walls: the diagonal design of this
cladding reflects the diagonal bracing in the steel
overhead, and forms a continuous pointer towards the
four exits.

The only major item of the original design which has
been omitted up to the present in the interest of
economy, is the moat which was planned in place of the
grass verge. close to the outside walls. The effect of the
moat would be to increase the fortress image and the
apparent height of the building.

CIPPENHAM

Cippenham, situated to the west of Slough, has gradually grown over the
years to its present population of 15,000. The Anglicans had acquired a
central site on which they built a small tempoary church. The Roman
Catholics had no church in the area. In 1966 the Anglicans offered them the
use of their church hall for worship. Very shortly afterwards discussions
started between the two communities about building a church together. In
1967 a board of directors, seven from each Church, was formed. The
architect, Michael Hattrell, was appointed. Construction started in
November 1969. The new building was opened by both Bishops together on
St Andrew’s Day, November 30, 1970.
